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1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. Description of the Entity

The Mental Health and Recovery Board, Belmont County  (the Board), is a body corporate
and politic established to exercise the rights and privileges conveyed to it by the constitution
and laws of the State of Ohio.  The Board is directed by an eighteen-member Board.  Board
members are appointed by the Board’s Director and the legislative authorities of the political
subdivisions making up the Board.  The Board includes members from those legislative
authorities as well as citizens of the Board.  Those subdivisions are the County
Commissioners of Belmont, Harrison, and Monroe Counties, the Ohio Department of Mental
Health, and the Ohio Department of Drug and Alcohol Addiction Services.  The Board
provides alcohol, drug addiction and mental health services and programs to citizens of the
Belmont, Harrison and Monroe Counties.  These services are provided primarily through
contracts with not-for-profit agencies.

The Board’s management believes this financial statement presents all activities for which
the Board is financially accountable.

B. Basis of Accounting

This financial statement follows the basis of accounting prescribed or permitted by the
Auditor of State, which is similar to the cash receipts and disbursements basis of
accounting.  Receipts are recognized when received in cash rather than when earned, and
disbursements are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred.  Budgetary
presentations report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made (i.e., when an
encumbrance is approved).

This statement includes adequate disclosure of material matters, as prescribed or permitted
by the Auditor of State.

C. Cash and Investments

As required by Ohio Revised Code, the Board’s cash is held and invested by the Belmont
County Treasurer, who acts as custodian for the Board’s monies.  The Board’s assets are
held in the County’s cash and investment pool, and are valued at the County Treasurer’s
reported carrying amount.

D. Budgetary Process

The Ohio Revised Code requires the Board to adopt an annual budget.

1. Appropriations
 

Budgetary expenditures (that is, disbursements and encumbrances) may not
exceed appropriations at the function level of control, and appropriations may not
exceed estimated resources.  The Board must annually approve appropriation
measures and subsequent amendments.  The County Budget Commission must
also approve the annual appropriation measure.  Unencumbered appropriations
lapse at year end.

D. Budgetary Process (Continued)

2. Estimated Resources

Estimated resources include estimates of cash to be received (budgeted receipts)
plus unencumbered cash as of January 1.  The County Budget Commission must
also approve estimated resources.

3. Encumbrances

The Ohio Revised Code requires the Board to reserve (encumber) appropriations
when individual commitments are made.  Encumbrances outstanding at year end
are carried over, and need not be reappropriated.

A summary of 2000 budgetary activity appears in Note 3.

E. Property, Plant and Equipment

Acquisitions of property, plant and equipment are recorded as disbursements when paid.
These items are not reflected as assets on the accompanying financial statement.

F. Unpaid Vacation and Sick Leave

Employees are entitled to cash payments for unused vacation and sick leave in certain
circumstances, such as upon leaving employment.  Unpaid vacation and sick leave are not
reflected as liabilities under the basis of accounting used by the Board.

2. EQUITY IN POOLED CASH AND INVESTMENTS

The Belmont County Auditor serves as the fiscal agent for the Board and the investment of the
County funds, including the Board’s cash.  The Board maintains no control over the investment of
its cash.  The carrying amount of pooled cash and investments at December 31, 2000, was
$1,302,262.

Deposits: The Board’s deposits maintained by the Belmont County Auditor are either insured by
the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or were considered collateralized by securities held by
the pledging financial institutions’ trust departments in Belmont County’s name and all State
statutory requirements for the deposit of money had been followed.

4. PROPERTY TAX

Real property taxes become a lien on January 1 preceding the October 1 date for which rates are
adopted by the Board.  The State Board of Tax Equalization adjusts these rates for inflation.  Property
taxes are also reduced for applicable homestead and rollback deductions.  Homestead and rollback
amounts are then paid by the State, and are reflected in the accompanying financial statement as
Grants.  Payments are due to the County by December 31.  If the property owner elects to make
semiannual payment, the first half is due December 31.  The second half payment is due the following
June 20.

Public utilities are also taxed on personal and real property located within the Board.

Tangible personal property tax is assessed by the property owners, who must file a list of such property
to the County by each April 30.

The County is responsible for assessing property, and for billing, collecting, and distributing all property
taxes on behalf of the Board.

5. RETIREMENT SYSTEMS

The Board’s employees belong to the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) of Ohio.  PERS
is a cost-sharing, multiple-employer plan.  This plan provides retirement benefits, including
postretirement healthcare, and survivor and disability benefits to participants as prescribed by the Ohio
Revised Code.

Contribution rates are also prescribed by the Ohio Revised Code.  For 2000, PERS members
contributed 8.5% of their gross salaries.  The Board contributed an amount equal to 13.55% of
participants’ gross salaries through June 30, 2000.  For the period July 1, 2000 through December 31,
2000, PERS temporarily reduced the employer’s contribution rate to 8.13% of participants’ gross
salaries.  The Board has paid all contributions required through December 31, 2000.
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6. RISK MANAGEMENT

The Board has obtained commercial insurance for the following risks:

-General liability and casualty
-Building
-Property

The Board also provides health insurance, dental, vision, and pharmacy coverage to its employees
through a private carrier.

7. CONTINGENT LIABILITIES 

Amounts received from grantor agencies are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor, principally
the federal government.  Any disallowed costs may require refunding to the grantor.  Amounts which
may be disallowed, if any, are not presently determinable.  However, based on prior experience,
management believes such refunds, if any, would not be material.

Certain federal programs required that the Board contribute non-federal funds (matching funds) to support the
federally-funded programs.  The Board has complied with the matching requirements.  The expenditure of non-
federal matching funds is not included on the schedule.
