NOTE | - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Reporting Entity

The Jefferson Metropolitan Housing Authorily (JMHA or Authority) was created under

the Ohio Revised Code Section 3735.27 to engage in the acquisition, development, leasing and
administration of a low-rcnt housing program. An Annual Contributions Contract (ACC) was

signed by the Jefferson Metropolitan Housing Authority and the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) , under the provisions of the United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437)
Section 1.1. The Authority was also created in accordance with state law to eliminatc housing conditions
which are detrimental to the public peace. health, safety, morals, or welfare by purchasing, acquiring
constructing, maintaining, operating, improving, extending, and repairing housing facilities.

The nucleus of the financial reporting entity as defined by the Governmental Accounting

Standards Board (GASB) Statement No. 14 is the "primary government." A fundamental

characteristic of a primary government is that it is fiscally independent entity. In evaluating how

lo define the financial rcporting entity, management has considered all potential component umifs.

A component unit is a legally separate entity for which the primary government is financially accountable.
The criteria of financial accountability is the ability of the primary government to imposc its will upon the
polential component unit.

These criteria were considered in determining that the reporting entity did not have any.

component units,

Basis of Accounting

The accompanying combined financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of
accounting, whereby revenues and expenscs are rccognized in the period earned or incurred.
All transactions are accounted for in a single enterprisc fund.

Pursuant to GASB Statement No. 20, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Proprictary Funds and
and Other Governmental Entities That Use Proprictary Fund Accounting, the Authority follows
GASB guidance as applicable to proprietary funds and Financial Accounting Standards Board
Statements and Interpretations, Accounting Principles Board Opinions, and Accounting Research
Bulletins issued on or before November 30, 1989 (hat do not conflict with or contradict GASB
pronouncements.

Usc of Estimatcs

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assels and liabilitics and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date
of financial statements, and the reported amounts of revenucs expensces during the reporting
period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

The Authority considers all highly liquid investments (including restricted asscts) with a maturity of
threc months or less when purchased to be cash cquivalents.

Tenant Receivables - Recognition of Bad Dcbts

Bad debts arc provided on the allowance method based on management's evaluation of the
collectability of ouistanding tcnant receivable balances at the end of the ycar.

Property and Equipment

Property and Equipment is rccorded at cost. Coslts that materially add to the productive capacity
or cxtend the life of an asset are capitalized while maintenance and repair costs are expensed as
incurred.

Investments

Investments are stated at fair value. Cost-based measures of fair value were applicd to
nonnegotiable certificaics of deposit and money market investments.

NOTE 2 - CASH AND INVESTMENTS

Cash
State statuics classify monies held by the Authority into three categories.

Active deposits arc public deposits necessary to meet demands on the treasury. Such monies

must be maintained cither as cash in the Authority's Treasury, in commercial accounts payable

or withdrawablc on demand. including negotiable order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in moncy
markel deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits that the Authority has identified as not required for use
within the current two year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits must either
be cvidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of (he current period of
designation of dcpositories, or by savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to
passbook accounts.

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim monies are those monies which arc not
needed [or immediate use but which will needed before the end of the current period of designation
ol depositories. Intcrim deposits must be cvidenced by time certificates of deposit maturing not
more than onc year from the datc of deposit or by savings or deposit accounts including passbook
accounts,

Protection of Authority's deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC)
by cligible sccurities pledged by the financial institution as security for repayment, by surcty
company bonds deposited with the treasurer by the financial institution or by a single collateral
pool cstablished by the financial institution to sccure the repayment of all public monies deposited
with the institution.

Investments

HUD. State Statute and Board Resolutions authorize the Authority to invest in obligations of U.S.
Treasury, agencies and instrumentalitics, certificates of deposit, repurchase agreements, moncy
market deposit accounts, municipal depository fund, super NOW accounts, SWeep accounts,
separate trading of registered interest and principal of sccurities, mutal funds, bonds and

other obligations of this State, and the State Treasurer's investment pool. Investments in stripped
principal or interest obligations, reverse repurchase agrecments and derivatives arc prohibited. The
issuance of taxablc notes for the purposc of arbitrage, the use of leverage and short selling are

also prohibited. An investment must mature within five years from the date of purchase unless
matched to a specific obligation or debt of the Authority, and must be purchased with the
expectation that it will be held to ma maturity.  Investments may only be made through specified
dealers and institutions. Payment for investments may be made only upon delivery of the
securities representing the investments to the treasurer or, if the securities are not represcnted by

a certificate, upon receipt of conformation of transfer from the custodian.

The Authority's investments are categorived 10 give an indication of the level of risk assumed by

the entity at year-end. Calegory A includes investments that are insured or registered or for which
the securities are held by the Authority or its agent in the Authority's name. Category B includes
uninsurcd and unregistered investments {or which the sccurities are held by the counterparty's Trust
department or agent in the Authority's name. Category C includes uninsured and unregistered
investments for which securities are held by the counterparty or its Trust department but not in the
Authorily's name.

The Authority's nonnegoiiable certificates of deposit arce classified as investments on the
balance sheet but are considered as deposits for GASB 3 purposes. Therefore, the calegories
described above do not apply.

NOTE 5 - ADMINISTRATIVE FEE

The Authority receives and "administrative fee" as part of the annual contributien from HUD to
cover the costs {including overhcad) of administering the Section 8 Housing Assistance Paymcents
(HAP) Programs. The [ce is a percentage of a HUD determined basc rate for each unit per month
under HAP contracts. The rates are as follows:

A. Certificates and Vouchers
Units per month x $ 40.08/unit

NOTE 6 - ALLOCATION QF COSTS

The Authority allocated expenses not attributable to a specific program (o all programs under
managemeni. The basis for this allocation was the number of units in each program or cstimated
actual usage. Management considers this o be an cquitable method of allocation.

NOTE 7 - RETIREMENT AND OTHER BENEFIT PLANS

The employees of the Authority are covered by the Public Employees Retircment System of Ohio
{PERS). a statewide cost-sharing multipic-cmployer deferred benefit pension plan. PERS provides
retirement and disability benefits, annual cost-of-living adjustments, death benefits to plan

members and beneficiaries. The authority to establish and amend benefit benefits is provided by t state
statute per Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code. PERS issucs a publicly available financial

report. Interested parties may obtain a copy by making a written request to 277 E. Town Street,
Columbus, OH 43215-4642 or by calling (614) 466-2085.

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory authority for employee and cmployer contributions.

The employee contribution rate is §.50% of qualifying gross wages for all emplovees. The total

2000 cmployer contribution rate was 13.55% of covered payroll. Required cmployer contributions

arc equal to 100% of the dollar amount billed to each employer and must be extracted from the
emplover's records. The Authority's contributions to P.E.R.S. for the years ending December 31, 2000
were as follows:

All required contributions were made prior to each of those fiscal year ends.

PERS of Ohio provides post-retirement health care coverage to age and scrvice retirants with 10 or more
years of qualifying Ohio service credit and to primary survivor recipients of such retirants. Health care
coverage for disability recipients is available, The health care coverage provided by the retirement

system is considered an Other Post-employment Benefit (OPEB) as described in GASB Statcment No. 12.
A portion of each employer's contribution to PERS is set aside for the funding of post rctirement health care
The Ohio Revised Codc provides statutory authority for employee and employer contributions. The 2000
emplover contribution raic for state employers was 10.84 % of covered payroll : 4.3 % was the portion that
was uscd to fund health care for the year. OPEB is financed through employer contributions and
investment carnings and is expected to be sufficient to sustain the program indefinitely, The number of
benefit recipienis cligible for OPEB at December 31, 2000, was 401,339,

NOTE 8- COMPENSATED ABSENCES

Vacation and sick leave policies are cstablished by the Board of Commissioners based on local and

state laws.

All permanent cmployees will earn 4.6 hours sick leave per (80) hours of service. Unused sick leave may be
accumulated without Hmit. At the time of separation, employces shall be paid the value of 30 days of unuscd
sick leave.

All permancnt employces will earn vacation hours accumulated based on length of service. All vacation
lime accumulated will paid upon separation.

Al December 31, 2000. using the vesting method. $ 153.831 was accrued by the Authority for unused vacation and
sick time.

NOTE 9 - INSURANCE

The Housing Authority maintains comprehensive insurance coverage with private carriers for health
rcal property, building contents and vehicles. Vehicle policies include liability coverage for bodily
injury and property damage. There was no significant reduction in coverages and no settlements
exceeded insurance coverage during the past threc vears.

NOTE 10 - CONTINGENCIES

Litigation and Claims

In the normal coursc of operations, the Authority may be subject to litigation and claims. At Deccmber 31,
2000 the Authority was not invelved in litigation which would have a material effect on the

Wc conducted our audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and the
standards applicable o financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issucd by the
Comptroller General of the United States,

Compiiance
As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether Jefferson Metropolitan Housing Authority’s

linancial statements arc frce of material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain
provisions of laws, regulations, contracts and grants, noncompliance with which could have a direct and
material clfect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an opinion on
compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit and, accordingly, we do not express
such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance that are required to be
reported under Government Auditing Standards.

Internal Control Over Financial Reporting,

In planning and performing our audit, we considered Jefferson Metropolitan Housing Authority’s internal
control over f{inancial reporting in order to determince our auditing procedures for the purposc of
¢xpressing our opinion on the financial statements and not to provide assurance on the internal control
over financial reporting. Our consideration of the internal control over [inancial reporting would not
necessarily disclose all matters in the internal control over financial reporting that might be material
weaknesses. A material weakness is a condition in which the design or operation of one or more of the
internal control components does not reduce to a relatively low level the risk that misstalcments in
amounts that would be material in rclation to the financial statements being audited may occur and not be
delccled within a timely period by employees in the normal course of performing their assigned functions.
