NOTE 1- DESCRIPTION OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT AND REPORTING ENTITY

Ridgedale Local School District (the “ School District”) is organized under Article VI, Sections 2 and 3 of
the Constitution of the State of Ohio. The School District operates under alocally-elected Board form of
government consisting of five members elected at-large for staggered four year terms. The School District
provides educational services as authorized by state and/or federal guidelines.

The School District was established in 1957. The School District serves an area of approximately one
hundred twenty-five square miles. It islocated in Crawford, Marion, and Wyandot Counties. The School
District isthe 517" largest in the State of Ohio (among 660 school districts and community schools) interms
of enrollment. It isstaffed by fifty classified employees, seventy-one certified teaching personnel, and six
administrative employees who provide services to 1,076 students and other community members. The
School District currently operates two elementary schools, ajunior high/high school, and an administration
building.

Reporting Entity

A reporting entity is composed of the primary government, component units, and other organizations that
are included to ensure that the financial statements are not misleading. The primary government of the
School District consistsof all funds, departments, boards, and agenciesthat are not legally separate fromthe
School District. For the School District, thisincludes general operations, food service, and student related
activities of the School District.

Component unitsarelegally separate organizationsfor which the School District isfinancially accountable.
The School District is financially accountable for an organization if the School District appoints a voting
majority of the organization’s governing board and (1) the School District is able to significantly influence
the programs or services performed or provided by the organization; or (2) the School District is legally
entitled to or can otherwise access the organizations' resources; the School District is legally obligated or
has otherwise assumed the responsibility to finance the deficits of or provide financial support to the
organization; or the School District isobligated for the debt of the organization. Component units may also
include organizations that are fiscally dependent on the School District in that the School District approves
the budget, theissuance of debt, or thelevying of taxes. Thereareno component unitsof the School District.

The School District is associated with two jointly governed organizations and an insurance pool. These
organizations arethe Tri-Rivers Educational Computer Association (TRECA), Tri-Rivers Joint V ocational
School, and the Ohio School Boards Association Workers Compensation Group Rating Plan. These
organizations are presented in Notes 17 and 18 to the general purpose financial statements.

NOTE 2- SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Thefinancial statements of the School District have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles (GAAP) as applied to governmental units. The Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (GA SB) isthe accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financial
reporting principles. The School District also applies Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB)
statements and interpretationsissued on or before November 30, 1989, to its proprietary activities provided
they do not conflict with or contradict GASB pronouncements. Following are the more significant of the
School District's accounting policies.

A. Basisof Presentation - Fund Accounting

The School District uses funds and account groups to report on its financial position and the results of its
operations. Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid financial management
by segregating transactions related to certain School District functions or activities.

A fund is defined as afiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash and
other financial resources, together with all related liabilities and residual equities or balances, and changes
therein, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities or attaining certain objectives
in accordance with special restrictions or limitations. An account group is a financial reporting device
designed to provide accountability for certain assets and liabilities not recorded in the funds because they
do not directly affect net available expendable resources.

For financial statement presentation purposes, the various funds of the School District are grouped into the
following generic fund types under the broad fund categories of governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary.

Governmental Fund Types

Governmental funds are those through which most governmental functions of the School District are
financed. Theacquisition, use, and balances of the School District’ sexpendablefinancial resourcesand the
related current liabilities (except those accounted for in proprietary funds and trust funds) are accounted for
through governmental funds. The following are the School District's governmental fund types:

General Fund - The General Fund isthe operating fund of the School District and is used to account for
all financial resources, except those required to be accounted for in another fund. The General Fund
balance is available to the School District for any purpose provided it is expended or transferred
according to the general laws of Ohio.

Special Revenue Funds - Special revenue funds are used to account for the proceeds of specific revenue
sources (other than major capital projectsand expendabletrusts) that arelegally restricted to expenditure
for specified purposes.

Capital Projects Funds- Capital projectsfunds are used to account for financial resourcesto be used for
the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities (other than those financed by proprietary funds
or trust funds).

Proprietary Fund Type

Proprietary funds are used to account for the School District’s ongoing activities which are similar to those
found in the private sector. The following isthe School District’s proprietary fund type:

Enterprise Fund - The enterprise fund is used to account for activitiesthat are financed and operated in
amanner similar to private business enterprises where the intent is that the costs (expenses, including
depreciation) of providing goods or services to the general public on a continuing basis be financed or
recovered primarily through user charges or where it has been decided that periodic determination of
revenues earned, expenses incurred, and/or net income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public
policy, management control, accountability, or other purposes.

Fiduciary Fund Types

Fiduciary funds are used to account for assets held by the School District in atrustee capacity or as an agent
for individuals, private organizations, other governmental units, and/or other funds. The School District’s
fiduciary funds include expendable trust funds, non-expendable trust funds, and agency funds. The
expendable trust funds are accounted for in essentially the same manner as governmental funds. The non-
expendabletrust funds are accounted for in essentially the same manner as proprietary funds. Agency funds
are custodial in nature (assets equal liabilities) and do not involve measurement of results of operations.

Account Groups

To make aclear distinction between fixed assets related to specific funds and those of general government,
and between long-term liabilities related to specific funds and those of a general nature, the following
account groups are used:

General Fixed Assets Account Group - This account group is established to account for all fixed assets
of the School District, except those accounted for in proprietary funds or trust funds.

General Long-Term Obligations Account Group - This account group is established to account for all
long-term obligations of the School District, except those accounted for in proprietary funds or trust
funds.

B. Measurement Focus and Basis of Accounting

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to afund is determined by its measurement focus.
All governmental fund types and expendable trust funds are accounted for using aflow of current financial
resources measurement focus. With this measurement focus, only current assets and current liabilities are
generally included onthebalance sheet. Operating statementsof thesefundspresent increases(i.e., revenues
and other financing sources) and decreases (i .e., expenditures and other financing uses) in net current assets.

The proprietary fund type and non-expendable trust funds are accounted for using a flow of economic
resources measurement focus. With this measurement focus, all assetsand all liabilities associated with the
operation of these funds are included on the balance sheet. Fund equity (i.e., net total assets) is segregated
into contributed capital and retained earnings components. Operating statements of these funds present
increases (e.g., revenues) and decreases (e.g., expenses) in net total assets.

Basisof accounting refersto when revenues and expenditures or expensesarerecogni zed in the accountsand
reported in the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the timing of the measurements made.

Themodified accrual basis of accounting isfollowed for the governmental fund types, expendabletrust and
agency funds. Under this basis, revenues are recognized in the accounting period when they become both
measurable and available. “Measurable’” means the amount of the transaction can be determined, and
“available” means collectible within the current fiscal year or soon enough thereafter to be used to pay
liabilities of the current fiscal year. Theavailable period for the School District issixty days after fiscal year
end.

In applying the susceptible to accrual concept under the modified accrual basis, the following revenue
sources are deemed both measurable and available: grants, interest, tuition, and student fees.

The School District reports deferred revenues on its combined balance sheet. Deferred revenuesarisewhen
a potential revenue does not meet both the measurable and available criteria for recognition in the current
period. In the subsequent period, when both revenue recognition criteria are met, the liability for deferred
revenueisremoved from the combined balance sheet and revenueisrecognized. Property taxes measurable
as of June 30, 2000, and delinquent property taxes, whose availability is indeterminable and which are
intended to finance fiscal year 2001 operations, have been recorded as deferred revenue.

The measurement focus of governmental fund accounting is on decreases in net financial resources
(expenditures) rather than expenses. Expenditures are generally recognized in the accounting period in
which the related fund liability isincurred, if measurable. Allocations of cost, such as depreciation and
amortization, are not recognized in the governmental funds.

The accrua basis of accounting is utilized for reporting purposes by the proprietary fund type and non-
expendable trust funds. Revenues are recognized in the accounting period in which they are earned, and
expenses are recognized at the timethey areincurred. The fair value of donated commaodities used during
the year is reported on the operating statement as an expense with a like amount reported as donated
commodities revenue. Unused donated commodities are reported as deferred revenue.

C. Budgetary Process

The budgetary processis prescribed by provisions of the Ohio Revised Code and entails the preparation of
budgetary documents within an established timetable. The major documents prepared are the tax budget,
the certificate of estimated resources, and the appropriation resolution, all of which are prepared on the
budgetary basis of accounting. The certificate of estimated resources and the appropriation resolution are
subject to amendment throughout the year with the legal restriction that appropriations cannot exceed
estimated resources, as certified.

All funds, other than agency funds, arelegally required to be budgeted and appropriated. The primary level
of budgetary control is at the fund level for al funds. Any budgetary modifications at this |evel may only
be made by resolution of the Board of Education. Budgetary allocations at the function and object level
within all funds are made by the School District Treasurer.

Advances in and advances out are not required to be budgeted since they represent a temporary cash flow
resource and are intended to be repaid.

The Early Childhood Preschool and Library Grant special revenue funds are flow through grantsin which
the North Central Ohio Educational Service Center and Pleasant Local School District are the primary
recipients. Budgetary informationfor thesefundsisnot included withinthe School District’ sreporting entity
for which the “appropriated budget” is adopted.

Tax Budget

Prior to January 15, the Superintendent and Treasurer submit, to the Board of Education, a proposed
operating budget for the fiscal year commencing the following July 1. The budget includes proposed
expenditures and the means of financing for al funds. Public hearings are publicized and conducted to
obtain taxpayers comments. The express purpose of thisbudget document isto reflect the need for existing
or increased tax rates.

By no later than January 20, the Board-adopted budget isfiled with the Marion County Budget Commission
for rate determination.

Estimated Resources

Prior to April 1, the Board of Education accepts, by formal resolution, the tax rates, as determined by the
County Budget Commission, and receivesthe commission’ s certificate of estimated resources, which states
the projected revenue of each fund. Prior to June 30, the School District must reviseits budget so that total
contemplated expenditures from any fund during the ensuing fiscal year will not exceed the amount stated
in the certificate of estimated resources. The revised budget then serves as the basis for the appropriation
measure. On or about July 1, the certificate of estimated resourcesisamended to include any unencumbered
cash balancesfromthe preceding fiscal year. The certificate of estimated resources may befurther amended
during theyear if projected increasesor decreasesin revenue areidentified by the School District Treasurer.
The amounts reported in the budgetary statements reflect the amounts in the final amended certificate of
estimated resources issued during fiscal year 2000.

Appropriations

Upon receipt from the County Auditor of an amended certificate of estimated resources, based on final
assessed values and tax rates, or acertificate saying no new certificateisnecessary, the annual appropriation
resolutionislegally enacted by the Board of Education at the fund level of expendituresfor all funds, which
isthelegal levels of budgetary control. Although thelegal level of budgetary control was established at the
fund level of expenditures, the District has elected to present budgetary statement comparisons at the fund
and function level of expenditures. Prior to the passage of the annual appropriation measure, the Board may
pass a temporary appropriation measure to meet the ordinary expenses of the School District. The
appropriation resolution, by fund, must be within the estimated resources as certified by the County Budget
Commission and thetotal of expenditures and encumbrances may not exceed the appropriation totals at any
level of control. Any revisionsthat alter thetotal of any fund appropriation must be approved by the Board
of Education.

The Board may pass supplemental fund appropriations as long as the total appropriations by fund do not

exceed the amounts set forth in the most recent certificate of estimated resources. During the year, several
supplemental appropriation resolutions were legally enacted.

Thebudget figureswhich appear in the statements of budgetary comparisonsrepresent thefinal appropriation
amounts, including all supplemental appropriations. Formal budgetary integration is employed as a
management control device during the year for all funds, other than agency funds, consistent with statutory
provisions.

Encumbrances

Aspart of formal budgetary control, purchase orders, contracts, and other commitments for the expenditure
of monies are recorded as the equivalent of expenditures on the non-GAAP budgetary basis in order to
reservethat portion of the applicable appropriation and to determine and maintain legal compliance. Onthe
GAAP basis, encumbrances outstanding at fiscal year end are reported as areservation of fund balance for
subsequent-year expenditures for the governmental fund types and expendabl e trust funds and reported in
the notes to the financial statements for the proprietary fund type and non-expendable trust funds.

Lapsing of Appropriations

At the close of each fiscal year, the unencumbered balance of each appropriation reverts to the respective
fund from which it was appropriated and becomes subject to future appropriation. Encumbered
appropriations are carried forward to the succeeding fiscal year and are not reappropriated.

D. Cash and Investments

To improve cash management, cash received by the School District is pooled. Monies for al funds are
maintained inthispool. Individual fund integrity ismaintained through School District records. Eachfund's
interest in the pool is presented as “ Equity in Pooled Cash and Cash Equivalents’ on the combined balance
sheet.

Cash and cash equivalentsheld for the School District by the North Central Ohio Educational Service Center
and Pleasant Local School District are included on the combined balance sheet as “Cash and Cash
Equivalents with Fiscal Agents’.

During fiscal year 2000, investmentswere limited to non-negotiable certificates of deposit and STAR Ohio.
Non-negotiable certificates of deposit are reported at cost. STAR Ohio isan investment pool, managed by
the State Treasurer’ s Office, which alows governments within the State to pool their fundsfor investment
purposes. STAR Ohio is not registered with the SEC as an investment company, but does operate in a
manner consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment Company Act of 1940. Investmentsin STAR Ohio are
valued at STAR Ohio’s share price, which is the price the investment could be sold for on June 30, 2000.

Following Ohio statutes, the Board of Education has, by resolution, specified the funds to receive an
allocation of interest earnings. Interest revenue credited to the General Fund during fiscal year 2000 was
$159,479, which included $2,647 assigned from other School District funds.

For purposes of the combined statement of cash flows and for presentation on the combined balance sheet,
investments of the cash management pool and investmentswith an original maturity of three monthsor less
at thetimethey are purchased by the School District are considered to be cash equivalents. Investmentswith
an initial maturity of more than three months are reported as investments.

E. Prepaid Items

Payments made to vendors for services that will benefit periods beyond June 30, 2000, are recorded as
prepaid items using the consumption method. A current asset for the prepaid amount isrecorded at the time
of purchase and an expenditure/expense is recorded in the year in which services are consumed.

E. Inventory

Inventory in governmental fundsisstated at cost whileinventory inthe proprietary fundisstated at the lower
of cost or market. For all funds, cost is determined on a first-in, first-out basis. Inventory in the
governmental funds consists of expendable suppliesheld for consumption. The costs of inventory itemsare
recorded as expendituresin the governmental fund typeswhen purchased. Reported materials and supplies
inventory is equally offset by afund balance reserve in the governmental funds which indicatesthat it does
not constitute available expendabl e resources even though it isa component of net current assets. Inventory
in the proprietary fund consists of donated and purchased food and is expensed when used.

G. Restricted Assets

Restricted assets in the General Fund represent cash and cash equivalents whose use is limited by legal
requirements. Restricted assets represent amounts required by State statute to create areserve for budget
stabilization.

H. Fixed Assets and Depreciation

General fixed assets are not capitalized in the funds used to acquire or construct them. Instead, capital
acquisition and construction costsarereflected asexpendituresin governmental funds, and therel ated assets
are reported in the general fixed assets account group. Fixed assets utilized in the proprietary fund are
capitalized inthefund. All fixed assets are capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated for
additions and reductions during the year. Donated fixed assets are recorded at their fair market value as of
thedatereceived. The School District maintainsacapitalization threshold of two hundred fifty dollars. The
School District does not have any infrastructure.

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend
an asset’slife are not capitalized. Improvements are capitalized. Improvements to proprietary fund fixed
assets are depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the related fixed assets.

Assetsinthegeneral fixed assetsaccount group are not depreciated. Depreciation of furnitureand equi pment
in the proprietary fund is computed using the straight-line method over an estimated useful life of eight to
twenty years.

|. Interfund Assets/Liabilities

Short-term interfund loans are classified as “Interfund Receivables/Payables’. Receivables and payables
arising between funds for goods provided or services rendered are classified as “ Due from/to other funds”
on the combined balance sheet.

J. Compensated Absences

Vacation benefits are accrued as a liahility as the benefits are earned if the employees' rights to receive
compensation are attributable to services already rendered and it is probable that the School District will
compensate the employees for the benefits through paid time off or some other means. The School District
recordsaliability for accumulated unused vacation time when earned for all employees with more than one
year of service.

Sick leave benefits are accrued as aliability using the vesting method. Theliability includesthe employees
who are currently eligible to receive termination benefits and those the School District has identified as
probabl e of receiving payment inthefuture. Theamount isbased on accumulated sick |eave and employees’
wage rates at fiscal year end, taking into consideration any limits specified in the School District’s
termination policy. The School District records a liability for accumulated unused sick leave for al
employees after ten years of service with the School District.

For governmental funds, the current portion of unpaid compensated absences is the amount expected to be
paid using available expendable resources. These amounts are recorded in the account “Compensated
Absences Payable” inthefund from which the empl oyeeswho have accumulated unpaid leavearepaid. The
remainder isreported in the general long-term obligations account group. In the proprietary fund, the entire
amount of compensated absencesis reported as afund liability.

K. Accrued Liabilitiesand L ong-Term Obligations

In general, governmental fund payables and accrued liabilities are reported as obligations of the funds
regardless of whether they will be liquidated with current resources. However, compensated absences and
contractually required pension contributions that will be paid from governmental funds are reported as
liabilities in the general long-term obligations account group to the extent that they will not be paid with
current available expendable resources. Payments for these obligations made more than sixty days after
fiscal year end are considered not to have used current avail able expendabl e resources. Long-termloansand
capital leases are reported as liabilitiesin the general long-term obligations account group until due.

L ong-term debt and other obligations financed by the proprietary fund are reported asliabilitiesin the fund.

L. Contributed Capital

Contributed capital represents resources from other funds, other governments, and private sources provided
to the proprietary fund that is not subject to repayment. These assets are recorded at their fair market value
on the date donated. Depreciation on those assets acquired or constructed with contributed resources is
expensed and closed to unreserved retained earnings at fiscal year end.

Because the School District did not prepare financial statements in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principlesprior tofiscal year 1997, theexact amount of contributed capital cannot be determined.
Conseguently, only those amountsthat have been specifically identified have been classified as contributed
capital in the accompanying combined financial statements. All other fund equity amounts pertaining to the
proprietary fund have been classified as retained earnings.

M. Fund Balance Reserves and Designation

The School District reserves those portions of fund equity which are legally segregated for a specific future
use or which do not represent available expendable resources and, therefore, are not available for
appropriation or expenditure. Unreserved fund balance indicates that portion of fund equity which is
availablefor appropriationinfuture periods. Fund equity reserves have been established for property taxes,
inventory, budget stabilization, contributions, and encumbrances.

Thereserve for property taxes represents taxes recognized as revenue under generally accepted accounting
principles but not available for appropriation under State statute. The reserve for budget stabilization
represents moniesrequired to be set aside by State statue to protect against cyclical changesin revenuesand
expenditures. The reserve for contributions signifies legal restrictions on the use of principal in the non-
expendable trust funds. The designation for budget stabilization represents revenues set aside that exceed
statutorily required amounts.

N. Intergovernmental Revenues

For governmental funds, intergovernmental revenues, such asgrants awarded on anon-rei mbursement basis,
entitlements, and shared revenues are recorded as receivabl es and revenues when measurable and available.
Reimbursement type grants are recorded as receivables and revenues when the related expenditures are
incurred. Other than commodities, grants and entitlements for proprietary fund operations are recognized
as non-operating revenues in the accounting period in which they are earned and become measurabl e.

O. Interfund Transactions

Quasi-external transactions are accounted for as revenues and expenditures, or expenses. Transactionsthat
constitute reimbursements to a fund for expenditures/expenses initially made from it that are properly
applicable to another fund are recorded as expenditures/expensesin the reimbursing fund and as reductions
of expenditures/expenses in the fund that is reimbursed.

Nonrecurring or nonroutine permanent transfers of equity arereported asresidual equity transfers. All other
interfund transfers are reported as operating transfers.

P. Estimates
Thepreparation of financial statementsin conformity with generally accepted accounting principlesrequires
management to make estimates and assumptionsthat affect the amounts reported in the financial statements

and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

Q. Total Columnson General Purpose Financial Statements

Total columns on the general purpose financial statements are captioned “ Totals (Memorandum Only)” to
indicate that they are presented only to facilitate financial analysis. Datain these columns do not present
financial position, results of operations, or cash flows in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles. Neither is such datacomparableto aconsolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been made
in the aggregation of this data.

NOTE 3- ACCOUNTABILITY AND COMPLIANCE

A. Accountability

At June 30, 2000, the Education M anagement Information Systems special revenue fund and the Emergency
Repair capital projectsfund had deficit fund balances of $27 and $29,437 respectively, which were created
by the application of generally accepted accounting principles. The General Fund providestransfersand/or
advances to cover deficit balances; however, this is done when cash is needed rather than when accruals
occur.

The Food Serviceenterprisefund had deficit retained earnings of $5,051 asaresult of accumulated operating
losses from prior years.

B. Compliance

TheProfessional Devel opment, Eisenhower, and Title V1 special revenuefundsand the Capital Improvement
capital projects fund had appropriations in excess of estimated resources plus available balances, in the
amount of $490, $1,689, $396, and $929 respectively, for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2000.

NOTE 4 - BUDGETARY BASISOF ACCOUNTING

While the School District is reporting financial position, results of operations, and changes in fund
balances/retained earnings on the basis of generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP), the budgetary
basis as provided by law is based upon accounting for certain transactions on a basis of cash receipts,
disbursements, and encumbrances. The Combined Statement of Revenues, Expenditures, and Changesin
Fund Balances - Budget (Non-GAAP Basis) and Actual - All Governmental Fund Types and Expendable
Trust Funds and the Combined Statement of Revenues, Expenses, and Changes in Fund Balances - Budget
(Non-GAAP Basis) and Actual - Proprietary Fund Type and Non-Expendable Trust Funds are presented on
the budgetary basis to provide a meaningful comparison of actual results with the budget. The major
differences between the budget basis and GAAP basis are that:

1. Revenues are recorded when received in cash (budget basis) as opposed to when susceptible to
accrual (GAAP basis).

2. Expenditures/expenses are recorded when paid in cash (budget basis) as opposed to when the
liability isincurred (GAAP basis).

3. Encumbrances are treated as expenditures/expenses for all funds (budget basis) rather than as a
reservation of fund balancefor governmental fund typesand the expendabletrust fundsand asnote
disclosure in the proprietary fund type and non-expendable trust funds (GAAP basis).

4. For the proprietary fund, the acquisition and construction of fixed assets are reported on the
operating statement (budget basis) rather than as balance sheet transactions (GAAP basis).

5. Although not part of the appropriated budget, the Early Childhood Preschool and Library Grant

specia revenue funds are included as part of the reporting entity when preparing financial
statements that conform with GAAP.

NOTE 5- DEPOSITSAND INVESTMENTS

State statutes classify monies held by the School District into three categories.

Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet current demands on the treasury. Such monies must
be maintained either as cash in the School District treasury, in commercial accounts payable or withdrawable
ondemand, including negotiabl e order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in money market deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits the Board of Education hasidentified as not required for usewithinthe
current two year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits must either be evidenced by
certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the current period of designation of depositories, or
by savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to, passbook accounts.
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NOTE 5- DEPOSITSAND INVESTMENTS (continued)

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim monies are those monies which are not needed for
immediate use but which will be needed before the end of the current period of designation of depositories.
Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of deposit maturing not more than one year fromthe
date of deposit, or by savings or deposit accounts, including passbook accounts.

Protection of the School District’ sdepositsisprovided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC),
by eligible securities pledged by thefinancial institution as security for repayment, by surety company bonds
deposited with the Treasurer by the financia institution, or by a single collateral pool established by the
financial institution to secure the repayment of al public monies deposited with the institution.

Interim monies may be deposited or invested in the following securities:

United States Treasury bills, bonds, notes, or any other obligation or security issued by the United
States Treasury, or any other obligation guaranteed asto principal andinterest by the United States;

Bonds, notes, debentures, or any other obligation or security issued by any federal government
agency or instrumentality including, but not l[imited to, the Federal National Mortgage Association,
Federal Home L oan Bank, Federal Farm Credit Bank, Federal Home L oan Mortgage Corporation,
Government National M ortgage A ssociation, and Student Loan Marketing Association. All federal
agency securities shall be direct issuances of federal government agencies or instrumentalities;

Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided the market value of the
securities subj ect to the repurchase agreement must exceed the principal value of the agreement by
at least 2 percent and be marked to market daily, and the term of the agreement must not exceed
thirty days;

Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohio;

No-load money market mutual fundsconsisting exclusively of obligationsdescribedindivision (1)
or (2) and repurchase agreements secured by such obligations, provided that investments in
securities described in this division are made only through eligible institutions; and

The State Treasurer's investment pool (STAR Ohio).

Certain bankers' acceptances and commercial paper notes for aperiod not to exceed one hundred
and eighty daysin an amount not to exceed twenty-five percent of theinterim moniesavailablefor

investment at any one time; and

Under limited circumstances, corporate debt instruments rated in either of the two highest rating
classifications by at least two nationally recognized rating agencies.

Investmentsin stripped principal or interest obligations, reverse repurchase agreements, and derivativesare
prohibited. Theissuance of taxable notesfor the purpose of arbitrage, the use of leverage, and short selling
arealso prohibited. Aninvestment must maturewithinfiveyearsfrom the date of purchase, unless matched
to aspecific obligation or debt of the School District, and must be purchased with the expectation that it will
be held to maturity. Investments may only be made through specified dealersand institutions. Payment for
investments may be made only upon delivery of the securities representing the investmentsto the Treasurer
or qualified trustee or, if the securities are not represented by a certificate, upon receipt of confirmation of
transfer from the custodian.

At fiscal year end, the School District had $555 in undeposited cash on hand which is included on the
balance sheet of the School District as part of “Equity in Pooled Cash and Cash Equivalents’.

At fiscal year end, the School District had $2,307 in cash and cash equivalents with fiscal agents which are
included on the balance sheet of the School District as “Cash and Cash Equivalents with Fiscal Agents’.
Thisrepresents$543 held by the North Central Ohio Educational Service Center and $1,764 held by Pleasant
Local School District who hold this flow through grant money for the School District together with that of
other school districts, and therefore, the School District cannot classify this money by risk under GASB
Statement No.3.

The following information classifies deposits and investments by categories of risk as defined in GASB
Statement No. 3, “ Depositswith Financial Institutions, nvestments (including Repurchase Agreements), and
Reverse Repurchase Agreements’.

At fiscal year end, the carrying amount of the School District’s depositswas $637,417 and the bank balance
was $787,638. Of the bank balance, $300,000 was covered by federal depository insurance and $487,638
was uninsured and uncollateralized. Although all State statutory requirementsfor the deposit of money had
been followed, non-compliance with federal requirements could potentially subject the School District to a
successful claim by the FDIC.

The School District’ s investments are categorized to give an indication of the level of risk assumed by the
School District at fiscal year end. Category 1 includesinvestmentsthat are insured or registered for which
the securities are held by the School District or the School District’s agent in the School District’s name.
Category 2 includes uninsured and unregistered investments for which the securities are held by the
counterparty’ strust department or agent in the School District’sname. Category 3 includes uninsured and
unregistered investments for which the securities are held by the counterparty, or by itstrust department or
agent but not in the School District’sname. The School District’ sinvestment in STAR Ohioisunclassified
sinceit isnot evidenced by securities that exist in physical or book entry form. At June 30, 2000, the fair
value of funds on deposit with STAR Ohio was $2,090,711.

NOTE 6 - PROPERTY TAXES

Property taxes are levied and assessed on acalendar year basis, while the School District’sfiscal year runs
from July through June. First-half tax distributions are received by the School District in the second half of
thefiscal year. Second-half tax distributions are received in the first half of the following fiscal year.

Property taxesincludeamountslevied against all real, public utility, and tangible personal (usedin business)
property located in the School District. Real and public utility property tax revenues received in calendar
year 2000 represent the collection of calendar year 1999 taxes. Real property taxes were levied after April
1, 2000, on the assessed values as of January 1, 2000, the lien date. Assessed valuesfor real property taxes
are established by State statute at 35 percent of appraised market value. Real property taxes are payable
annually or semiannually. If paid annually, payment is due December 31; if paid semiannually, the first
payment is due December 31, with the remainder payable by June 20. Under certain circumstances, State
statute permits aternate payment dates to be established.

Public utility real and tangible personal property taxeswerelevied after April 1, 2000, on the assessed values
as of December 31, 1999, the lien date. Public utility real property is assessed at 35 percent of true value;
tangible personal property iscurrently assessed at varying percentages of true value. Public utility property
taxes are payable on the same dates as real property taxes described previoudly.

Tangible personal property tax revenuesreceived in calendar year 2000 (other than public utility property)
represent the collection of calendar year 2000taxes. Tangiblepersonal property taxeswerelevied after April
1, 1999, on the value as of December 31, 1999. Tangible personal property is currently assessed at 25
percent of true value. Amounts paid by multi-county taxpayers are due September 20. Single county
taxpayersmay pay annually or semiannually. If paid annually, paymentisdue April 30; if paid semiannually,
the first payment is due April 30, with the remainder payable by September 20.
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NOTE 6 - PROPERTY TAXES (continued)

The School District receives property taxes from Crawford, Marion, and Wyandot Counties. The County
Auditors periodically advance to the School District its portion of the taxes collected. Second-half real
property tax payments collected by the Counties by June 30, 2000, are available to finance fiscal year 2000
operations. The amount available to be advanced can vary based on the date the tax bills are sent.

Accrued property taxes receivable represents delinquent taxes outstanding and real property, public utility
property, and tangible personal property taxes which were measurabl e as of June 30, 2000. Although total
property tax collectionsfor the next fiscal year are measurable, only the amount available as an advance at
June 30 isintended to finance current fiscal year operations. The receivable istherefore offset by a credit
to deferred revenue for that portion not intended to finance current year operations. The amount available
as an advance at June 30, 2000, was $623,347 in the Genera Fund.

NOTE 7- RECEIVABLES

Receivablesat June 30, 2000, consisted of property taxes, accounts (student feesand billingsfor user charged
services), intergovernmental, accrued interest, interfund, and servicescharged to other funds. All receivables
are considered collectible in full due to the ability to foreclose for the nonpayment of taxes, the stable
condition of State programs, and the current year guarantee of federal funds. Student fees are aso
considered collectible in full due to the withholding of diplomas and grade cards. Accounts receivable at
June 30 were $56,181.

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NOTE 9- INTERFUND ASSETSLIABILITIES

At June 30, 2000, the General Fund had an interfund receivable and the Emergency Repair capital projects
fund had an interfund payable, in the amount of $29,437. At June 30, 2000, the Public School Support
special revenuefund owed the Students Activitiesagency fund $500 for services provided to that fund. This
isreflected as “Due from/to Other Funds’ on the combined balance sheet.

NOTE 10 - RISK MANAGEMENT

The School District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and destruction
of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters. During fiscal year 2000, the
School District contracted for the following insurance coverages.

Settled claims have not exceeded thiscommercial coveragein any of the past three years, and there has been
no significant reduction in insurance coverage from the prior fiscal year.

For fiscal year 2000, the School District participated in the Ohio School Boards Association Workers
Compensation Group Rating Plan (GRP), an insurance purchasing pool. Theintent of the GRPisto achieve
the benefit of areduced premium for the School District by virtue of its grouping and representation with
other participantsinthe GRP. Theworkers compensation experience of the participantsiscalculated asone
experience and acommon premium rateis applied to all participantsin the GRP. Each participant paysits
workers compensation premium to the State based on the rate for the GRP rather than itsindividua rate.
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NOTE 10 - RISK MANAGEMENT (continued)

Total savings are then calculated and each participant’sindividual performance is compared to the overall
savings percentage of the GRP. A participant will then either receive money from or be required to
contribute to the “Equity Pooling Fund”. This*equity pooling” arrangement insures that each participant
sharesequally inthe overall performance of the GRP. Participationinthe GRPislimited to participantsthat
can meet the GRP' s selection criteria. The firm of Gates McDonald & Co. provides administrative, cost
control, and actuarial servicesto the GRP.

NOTE 11 - DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLANS

A. State Teachers Retirement System

The School District contributes to the State Teachers Retirement System of Ohio (STRS), a cost-sharing
multipleemployer public employeeretirement system administered by the State Teachers Retirement Board.
STRS provides retirement and disability benefits, annual cost-of-living adjustments, and desth benefits to
members and beneficiaries. Benefits are established by Chapter 3307 of the Ohio Revised Code. STRS
issues a publicly available financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary
information. The report may be obtained by writing to the State Teachers Retirement System, 275 East
Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-3771.

Plan members are required to contribute 9.3 percent of their annual covered salary and the School District
isrequired to contribute 14 percent; 6 percent wasthe portion used to fund pension obligationsfor fiscal year
2000. Contribution rates are established by STRS, upon recommendation of its consulting actuary, not to
exceed statutory maximum rates of 10 percent for members and 14 percent for employers. The School
District’ s required contribution for pension obligations to STRS for the fiscal years ended June 30, 2000,
1999, and 1998, were $174,673, $172,112, and $290,927, respectively; 82 percent has been contributed for
fiscal year 2000 and 100 percent for fiscal years 1999 and 1998. The unpaid contribution for fiscal year
2000, in the amount of $31,029, isrecorded as aliability within the respective funds.

B. School Employees Retirement System

The School District contributes to the School Empl oyees Retirement System of Ohio (SERS), acost-sharing
multiple employer defined benefit pension plan administered by the School Employees Retirement Board.
SERS provides retirement and disability benefits, annual cost-of-living adjustments, and death benefits to
members and beneficiaries. Authority to establish and amend benefitsis provided by Chapter 3309 of the
Ohio Revised Code. SERSissuesapublicly availablefinancial report that includesfinancial statementsand
required supplementary information. The report may be obtained by writing to the School Employees
Retirement System, 45 North Fourth Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-3634.
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NOTE 11 - DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PL ANS (continued)

Plan members are required to contribute 9 percent of their annual covered salary and the School District is
requiredto contributean actuarially determinedrate. Thecurrent rateis 14 percent of annual covered payroll;
5.5 percent was the portion used to fund pension obligations for fiscal year 2000. For fiscal year 1999, 7.7
percent was the portion used to fund pension obligations. The contribution requirements of plan members
and employers are established and may be amended, up to statutory maximum amounts, by the SERS
Retirement Board. The School District’ srequired contributionfor pension obligationsto SERSfor thefiscal
years ended June 30, 2000, 1999, and 1998, were $45,758, $59,330, and $60,933, respectively; 42 percent
has been contributed for fiscal year 2000 and 100 percent for fiscal years 1999 and 1998. The unpaid
contribution for fiscal year 2000, in the amount of $26,645, is recorded as a liability within the respective
funds and the general long-term obligations account group.

C. Social Security System

Effective July 1, 1991, all employees not otherwise covered by the State Teachers Retirement System or the
School Employees Retirement System have an option to choose Social Security or the State Teachers
Retirement System/School Employees Retirement System. As of June 30, 2000, al of the Board of
Education members have elected Social Security. The Board' s liability is 6.2 percent of wages paid.

NOTE 12 - POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS

The School District provides comprehensive health care benefits to retired teachers and their dependents
through the State Teachers Retirement System (STRS), and to retired classified employees and their
dependents through the School Employees Retirement System (SERS). Benefits include hospitalization,
physicians' fees, prescription drugs, and reimbursement of monthly Medicare premiums. Benefit provisions
and the obligation to contribute are established by the Systems based on authority granted by State statute.
Both systems are funded on a pay-as-you-go basis.

The State Teachers Retirement Board has statutory authority over how much, if any, of the health care costs
will be absorbed by STRS. Most benefit recipients pay a portion of the health care cost in the form of a
monthly premium. By law, the cost of coverage paid from STRS funds shall be included in the employer
contributionrate, currently 14 percent of covered payroll. For fiscal year 2000, the Board all ocated employer
contributions equal to 8 percent of covered payroll tothe Health Care Reserve Fund. For the School District,
this amount equaled $232,898 for fiscal year 2000.

STRS pays health care benefits from the Health Care Reserve Fund. The balance in the Fund was $2,783
millionat June 30, 1999 (thelatest information available). For thefiscal year ended June 30, 1999, net health
care costs paid by STRS were $249,929,000, and STRS had 95,796 €eligible benefit recipients.

For SERS, coverageismade availableto serviceretireeswith ten or more years of qualifying service credit,
disability, and survivor benefit recipients. Members retiring on or after August 1, 1989, with less than
twenty-five yearsof service credit, must pay aportion of their premiumfor health care. The portionisbased
on years of service up to amaximum of 75 percent of the premium.
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NOTE 12 - POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS (continued)

For thisfiscal year, employer contributionsto fund health care benefitswere 8.5 percent of covered payrall,
an increase from 6.3 percent for fiscal year 1999. In addition, SERS levies a surcharge to fund health care
benefits equal to 14 percent of the difference between a minimum pay and the member’ s pay, pro-rated for
partial service credit. For fiscal year 2000, the minimum pay has been established at $12,400. For the
School District, the amount to fund health care benefits, including the surcharge, was $83,573 for fiscal year
2000.

The surcharge, added to the unallocated portion of the 14 percent employer contribution rate, provides for
maintenance of the asset target level for the health care fund. Thetarget level for the health carereserveis
150 percent of annual health care expenses. Expensesfor health care at June 30, 1999, were $126,380,984,
and the target level was $189.6 million. At June 30, 1999, SERS had net assets available for payment of
health care benefits of $188.0 million. SERS has approximately 51,000 participants currently receiving
health care benefits.

NOTE 13- OTHER EMPLOYEE BENEFITS

A. Compensated Absences

Thecriteriafor determining vacation and sick leave componentsis derived from negotiated agreements and
State laws. Classified employees earn ten to twenty days of vacation per year, depending upon length of
service. Accumulated unused vacation time is paid to classified employees and administrators upon
termination of employment. Teachers do not earn vacation time.

Teachers, administrators, and classified employees earn sick leave at arate of one and one-fourth days per
month. Sick leave may be accumulated up to a maximum of two hundred thirty-five days for all school
personnel. Upon retirement, payment is made for one-fourth of their accrued, but unused sick leave credit
to amaximum of thirty to sixty days depending on the employee’ s length of service.

B. Health Care Benefits

The School District offered health insurance to most employees through Medical Mutual of Ohio. The
employees shared the cost of the monthly premiumwiththeBoard. The premium varieswith each employee
depending on marital and family status.

Dental insurancewas offered through Coresourceand lifeinsurancewas offered through National TermLife
Insurance Company. Dental and life insurance were paid entirely by the Board.
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NOTE 14 - LONG-TERM OBLIGATIONS

Energy Conservation Loan - On September 1, 1992, the School District obtained aloan, in the amount of
$331,000, to provide energy conservation measures for the School District. The loan was obtained under
the authority of Ohio Revised Code Section 133.06 for aten year period, with final maturity in fiscal year
2003. Theloan isbeing retired through the General Fund.

Compensated absences and intergovernmental payables, representing the School District’s contractually
required pension contributions, will be paid from the fund from which the employees’ salaries are paid.
Capital leases will be paid from the General Fund.

The School District’s overall debt margin was $6,982,885 with an unvoted debt margin of $77,588 at June
30, 2000.

NOTE 15- CAPITALIZED LEASES- LESSEE DISCLOSURE

The School District has entered into capitalized leasesfor vehicles. Each lease meetsthe criteriaof acapital
lease as defined by Statement of Financial Accounting Standards No. 13, “Accounting for Leases,” which
definesacapital |ease generally as onewhich transfers benefits and risks of ownership to the lessee. Capital
lease payments are reflected as debt service expenditures on the combined financial statements for the
governmental funds. These expendituresarereported asfunction expenditures on the budgetary statements.

General fixed assetsacquired by lease have been capitalized in the general fixed assets account group, inthe
amount of $698,536. This amount represents the present value of the minimum |lease payments at the time
of acquisition. A corresponding liability was recorded in the general long-term obligations account group.
Principal paymentsin fiscal year 2000 were $55,944 in the governmental funds.

NOTE 16 - RESERVATIONS OF FUND BALANCE

The School District isrequired by State statute to annually set aside, in the General Fund, an amount based
on astatutory formulafor the purchase of textbooks and other instructional materials, and an equal amount
for the acquisition and construction of capital improvements. Amountsnot spent by theend of thefiscal year
or offset by similarly restricted resources received during the year must be held in cash at year end. These
amounts must be carried forward and used for the same purposes in future years. In addition, the School
Digtrict isrequired to set aside money for budget stabilization.

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NOTE 17 - JOINTLY GOVERNED ORGANIZATIONS

A. Tri-Rivers Educational Computer Association

The School District is a participant in the Tri-Rivers Educational Computer Association (TRECA), which
is a computer consortium. TRECA is an association of public school districts within the boundaries of
Delaware, Knox, Marion, Morrow, Muskingum, and Wyandot Counties. The organization was formed for
the purpose of applying modern technology with the aid of computers and other electronic equipment to
administrative and instructional functionsamong member school districts. The governing board of TRECA
consists of one representative from each county elected by majority vote of all charter member school
districts within each county, one representative from the city school districts, and the superintendent from
Tri-Rivers Joint Vocationa School. Financia information can be obtained from Mike Carder, who serves
as Director, 2222 Marion Mt. Gilead Road, Marion, Ohio 43302.

B. Tri-RiversJoint Vocational School

The Tri-Rivers Joint Vocational School (JVS) isadistinct political subdivision of the State of Ohio which
provides vocational education. The JVS operates under the direction of a Board consisting of one
representative from each of theten participating school districts' Board of Education. The degree of control
exercised by any participating school district is limited to its representation on the Board. The Board
possessesits own budgeting and taxing authority. Financial information can beobtained from Terril Martin,
who serves as Treasurer, 2222 Marion Mt. Gilead Road, Marion, Ohio 43302.

NOTE 18 - INSURANCE POOL

Ohio School Boards Association Workers' Compensation Group Rating Plan - The School District
participates in a group rating plan for workers' compensation as established under Section 4123.29 of the
Ohio Revised Code. The Ohio School Boards Association Workers Compensation Group Rating Plan
(GRP) was established through the Ohio School Boards Association (OSBA) as an insurance purchasing
pool.

The GRP's business and affairs are conducted by a three member Board of Directors consisting of the
President, the President-Elect, and the Immediate Past President of the OSBA. The Executive Director of
the OSBA, or hisdesignee, serves as coordinator of the GRP. Each year, the participants pay an enrollment
fee to the GRP to cover the costs of administering the program.

NOTE 19- STATE SCHOOL FUNDING DECISION

On March 24, 1997, the Ohio Supreme Court rendered a decision declaring certain portions of the Ohio
school funding plan unconstitutional. The Court stayed the effect of its ruling for one year to alow the
State’ sLegislatureto design aplan to remedy the perceived defectsin the system. Declared unconstitutional
was the State’ s “ School Foundation Program”, which provides significant monetary support to the School
District. During the fiscal year ended June 30, 2000, the School District received $2,542,303 of school
foundation support for its General Fund.
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NOTE 19- STATE SCHOOL FUNDING DECISION (continued)

Since the Supreme Court ruling, numerous pieces of legislation have been passed by the Ohio General
Assembly in an attempt to address the issuesidentified by the Court. The Court of Common Pleasin Perry
County reviewed the new laws and, in a decision issued on February 26, 1999, determined they are not
sufficiently responsive to the constitutional issues raised under the “thorough and efficient” clause of the
Ohio Consgtitution. The State appealed the decision made by the Court of Common Pleas to the Ohio
Supreme Court. OnMay 11, 2000, the Supreme Court rendered an opinion on thisissue. The Supreme Court
concluded, “...the mandate of the[Ohio] Constitution hasnot beenfulfilled”. The Supreme Court’ smgjority
recognized efforts by the Ohio General Assembly taken inresponsetothe Court’sMarch 24, 1997, decision;
however, it found seven “...mgjor areas warrant further attention, study, and development by the Ohio
General Assembly...”, including the State’s reliance on loca property tax funding; the State’s basic aid
formula; the school foundation program, as discussed above; the mechanism for, and adequacy of, funding
for school facilities; and the existence of the State’ s School Solvency Assistance Fund, which the Supreme
Court found took the place of the unconstitutional emergency school loan assistance program.

The Supreme Court decided to maintain jurisdiction over these issues and continued the case at least until
June 15, 2001.

As of the date of these financial statements, the School District is unable to determine what effect, if any,
this ongoing litigation will have on its future State funding under this program and on its financial
operations.

NOTE 20 - CONTINGENT LIABILITIES

A. Grants

The School District received financial assistance from federal and state agenciesin the form of grants. The
expenditureof fundsreceived under these programsgenerally requires compliancewithtermsand conditions
specified in the grant agreements and is subject to audit by the grantor agencies. Any disalowed claims
resulting from such audits could becomealiability of the General Fund or other applicablefunds. However,
in the opinion of management, any such disallowed claims will not have a material adverse effect on the
overal financial position of the School District at June 30, 2000.

B. Litigation

There are currently no mattersin litigation with the School District as defendant.

We have audited the general purpose financial statements of Ridgedale Local School District as of
and for the year ended June 30, 2000, and have issued our report thereon dated December 13, 2000.
We conducted our audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and the standards
applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the
Comptroller General of the United States.

Compliance

Aspart of obtaining reasonabl e assurance about whether Ridgedale Local School District’s financial
statements are free of material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain
provisionsof laws, regulations, contracts and grants, noncompliance with which could have adirect
and materia effect on the determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an
opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit and, accordingly, we
do not express such an opinion. Theresultsof our tests disclosed an instance of noncompliance that
is required to be reported under Government Auditing Standards which is described in the
accompanying schedule of finding as item 2000-RLSD-001. We also noted certain immaterial
instancesof noncompliancethat we havereported to management of RidgedaleLocal School District
in a separate letter dated December 13, 2000.

Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit, we considered Ridgedale Local School District’s internal
control over financia reporting in order to determine our auditing procedures for the purpose of
expressing our opinion on the general purpose financial statements and not to provide assurance on
the interna control over financia reporting. However, we noted a certain matter involving the
internal control over financial reporting and its operation that we consider to be a reportable
condition.
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Reportable conditionsinvol ve matters coming to our attention relating to significant deficienciesin
the design or operation of theinternal control over financial reporting that, in our judgement, could
adversely affect Ridgedale Local School District’ sability to record, process, summarize and report
financial dataconsi stent with the assertions of management inthefinancial statements. A reportable
condition is described in the accompanying schedule of finding as item 2000-RL SD-001.

A material weakness is a condition in which the design or operation of one or more of the internal
control components does not reduceto arelatively low level therisk that misstatementsin amounts
that would be materia in relation to the financial statements being audited may occur and not be
detected within a timely period by employees in the normal course of performing their assigned
functions. Our consideration of the internal control over financial reporting would not necessarily
disclose al matters in the internal control that might be reportable conditions and, accordingly,
would not necessarily disclose al reportable conditions that are also considered to be material
weaknesses. However, we believe the reportable condition described above is not a material
weakness. We also noted other matters involving the internal control over financial reporting that
do not require inclusion in this report, that we have reported to management of Ridgedale Local
School District in a separate |etter dated December 13, 2000,

Ohio Revised Code Section 5705.39 in part requires that the total appropriation from each fund should not
exceed total estimated revenues plus available balances.

It was noted during theaudit that thetotal appropriationsexceeded thetotal estimated revenuesplusavailable
balances in the following funds:

With appropriations exceeding revenues, the School District is spending monies that are not lawfully
appropriated for those purposes and thus cause a fund deficit.

We recommend that the School District comply with the Ohio Revised Code and the Auditor of State
Bulletin 97-010 by keeping more accurate appropriations versus estimated revenue records and amending
the budget prior to year end. If it is determined that estimated revenues will be greater than initially
anticipated, the School District should amend its official estimate in order to provide for any additional
appropriations, however, appropriations should not exceed estimated revenues. In addition, the School
District should monitor its budgetary process on aregular basis.
