An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management,
as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. | believe that my audit provides
a reasonable basis in my opinion.

In my opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects,
the financial position of the Knox Metropolitan Housing Authority, as of September 30, 2003,
and the changes in net assets and revenues, expenditures and other changes, and the cash flows
for the year ended June 30, 2003 in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
the United States of America.

As described in Note 1, to the financial statements, effective October 1, 2002, the Knox
Metropolitan Housing Authority implemented Governmental Accounting Standards Board
(“GASB”) Statement No. 34, Basic Financial Statements — and Management’s Discussion and
Analysis — for State and Local Governments, GASB Statement No. 37, Basic Financial
Statements — and Management’s Discussion and Analysis — for State and Local Governments:
Omnibus, an amendment of GASB Statements No. 21 and No. 34, and GASB No.38, Certain
Financial Statements Note Disclosures.



The Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) on pages 3 — 9, is not a required part of
the financial statements but is supplemental information required by the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board. The MD&A has been reviewed in accordance with the standards
established by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants. Such a review, however,
is substantially less in scope than an audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in the United States of America, the objective of which is the expression of an opinion
regarding the financial statements taken as a whole. Accordingly, I do not express such an
opinion on the MD&A information.

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, | have also issued my report dated February
25, 2004 on my consideration of the Knox Metropolitan Housing Authority's internal control
over financial reporting and my tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws,
regulations, contracts and grants. That report is an integral part of an audit performed in
accordance with Government Auditing Standards and should be read in conjunction with this
report in considering the result of my audit.

My audit was performed for the purpose of forming an opinion on the basic financial statements
of Knox Metropolitan Housing Authority taken as a whole. The accompanying schedule of
expenditures of federal awards is presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by
U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments,
and Non-Profit Organizations. In addition, the financial data schedule, pages 22 to 24 are
presented for additional analysis as required by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development. These schedules are the responsibility of management of Knox Metropolitan
Housing Authority, and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such information
has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial
statements and, in my opinion, is fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the basic
financial statements taken as a whole.

Management’s Discussion and Analysis
September 30, 2003
MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

The Knox Metropolitan Housing Authority’s (the Authority”) management’s discussion and
analysis is designed to (a) assist the reader in focusing on significant financial issues, (b) provide
an overview of the Authority’s financial activity, (c) identify changes in the Authority’s financial
position (its ability to address the next and subsequent fiscal year challenges), and (d) identify
individual fund issues or concerns.

This Management Discussion and Analysis is new, and will now be presented at the front of each
year’s financial statements.

Since the Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) is designed to focus on the current
years activities, resulting changes and currently known facts, please read it in conjunction with
the Authority’s financial statements (beginning on page 10).

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS
» During FY 2003, the Authority’s net assets decreased by $2,210 (or less than 1%). Since
the Authority engages only in business-type activities, the decrease is all in the category
of business-type net assets. Net Assets were $187,569 and $185,359 for FY 2002 and FY
2003 respectively.

» The revenue decreased by $2,206 (or less than 1%) during FY 2003, and was $2,605,144
and $2,602,938 for FY 2002 and FY 2003 respectively.

» The total expenses of the Authority increased by $27,927 (or 1%). Total expenses were
$2,573,877 and $2,601,804 for FY 2002 and FY 2003 respectively.



Authority-Wide Financial Statements

The Authority-wide financial statements (see pgs 10-13) are designed to be corporate-like in that
all business type activities are consolidated into columns, which add to a total for the entire
Authority.

These Statements include a Statement of Net Assets, which is similar to a Balance Sheet. The
Statement of Net Assets reports all financial and capital resources for the Authority. The
statement is presented in the format where assets, minus liabilities, equals “Net Assets”, formerly
known as equity. Assets and liabilities are presented in order of liquidity, and are classified as
“Current” (convertible into cash within one year), and “Non-current”.

The focus of the Statement of Net Assets (the “Unrestricted Net Assets”) is designed represent
the net available liquid (non-capital) assets, net of liabilities, for the entire Authority. Net Assets
(formerly equity) are reported in three broad categories:

Net Assets, Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt: This component of Net Assets
consists of all Capital Assets, reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages,
notes or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or improvement of
those assets.

Restricted Net Assets: This component of Net Assets consists of restricted assets, when
constraints are placed on the asset by creditors (such as debt covenants), grantors, contributors,
laws, regulations, etc.

Unrestricted Net Assets: Consists of Net Assets that do not meet the definition of “Net Assets
Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt”, or “Restricted Net Assets”.

The Authority-wide financial statements also include a Statement of Revenues, Expenses and
Changes in Fund Net Assets (similar to an Income Statement). This Statement includes
Operating Revenues, such as rental income, Operating Expenses, such as administrative, utilities,
and maintenance, and depreciation, and Non-Operating Revenue and Expenses, such as grant
revenue, investment income and interest expense.

The focus of the Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Assets is the
“Change in Net Assets”, which is similar to Net Income or Loss.

Finally, Statement of Cash Flows (see page 12) is included, which discloses net cash provided
by, or used for operating activities, non-capital financing activities, and from capital and related
financing activities.




Fund Financial Statements

Traditional users of governmental financial statements will find the Authority-wide financial
statements presentation more familiar. The focus is now on Major Funds, rather than fund types.
The Authority consists of exclusively Enterprise Funds. Enterprise funds utilize the full accrual
basis of accounting. The Enterprise method of accounting is similar to accounting utilized by the
private sector accounting.

Many of the funds maintained by the Authority are required by the Department of Housing and
Urban Development. Others are segregated to enhance accountability and control.

The Authority’s Funds

Business Type Funds

Housing Choice Voucher Program — Under the Housing Choice Voucher Program, the Authority
administers contracts with independent landlords that own the property. The Authority
subsidizes the family’s rent through a Housing Assistance Payment made to the landlord. The
program is administered under an Annual Contributions Contract (ACC) with HUD. HUD
provides Annual Contributions Funding to enable the Authority to structure a lease that sets the
participants’ rent at 30% of adjusted household income.

Major Factors Affecting the Statement of Net Assets

Current assets (primarily cash and investments) were increased by $127,612 in fiscal year 2003
and other liabilities increased by $ 126,809. The largest factor for both was the $124,787
additional funds due HUD at the end of the fiscal year.

The purchase of new equipment totaling $523 and current years’ depreciation totaling $8,628
gave a net decrease to Capital Assets. For more detail see “Capital Assets and Debt
Administration” below.

MAJOR FACTORS AFFECTING THE STATEMENT OF REVENUE, EXPENSES AND

CHANGES IN NET ASSETS

Hud PHA Grants increased $18,176 from $2,574,576 in 2002 to $2,592,752 in 2003. This slight
increase came from the increase in Administration Fees factor, Hard to House Fees earned and

LBP Clearance Testing Fees earned.

Most other expenses increase moderately due to inflation. Depreciation increased because of the

additions to capital assets during fiscal year 2003.

NOTE 1 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies:

A. Organization

The Knox Metropolitan Housing Authority (KMHA) is a political subdivision of the State of
Ohio, located in Mt. Vernon, Ohio, created under Section 3735.27 of the Ohio Revised Code, to
engage in the acquisition, development, leasing and administration of low-rent housing program.
An Annual Contributions Contract was signed by the KMHA and the United States Department
of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), to provide low and moderate income persons with
safe and sanitary housing through rent subsidies, via the Section 8 and VVoucher Program. Based
on the criteria established by Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) codification
2100, there are no component units to be included with the reporting entity.

B. Basis of Accounting

The Authority has prepared its financial statements in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America. Effective October 1, 2002, the Authority
implement GASB Statement No. 34, Basic Financial Statements and Management’s Discussion
and Analysis for State and Local Governments, Statement No. 37, Basic Financial Statements
and Management’s Discussion and Analysis for State and Local Governments: Omnibus, an
amendment of GASB Statements No. 21 and No. 34, and Statement No. 38, Certain Financial
Statement Disclosures. These statements revise accounting and reporting standards for general
purpose external financial reporting by governmental units. The Authority now follows the
business-type activities reporting requirements of GASB Statement No. 34. In accordance with
GASB statement No. 34, the accompanying basic financial statements are reported on an
Authority-wide basis.

Statement No. 34 requires the following, which collectively make up the Authority’s basic
financial statements:

B. Basis of Accounting (continued)

No cumulative effect adjustments to net assets as of October 1, 2002 were required in connection
with the implementation of the GASB statement described above.

In accordance with GASB Statement No. 20, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Proprietary
Funds and Other Governmental Entities that Use Proprietary Fund Accounting, the Authority has
elected not to apply the provisions of the Statements and Interpretations of the Financial
Accounting Standards Board issued after November 30, 1989. The Authority will continue to
apply all applicable pronouncements of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.

C. Land, Property and Equipment

Land, property and equipment are recorded at cost. Property and equipment are depreciated over
the estimated useful lives of the assets. Depreciation is calculated using the straight-line method
over the useful life lives of the respective assets, which are as follows:

Property 15 -40 Years
Equipment 3- 7Years

Total depreciation expense for the 2003 calendar year was $8,628.

D. Accounting and Reporting for Nonexchange Transactions

The Authority adopted GASB Statement No. 33 “Accounting and Financial Reporting for
Nonexchange Transactions” and GASB Statement No. 36 “Recipient for Certain Shared
Nonexchange Revenues’, effective for the year ended September 30, 2003.

E. Cash and Cash Equivalents

For purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows and for presentation of the Balance Sheet, cash and
cash equivalents consist principally of checking and savings accounts.

F. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported
amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates.

G. Prepaid Items

Payments made to vendors for services that will benefit periods beyond September 30, 2003, are
recorded as prepaid item using the consumption method. A current asset for the prepaid amount
is recorded at the time of the purchase and an expenditure/expense is reported in the year in
which services are consumed.

H. Compensated Absences

Vacation benefits are accrued as a liability as the benefits are earned if the employee’s right to
receive compensation are attributable to services already rendered and it is probable that
employer will compensate the employees for the benefits through paid time off or some other
means. Sick leave benefits are accrued as a liability using the termination method. The liability is
based on an estimate of the amount of accumulated sick leave that will probably be paid as
termination benefits.

Vacation and sick leave policies are established by the Board of Commissioners based on local
and state laws. Employees are entitled to 10 days of annual leave after completing twelve
months of consecutive employment, 15 days after six years of service, 20 days after 13 years of
service, and 25 days after 23 years of service. Sick pay is accumulated at the rate of 5 hours for
each completed 75 hours of pay to a maximum of 900 hours.

At September 30, 2003, $4,416 was accrued by the Authority for unused vacation and sick time.

l. Revenue Recognition

Subsidies and grants received from HUD and other grantors are generally recognized during the
periods to which the grants relate. Tenant rental revenues are recognized during the period of
occupancy. Expenses are recognized as incurred.

NOTE 2 — Deposits and Investments:

Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet demands on the treasury. Such monies
must be maintained either as cash in the Authority’s Treasury, in commercial accounts payable or
withdrawable on demand, including negotiable order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in
money market deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits that the Authority has identified as not required for use
within the current two year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits must either
be evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the current period of
designation of depositories, or by savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to
passbook accounts.

Protection of Authority’s deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation
(FDIC) by eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security for repayment, by
surety company bonds deposited with the treasurer by the financial institution or by a single
collateral pool established by the financial institution to secure the repayment of all public
monies deposited with the institution.

Monies held by the Authority which are not considered active are classified as inactive. Inactive
monies may be deposited or invested in the following securities:

1.

United States treasury notes, bills, bonds, or any other obligations or security
issued by the United States treasury or any other obligation guaranteed as to
principal or interest by the United States;

Bonds, notes, debentures, or any other obligations or securities issued by any
federal government Authority or instrumentality, including but no limited to, the
federal national mortgage association, federal home loan bank, federal farm credit
bank, federal home loan mortgage corporation, government national mortgage
association, and student loan marketing association. All federal Authority
securities shall be direct issuances of federal government agencies or
instrumentalities;

Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided that the
market value of the securities subject to the repurchase agreement must exceed the
principal value of the agreement by at least two percent and be market daily, and
that the term of the agreement must not exceed thirty days.

Bond and other obligations of the State of Ohio or its political subdivisions ,
provided that such political subdivisions are located wholly or partly within the
Authority;

Time certificates of deposit or savings or deposit accounts, including, but not
limited to, passbook accounts;

No-loan money market mutual funds consisting exclusively or obligations
described in division (1) or (2) and repurchase agreements secured by such
obligations, provided that investments in securities described in this division are
made only through eligible institutions;

The State Treasurer’s investment pool (STAR Ohio);

Securities lending agreements in which the Authority lends securities and the
eligible institution agrees to exchange either securities described in division (1) or
(2) or cash or both securities and cash, equal value for equal value;

9. High grade commercial paper in an amount not to exceed five percent of the
Authority’s total average portfolio; and

10. Bankers acceptances for a period not to exceed 270 days and in an amount not to
exceed ten percent of the Authority’s total average portfolio.

Investments in stripped principal or interest obligations, reverse repurchase agreements and
derivatives are prohibited. The issuance of taxable notes for the purchase of arbitrage, the use of
leverage and short selling are also prohibited. An investment must mature within five years from
the date of purchase unless matched to a specific obligation or debt of the Authority, and must be
purchased with the expectation that it will be held to maturity. Investments may only be made
through specified dealers and institutions.

Payment for investments may be made only upon delivery of the securities representing the
investments to the treasurer or, if the securities are not represented by a certificate, upon receipt
of confirmation of transfer from the custodian.

Cash on Hand. The Authority had $240 in undeposited cash on hand which is included on the
balance sheet of the Authority as part of “Cash and Cash Equivalents”.

The following information classifies deposits and investments by categories of risk as defined in
GASB No. 3 “Deposits with Financial Investments (Including Repurchase Agreements), and
Reverse Repurchase Agreements.”

Deposits. At year-end, the carrying amount of the Authority’s deposits was $205,808 and the
bank balance was $224,840. Of the bank balance, $100,000 was covered by federal depository
insurance and $124,840 was insured or collateralized with securities held by the Authority or by
its agent in the Authority’s name.

Investments. The Authority’s investments are categorized to give an indication of the level of
risk assumed by the Authority at year end. Category 1, includes investments that are insured or
registered or for which the securities are held by the Authority or its agent in the Authority’s
name. Category 2, includes uninsured deposits unregistered investments for which the securities
are held by the counterparty’s trust department or agent in the Authority’s name. Category 3,
includes uninsured and unregistered investments for which the securities are held by the
counterparty’s or by its trust department or agent, but not in the Authority’s name. Mutual funds
are an unclassified investment since it is not evidenced by securities that exist in physical or book
entry form.

The Authority's investments consist principally of deposits with STAR Ohio and repurchase
agreements.

STAR Ohio is an investment pool created pursuant to Ohio statutes and managed by the
Treasurer of the State of Ohio. Amounts invested with STAR Ohio are not classifiable as to risk
category because the Authority does not own identifiable securities of the pool. STAR Ohio is
not registered with the Securities and Exchange Commission as an investment company, but does
operate in a manner consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment Act of 1940. The cost of the
Authority’s deposits with STAR Ohio was $114,612 at September 30, 2003, which approximates
fair value.

Cash and cash
equivalents are defined to include investments with original maturities of three months or less
and funds included within the Authority’s cash management pool.

NOTE 5 — Defined Benefit Pension Plans — Public Employees Retirement System:

All full-time employees of the Authority participate in the Ohio Public Employees Retirement
System (OPERS), a cost-sharing multiple-employer public employee retirement systems
administered by the Public Employees Retirement Board. OPERS provide basic retirements,
disability and survivor benefits, based on eligible service credit to members and beneficiaries.
Benefits are established by Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code. OPERS issue a publicly
available financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary
information for OPERS. Interested parties may obtain a copy by making a written request to 277
East Town Street, Columbus, OH 43215-4642, or by calling (614) 466-2085 or (800) 222-PERS.

Plan members are required to contributed 8.5 percent of their annual covered salary to fund
pension obligations. The 2003 employer pension contribution rate for the authority was 13.55
percent. Contributions are authorized by state statue. The contribution rates are determined
actuarially. The Authority required contributions to OPERS for the years ended September 30,
2003, 2002 and 2001 were $20,607; $20128 and $12,711 respectively. One hundred percent has
been contributed for 2003. All required contributions for the two previous years have been paid.

NOTE 6 — Post-Employment Benefits Public Employees Retirement System:

The Public Employees Retirement System of Ohio (OPERS) provides post-employment health
care benefits to age and service retirants with ten or more years to qualifying Ohio service credit
and to primary survivor recipients of such retirants. Health care coverage for disability recipients
is also available. The health care coverage provided by the OPERS is considered an Other Post-
Employment Benefit (OPEB) as described in GASB Statement No.12. A portion of each
employer’s contribution to the OPERS is set aside for the funding of post retirement health care.
The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory authority requiring public employers to fund post-
employment health care through their contributions to the OPERS. The portion of the 202
employer contribution rate (identified above) that was used to fund health care for the year ended
September 30, 2003 was 5.0 percent of covered payroll, which amounted to $7,427. The
significant actuarial assumptions and calculations relating to post-employment health care
benefits were based on the OPERS’ latest actuarial review performed as of December 31, 2001.
An entry age normal actuarial cost method of valuation is used in determining the present value
of OPEB. The difference between assumed and actual experience (actuarial gains and losses)
becomes part of unfunded actuarial accrued liability. All investments are carried at market value.
For actuarial valuation purposes, a smoothed market approach is used. Under this approach
assets are adjusted annually to reflect 25 percent of unrealized market appreciation or
depreciation on investment assets. The investment assumption rate for 2001 was 8.0 percent. An
annual increase of 4.0 percent compounded annually is the base portion of the individual pay
increase assumption. This assumes no change in the number of active employees. Additionally,
annual pay increases, over and above the 4.0 percent base increase, were assumed to range for
0.51 percent to 6.3 percent. Health care costs were assumed to increase 4.0 percent annually.

Benefits are advance-funded on an actuarially determined basis. The number of active
contributing participants was 402,041. The actuarial value of the OPERS’ net assets available
for OPEB at December 31, 2001 was $11.6 billion. The actuarially accrued liability and the
unfunded actuarial accrued liability, based on the actuarial cost method used, were $16.4 billion
and $4.8 billion, respectively.

NOTE 7 — Administrative Fee:

The Authority receives and “administrative fee” as part of the annual contributions from HUD to
cover the costs (including overhead) of administering the Section 8 Housing Assistance
Payments (HAP) Programs. The fee is a percentage of a HUD determined based rate for each
unit per month under HAP contracts. The rates are as follows:

NOTE 8 — Insurance:

The Housing Authority is exposed to various risks of loss during the normal course of its
operations including, but not limited to, loss related to torts; theft of damage to, and destruction
of assets; errors and omissions; and injuries to employees.

The Housing Authority maintains comprehensive insurance coverage with private carriers for
health, real property, building contents and vehicles. Vehicle policies include liability coverage
for bodily injury and property damage. There was no significant reduction in coverage and no
settlements exceeded insurance coverage during the past three years.

NOTE 9 — Prior Period Adjustment:

Beginning retained earnings balance has been restated in the amount of $(3,344) as a result of the
following:

1. $(1,980) an overstatement of prepaid expense.
2. $(1,364) an overstatement of accounts receivable.
