I have audited the accompanying statement of net assets of Seneca Metropolitan Housing
Authority, as of March 31, 2004 and the related statements of revenues, expenses, and changes in
net assets and cash flows for the year then ended.  These financial statements are the
responsibility of the Seneca Metropolitan Housing Authority's management.  My responsibility is
to express an opinion on these financial statements based on my audit.

I conducted my audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards in the United
States of America, and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government
Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards
require that I plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the
financial statements are free of material misstatement.  An audit includes examining, on a test
basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management,
as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. I believe that my audit provides
a reasonable basis in my opinion.

In my opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects,
the financial position of the Seneca Metropolitan Housing Authority, as of March 31, 2004, and
the changes in net assets and revenues, expenditures and other changes for the year ended March
31, 2004 in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America.

The Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) on pages 4 – 9 is not a required part of the
financial statements but is supplemental information required by the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board.  The MD&A has been reviewed in accordance with the standards established
by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants.  Such a review, however, is
substantially less in scope than an audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted
in the United States of America, the objective of which is the expression of an opinion regarding
the financial statements taken as a whole.  Accordingly, I do not express such an opinion on the
MD&A information.

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, I have also issued my report dated August
20, 2004 on my consideration of the Seneca Metropolitan Housing Authority's internal control
over financial reporting and my tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws,
regulations, contracts and grants.  That report is an integral part of an audit performed in
accordance with Government Auditing Standards and should be read in conjunction with this
report in considering the result of my audit.
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My audit was performed for the purpose of forming an opinion on the basic financial statements
of Seneca Metropolitan Housing Authority taken as a whole.  The accompanying schedule of
expenditures of federal awards is presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by
U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments,
and Non-Profit Organizations.  In addition, the financial data schedule, pages 19 to 21 are
presented for additional analysis as required by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development.  These schedules are the responsibility of management of Seneca Metropolitan
Housing Authority, and is not a required part of the basic financial statements.  Such information
has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial
statements and, in my opinion, is fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the basic
financial statements taken as a whole.

MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
FOR THE YEAR ENDED MARCH 31, 2004

The Seneca Metropolitan Housing Authority’s (the Authority”) management’s discussion and
analysis is designed to (a) assist the reader in focusing on significant financial issues, (b) provide
an overview of the Authority’s financial activity, (c) identify changes in the Authority’s financial
position (its ability to address the next and subsequent fiscal year challenges), and (d) identify
individual fund issues or concerns.

This Management Discussion and Analysis is new, and will now be presented at the front of each
year’s financial statements.

Since the Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) is designed to focus on the current
years activities, resulting changes and currently known facts, please read it in conjunction with
the Authority’s financial statements (beginning on page 10).

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS
•  During FY2004, the Authority’s net assets increased by a total of $12,718 (or 34.8%).

Since the Authority engages only in business-type activities, the increase is all in the
category of business-type net assets.  Net Assets were $36,502 and $49,220 for FY2003
and FY2004 respectively.

•  The revenue increased by $54,897(or 8.7%) during FY2004, and was $628,254 and
$683,151 for FY2003 and FY2004 respectively.

•  The total expenses of the Authority increased by $58,710 (or 9.6%).  Total expenses were
$613,402 and $672,112 for FY2003 and FY2004 respectively.

 The primary focus of the Authority’s financial statement (summarized fund-type information) has
been discarded.  The new and clearly preferable focus is on both the Authority as a whole
(Authority-wide) and the major individual funds.  Both perspectives (authority-wide and major
fund) allow the user to address relevant questions, broaden a basis for comparison (year to year
or Authority to Authority) and enhance the Authority’s accountability.

 Authority-Wide Financial Statements

 The Authority-wide financial statements (see pgs 10-11) are designed to be corporate-like in that
all business type activities are consolidated into columns, which add to a total for the entire
Authority. 

 These Statements include a Statement of Net Assets, which is similar to a Balance Sheet.  The
Statement of Net Assets reports all financial and capital resources for the Authority.  The
statement is presented in the format where assets, minus liabilities, equals “Net Assets”, formerly
known as equity.  Assets and liabilities are presented in order of liquidity, and are classified as
“Current” (convertible into cash within one year), and “Non-current”. 
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 The focus of the Statement of Net Assets (the “Unrestricted Net Assets”) is designed represent
the net available liquid (non-capital) assets, net of liabilities, for the entire Authority.  Net Assets
(formerly equity) are reported in three broad categories:

 Net Assets, Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt:  This component of Net Assets
consists of all Capital Assets, reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages,
notes or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or improvement of
those assets.

 Restricted Net Assets:  This component of Net Assets consists of restricted assets, when
constraints are placed on the asset by creditors (such as debt covenants), grantors, contributors,
laws, regulations, etc.

 Unrestricted Net Assets:  Consists of Net Assets that do not meet the definition of “Net Assets
Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt”, or “Restricted Net Assets”.

 The Authority-wide financial statements also include a Statement of Revenues, Expenses and
Changes in Fund Net Assets (similar to an Income Statement).  This Statement includes
Operating Revenues, such as rental income, Operating Expenses, such as administrative, utilities,
and maintenance, and depreciation, and Non-Operating Revenue and Expenses, such as grant
revenue, investment income and interest expense.

 The focus of the Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Assets is the
“Change in Net Assets”, which is similar to Net Income or Loss.

 Finally, Statement of Cash Flows  (see page 12) is included, which discloses net cash provided
by, or used for operating activities, non-capital financing activities, and from capital and related
financing activities.

 Fund Financial Statements

 Traditional users of governmental financial statements will find the Fund Financial Statements
presentation more familiar.  The focus is now on Major Funds, rather than fund types.  The
Authority consists of exclusively Enterprise Funds.  Enterprise funds utilize the full accrual basis
of accounting.  The Enterprise method of accounting is similar to accounting utilized by the
private sector accounting.

 Many of the funds maintained by the Authority are required by the Department of Housing and
Urban Development.  Others are segregated to enhance accountability and control.
 
 The Authority’s Funds
 
 Business Type Funds
 
 Housing Choice Voucher Program – Under the Housing Choice Voucher Program, the Authority
administers contracts with independent landlords that own the property.  The Authority
subsidizes the family’s rent through a Housing Assistance Payment made to the landlord.  The
program is administered under and Annual Contributions Contract (ACC) with HUD.  HUD
provides Annual Contributions Funding to enable the Authority to structure a lease that sets the
participants’ rent at 30% of adjusted household income.
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 Business Activities – represents non-HUD resources developed from a variety of activities.

 Major Factors Affecting the Statement of Net Assets

 
 Current assets were reduced by $9,207 in FY2004 and liabilities were reduced by $18,089. 
Current assets (primarily cash and investments) were used to extinguish liabilities. FY2004 also
ended with funds due the authority rather than the Authority needing to repay HUD for the year
as in fiscal year FY2003.
 
 Capital assets increased from $831 to $4,667.  The increase is attributed primarily to new
equipment purchases of $2,543 for a new copy machine and $1,863 for a computer system less
the current year’s depreciation ($570).  For more detail see “Capital Assets and Debt
Administration” below.

CHANGES IN NET ASSETS
 
 
 HUD PHA Operating Grants and Housing Assistance Payments increased due to a 98% leasing
rate. With the conversion of the Willow Creek Project 6 additional units were added on 7/1/03
this also allowed the Authority to earn $1,500 in special conversion fees. There was also an
increase in Payment Standards that would also increase the amount of Housing Assistance
Payments
 
 FY04 was the first full year of the new staff hired in January 2003 which made an increase
Administrative Expenses. The authority also had increases for BWC Insurance, Lead Base Paint
Insurance and General Liability Insurances.

 
 Most other expenses increased moderately due to inflation. Depreciation increased slightly with
additional items purchased in the later part of FY2004.

NOTE 1 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies:

A. Organization

The Seneca Metropolitan Housing Authority (HMHA) is a political subdivision of the State of
Ohio, located in Tiffin, Ohio, created under Section 3735.27 of the Ohio Revised Code, to
engage in the acquisition, development, leasing and administration of low-rent housing program.
 An Annual Contributions Contract was signed by the HMHA and the United States Department
of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), under the provisions of the United States Housing
Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437) Section 1.1.  The Authority was also created in accordance with
state law to eliminate housing conditions, which are detrimental to the public peace, health,
safety, morals, or welfare by purchasing, acquiring constructing, maintaining, operating,
improving, extending, and repairing housing facilities.

The nucleus of the financial reporting entity as defined by the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (GASB) Statement No. 14 is the “primary government”.  A fundamental
characteristic of a primary government is that it is fiscally independent entity.  In evaluating how
to define the financial reporting entity, management has considered all potential component
units.  A component unit is a legally separate entity for which the primary government is
financially accountable.  The criteria of financial accountability, is the ability of the primary
government to impose its will upon the potential component unit.  This criteria, was considered
in determining the reporting entity.

B. Basis of Accounting

The Authority has prepared its financial statements in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America.  Effective April 1, 2002, the Authority
implement GASB Statement No. 34, Basic Financial Statements and Management’s Discussion
and Analysis for State and Local Governments, Statement No. 37, Basic Financial Statements
and Management’s Discussion and Analysis for State and Local Governments: Omnibus, an
amendment of GASB Statements No. 21 and No. 34, and Statement No. 38, Certain Financial
Statement Disclosures.  These statements revise accounting and reporting standards for general
purpose external financial reporting by governmental units.  The Authority now follows the
business-type activities reporting requirements of GASB Statement No. 34.  In accordance with
GASB statement No. 34, the accompanying basic financial statements are reported on an
Authority-wide basis.

B. Basis of Accounting  (continued)

In accordance with GASB Statement No. 20, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Proprietary
Funds and Other Governmental Entities that Use Proprietary Fund Accounting, the Authority has
elected not to apply the provisions of the Statements and Interpretations of the Financial
Accounting Standards Board issued after November 30, 1989.  The Authority will continue to
apply all applicable pronouncements of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.

C. Property and Equipment

Property and equipment is recorded at cost.  Costs that materially add to the productive capacity
or extend the life of an asset are capitalized, while maintenance are repair costs are expensed as
incurred.

Useful life of property and equipment is as follows:

Equipment   7 Years
Autos   5 Years

Depreciation is recorded on the straight-line method.  Total depreciation expense for the 2004
fiscal year was $570.

D. Cash and Cash Equivalents

The Authority considers all highly liquid investments (including restricted assets) with maturity
of three months or less when purchased to be cash equivalents.

E. Investments

Investments are stated at fair value.  Cost-based measures of fair value were applied to
nonnegotiable certificates of deposit and money market investment.

F. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported
amounts and disclosures.  Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates.

NOTE 2 – Deposits and Investments:

State statutes classify monies held by the Authority into three categories.

Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet demands on the treasury.  Such monies
must be maintained either as cash in the Authority’s Treasury, in commercial accounts payable or
withdrawable on demand, including order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in money market
deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits that the Authority has identified as not required for use
within the current two year period of designation of depositories.  Inactive deposits must either
be evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the current period of
designation of depositories, or by savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to
passbook accounts.

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies.  Interim monies are those monies which are not
needed for immediate use but which will needed before the end of the current period of
designation of depositories.  Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of deposit
maturing not more than one year from the date of deposit or by savings or deposit accounts
including passbook accounts.

Protection of Authority’s deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation
(FDIC) by eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security for repayment, by
surety company bonds deposited with the treasurer by the financial institution or by a single
collateral pool established by the financial institution to secure the repayment of all public
monies deposited with the institution.

The Authority’s deposits are categorized to give an indication of the level of risk assumed by the
entity at year end.  Category 1, includes deposits that are insured or collateralized with securities
held by the Authority or its safekeeping agent in the Authority’s name.  Category 2, includes
uninsured deposits collateralize with securities held by the pledging financial institution’s  trust
department or safekeeping agent in the Authority’s name.  Category 3, includes uninsured and
uncollateralized with securities held by the pledging institution, or by its trust department or
safekeeping agent, but not in the Authority’s name.

The following show the Authority’s deposits (bank balances) in each category:

Category 1. $4,521 was covered by federal depository insurance.
Category 2. None

NOTE 3 – Property and Equipment:

A summary of property and equipment at March 31, 2004, by class is as follows:

NOTE 4 – Administrative Fee:

The Authority receives and “administrative fee” as part of the annual contributions from HUD to
cover the costs (including overhead) of administering the Section 8 Housing Assistance
Payments (HAP) Programs.   The fee is a percentage of a HUD determined based rate for each
unit per month under HAP contracts.  The rates are as follows:

Vouchers:

Units per month x $42.17/units – April to December
Units per month x $39.57/units – January to March

NOTE 5 – Allocation of Costs:

The Authority allocated expenses not attributable to a specific program to all programs under
management.  The basis for this allocation was the number of units in each program or estimated
actual usage.  Management considers this to be an equitable method of allocation.

NOTE 6 – Retirement and Other Benefit Plans:

The employees of the Authority are covered by the Public Employees Retirement System of Ohio
(PERS), a statewide cost-sharing multiple-employer deferred benefit pension plan.  PERS
provides retirement and disability benefits annual cost-of-living adjustments, death benefits to
plan members and beneficiaries.  The authority to establish and amend benefits is provided by the
state statute per Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code.  PERS issues a publicly available
financial report.

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory authority for employee and employer contributions.
Covered employees are required by the System's Retirement Board to contribute 8.5% of their
salary to the plan. The employer contribution rate was 13.55% for fiscal year 2004. The
Authority's total payroll for covered employees was $10,586.  The Authority's 2004 total
contribution was $1,442.

The contribution requirement to fund the pension obligation for the year ended March 31, 2004,
2003 and 2002 were $1,442, $418 and $108 from the Authority.

NOTE 6 – Retirement and Other Benefit Plans:  (continued)

PERS of Ohio provides post-retirement health care coverage to age and service retirants with 10
or more years of qualifying Ohio service credit and to primary survivor recipients of such
retirants.  Health care coverage for disability recipients is available.  The health care coverage
provided by the retirement system is considered an Other Post-employment Benefit (OPEB) as
described in GASB Statement No. 12.  A portion of each employer’s contribution to PERS is set
aside for the funding of post retirement health care OPEB is financed through employer
contributions and investment earnings and is expected to be sufficient to sustain the program
indefinitely.

The pension benefit obligation" is a standardized disclosure measure of the present value of
pension benefits, adjusted for the effects of projected salary increases and step-rate benefits,
estimated to be payable in the future as a result of employee service to date. The measure, which
is the actuarial present value of credited projected benefits, is intended to help users assess
progress made in accumulating sufficient assets to pay benefits when due, and make comparisons
among PERS and employers. The System does not make separate measurements of assets and
pension benefit obligation for individual employers.   PERS issues a stand-alone financial report.

NOTE 7– Insurance:

The Authority maintains comprehensive insurance coverage with private carriers for health, real
property, building contents and vehicles.  Vehicle policies include liability coverage for bodily
injury and property damage.  There was no significant reduction in coverage and no settlements
exceeded insurance coverage, during the past three years.
