The Athens Metropolitan Housing Authority’s (“the Authority”) Management’s 
Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) is designed to (a) assist the reader in focusing on 
significant financial issues, (b) provide an overview of the Authority’s financial activity, 
(c) identify changes in the Authority’s position, and (d) identify individual fund issues or 
concerns. 
 
Since the MD&A is designed to focus on the 2008 year’s activities, resulting changes and 
currently known facts, please read it in conjunction with the Authority’s financial 
statement. 
 
 
 

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• The Authority’s net assets increased by $126,535 or 2% during 2008, resulting from 
changes in operations.  Since the Authority engages only in business-type activities, 
the increase is all in the category of business-type net assets. 

 

• Revenues decreased by $163,294 or 3% during 2008. 
 

• The total expenses of all Authority programs decreased by $204,740 or 4%. 
 

 
 
Authority Financial statements 
 
The Authority financial statements are designed to be corporate-like in that all business 
type activities are consolidated into columns, which add to a total for the entire Authority. 
 
These Statements include a Statement of Net Assets, which is similar to a Balance Sheet.  
The Statement of Net Assets reports all financial and capital resources for the Authority.  
The Statement is presented in the format where assets, minus liabilities, equal “Net 
Assets”, formerly known as equity.  Assets and liabilities are presented in order of 
liquidity, and are classified as “Current” (convertible into cash within one year), and 
“Non-current”. 
 
The focus of the Statement of Net Assets (the “Unrestricted Net Assets”) is designed to 
represent the net available liquid (non-capital) assets, net of liabilities, for the entire 
Authority.  Net Assets (formerly equity) are reported in three broad categories:

Net Assets, Invested in Capital Assets, net of Related Debt:  This component of Net 
Assets consists of all Capital Assets, reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, 
mortgages, notes or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, 
or improvement of those assets. 

 
 
Restricted Net Assets:  This component of Net Assets consists of restricted assets, when 
constraints are placed on the asset by creditors (such as debt covenants), grantors, 
contributors, laws, regulations, etc. 
 
 
Unrestricted Net Assets:  Consists of Net Assets that do not meet the definition of “Net 
Assets Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt”, or “Restricted Net Assets”. 
 
 
The Authority financial statements also include a Statement of Revenues, Expenses and 
Changes in Fund Net Assets (similar to an Income Statement).  This Statement includes 
Operating Revenue, such as rental income, Operating Expenses, such as administrative, 
utilities, and maintenance, and depreciation, and Non-Operating Revenue and Expenses, 
such as capital grant revenue, investment income and interest expense. 
 
The focus of the Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Assets is the 
“Change in Net Assets”, which is similar to Net Income or Loss. 
 
 

 
Fund Financial Statements 
 
The Authority consists of exclusively Enterprise Funds.  Enterprise Funds utilize the full 
accrual basis of accounting.  The Enterprise method of accounting is similar to 
accounting utilized by the private sector accounting. 
 
Many of the programs maintained by the Authority are done so as required by the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Others are segregated to enhance 
accountability and control.

The Authority’s Programs 
 
Conventional Public Housing – Under the Conventional Public Housing Program, the 
Authority rents units that it owns to low-income households.  The Conventional Public 
Housing Program is operated under an Annual Contributions Contract (ACC) with HUD, 
and HUD provides Operating Subsidy and Capital Grant funding to enable the Authority 
to provide the housing at a rent that is based upon 30% of household income.  The 
Conventional Public Housing Program also includes the Capital Fund Program, which is 
the primary funding source for physical and management improvements to the 
Authority’s properties. 
 
 
Housing Choice Voucher Program – Under the Housing Choice Voucher Program, the 
Authority administers contracts with independent landlords that own the property.  The 
Authority subsidizes the family’s rent through a Housing Assistance Payment made to the 
landlord.  The program is administered under an Annual Contribution Contract with 
HUD.  HUD provides Annual Contributions Funding to enable the Authority to structure 
a lease that sets the participants’ rent at 30% of household income.  The Authority earns 
administrative fees to cover the cost of administering the program. 
 
Shelter Plus Care - AMHA has an ongoing collaboration effort with the Athens Country 
Continuum of Care working group which in 1999 the PHA was successful in receiving 
grant funding for the Athens County Dual Diagnosis Housing Initiative Shelter Plus Care 
project which is now completed and up and running.  The grant provided 10 years of 
subsidized rent for 5 units of housing for dually diagnosed persons with mental illness 
and substance abuse.  

 
State / Local – State / Local represents Authority owned housing properties that are not 
subsidized by HUD. The revenue and expenses for these services are identified and 
tracked separate from the HUD activities.

Major Factors Affecting the Statement of Net Assets 
 
During 2008, current and other assets increased by $483,131, and current liabilities 
increased by $56,364.  The change in current assets was mainly due to classifying 
restricted cash as a current asset. The change in current liabilities is mainly due to change 
in payable due to HUD for the Section 8 N/C program and change to accrued payroll 
liability. 
 
Long Term Liabilities increased by 535,737 in 2008. This change is mainly attributable 
to borrowing $601,176 from Chase Bank for 6 MRDD properties as well as retiring 
$31,185 of long term debt during the year.

Capital assets also changed, increasing from $4,847,759 to $5,471,281.  The $623,522 
increase may be contributed primarily to a combination of total acquisitions of $910,353 
less current year depreciation of $286,831. The current year acquisitions included the 
acquisition of properties valued $541,059, building improvements of $149,662, land of 
$60,118, and other miscellaneous equipment.

 MAJOR FACTORS AFFECTING THE STATEMENT OF REVENUE, 

EXPENSES AND CHANGES IN NET ASSETS 
 
Total revenue decreased by $163,294. This decrease was mainly due decrease in 
operating grant revenue from HUD of $469,272, a decrease in tenant revenue and 
investment income, and an increase in Capital Grant revenue of $274,343 revenue. 
 
The expenses decreased by $204,740 during the year.  The decrease in expenses is 
attributed partially to a decrease in HAP expenses and an increase in administrative, 
utilities, and maintenance expenses. HAP expenses decreased from $3,603,667 in 2007 to 
$3,182,841 in 2008 due to fewer vouchers served during the year. In addition, 
administrative, utilities, and maintenance expenses increased by $66,973, $19,455 and 
$55,986 respectively.

NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 
 
The financial statements of the Athens Metropolitan Housing Authority (the Authority) 
have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) 
as applied to government units. The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) 
is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting and 
financial reporting principles. The more significant of the Authority’s accounting policies 
are described below. 
 
Reporting Entity 
 
The Athens Metropolitan Housing Authority was created under the Ohio Revised Code, 
Section 3735.27. The Authority contracts with the United States Department of Housing 
and Urban Development (HUD) to provide low and moderate income persons with safe 
and sanitary housing through subsidies provided by HUD. The Authority depends on the 
subsidies from HUD to operate. 
 
The accompanying financial statements comply with the provision of Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement 14, the Financial Reporting Entity, in 
that the financial statements include all organizations, activities and functions for which 
the Authority is financially accountable. This report includes all activities considered by 
management to be part of the Authority by virtue of Section 2100 of the Codification of 
Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards. 
 
Section 2100 indicates that the reporting entity consists of a) the primary government, b) 
organizations for which the primary government is financially accountable, and c) other 
organizations for which the nature and significance of their relationship with the primary 
government are such that exclusion would cause the reporting entity’s financial 
statements to be misleading or incomplete. 
 
The definition of the reporting entity is based primarily on the notion of financial 
accountability. A primary government is financially accountable for the organizations 
that make up its legal entity.   It is also financially accountable for legally separate 
organizations if its officials appoint a voting majority of an organization’s government 
body and either it is able to impose its will on that organization or there is a potential for 
the organization to provide specific financial benefits to, or to impose specific financial 
burdens on, the primary government.  A primary government may also be financially 
accountable for governmental organizations that are fiscally dependent on it.

Reporting Entity (Continued) 
 
A primary government has the ability to impose its will on an organization if it can 
significantly influence the programs, projects, or activities of, or the level of services 
performed or provided by, the organization. A financial benefit or burden relationship 
exists if the primary government a) is entitled to the organization’s resources; b) is 
legally obligated or has otherwise assumed the obligation to finance the deficits of, or 
provide financial support to, the organization; or c) is obligated in some manner for the 
debt of the organization. 
 
The accompanying financial statements present the Authority’s primary government and 
the Westview Company, component unit, which the Authority exercises, significant 
control. 
 
Component Units 
The component unit is reported in the Authority financial statements as shown below:

Westview Company The Housing Authority is a 75% shareholder 

in Westview Company, a for profit 
corporation.   

 
 
Basis of Presentation 
 
The Authority's financial statements consist of a statement of net assets, a statement of 
revenue, expenses and changes net assets, and a statement of cash flows. 
 
Fund Accounting 
 
The Authority uses the proprietary fund to report on its financial position and the results 
of its operations for the HUD programs. Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate 
legal compliance and to aid financial management by segregating transactions related to 
certain government functions or activities. 
  
Funds are classified into three categories: governmental, proprietary and fiduciary. The 
Authority uses the proprietary category for its programs.

Proprietary Fund Types 
 
Proprietary funds are used to account for the Authority’s ongoing activities which are 
similar to those found in the private sector. The following is the proprietary fund type: 
Enterprise Fund - This fund is used to account for the operations that are financed and 
operated in a manner similar to private business enterprises where the intent is that the 
costs (expenses, including depreciation) of providing goods or services to the general 
public on a continuing basis be financed or recovered primarily through user charges or 
where it has been decided that periodic determination of revenue earned, expenses 
incurred, and/or net income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy, 
management control, accountability or other purposes. 
 
Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting 
 
The proprietary funds are accounted for on the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are 
recognized in the period earned and expenses are recognized in the period incurred.  
Pursuant to GASB Statement No. 20 Accounting and Financial Reporting for / 
Proprietary Funds and Other Governmental Entities that Use Proprietary Fund 
Accounting, the Authority follows GASB guidance as applicable to proprietary funds and 
FASB Statements and Interpretations, Accounting Principles Board Opinions and 
Accounting Research Bulletins issued after November 30, 1989, that do not conflict with 
or contradict GASB pronouncements. 
 
Description of programs 
 
The following are the various programs which are included in the single enterprise fund: 
 
A.   Public Housing Program 

The Public Housing Program is designed to provide low-cost housing within the 
Athens County.  Under this program, HUD provides funding via an annual 
contribution contract.  These funds, combined with the rental income received from 
tenants, are available solely to meet the operating expenses of the program. 

 
B.   Capital Fund Program 

The Capital Fund Program provides funds annually, via a formula, to Public 
Housing Agencies for capital and management activities, including modernization 
and development housing.

C.    Housing Choice Voucher Program 

The Housing Choice Voucher Program was authorized by Section 8 of the National 
Housing Act and provides housing assistance payments to private, not-for-profit or 
public landlords to subsidize rentals for low-income persons. 
 

D. Shelter Plus Care 
AMHA has an ongoing collaboration effort with the Athens Country Continuum of 
Care working group which in 1999 the PHA was successful in receiving grant 
funding for the Athens County Dual Diagnosis Housing Initiative Shelter Plus Care 
project which is now completed and up and running.  The grant provided 10 years of 
subsidized rent for 5 units of housing for dually diagnosed persons with mental 
illness and substance abuse.  

 
E.    State / Local  

State / local represents Authority owned housing properties that are not subsidized 
by HUD.  The revenue and expenses for these services are identified and tracked 
separate from the HUD activities. 

 
 
Investments 
 
Investments are restricted by the provisions of the HUD Regulations (See Note 2).  
Investments are valued at market value. Interest income earned in fiscal year 2008 totaled 
$39,999. 
 
Capital Assets 
 

Capital assets are stated at cost.  The capitalization policy of the Authority is to depreciate 
all non-expendable personal property having a useful life of more than one year and purchase 
price of $500 or more per unit.  Depreciation is calculated using the straight-line method 
over the estimated useful lives of three years to forty years.  Expenditures for repairs and 
maintenance are charged directly to expense as they are incurred.  Expenditures 
determined to represent additions or betterments are capitalized. 
 
Net Assets 

 
Net assets represent the difference between assets and liabilities.  Net assets invested in 
capital assets – net of related debt consists of capital assets, net of accumulated 
depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balance of any borrowing used for the 
acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets.  Net assets are recorded as 
restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use by internal or external 
restrictions.

Operating Revenues and Expenses 
 
Operating revenues and expenses are those revenues that are generated directly from the 
primary activities of the proprietary fund and expenses incurred for the day to day 
operation.  For the Authority, operating revenues are tenant rent charges, operating 
subsidy from HUD and other miscellaneous revenue. 
 
Capital Contributions 

 

This represents contributions made available by HUD with respect to all federally aided 
projects under an annual contribution contract. 

 
Cash and Cash Equivalents 
 
For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents include all 
highly liquid debt instruments with original maturities of three months or less. 
 
Compensated Absences 
 
The Authority accounts for compensated absences in accordance with GASB Statement 
No. 16.   Sick leave and other compensated absences with similar characteristics are 
accrued as a liability based on the sick leave accumulated at the balance sheet date by 
those employees who currently are eligible to receive termination payments.  To calculate 
the liability, these accumulations are reduced to the maximum amount allowed as a 
termination payment. All employees who meet the termination policy of the Authority for 
years of service are included in the calculation of the compensated absences accrual 
amount. 
 
Vacation leave and other compensated absences with similar characteristics are accrued 
as a liability as the benefits are earned by the employees if both of the following 
conditions are met: (1) the employees’ rights to receive compensation are attributable to 
services already rendered and are not contingent on a specific event that is outside the 
control of the employer and employee. (2) It is probable that the employer will 
compensate the employees for the benefits through paid time off or some other means, 
such as cash payments at termination or retirement. 
 
In the proprietary fund, the compensated absences are expensed when earned with the 
amount reported as a fund liability.

Budgetary Accounting 
 
The Authority annually prepares its budget as prescribed by the Department of Housing 
and Urban Development. This budget is submitted to the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development and once approved is adopted by the Board of the Housing 
Authority. 

 
Estimates 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting  
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect reported 
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the 
date of the financial statements, and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during 
the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates. 

 
NOTE 2: DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS 
State statutes classify monies held by the Authority into three categories. 

 
A. Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet demands on the treasury.  

Such monies must be maintained either as cash in the Authority’s treasury, in 
commercial accounts payable or withdrawal on demand, including negotiable 
order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in money market deposit accounts. 

 
B. Inactive deposits are public deposits that the Authority has identified as not 

required for use within the current two period of designation of depositories.  
Inactive deposits must either be evidenced by certificate of deposits maturing not 
later than the end of the current period of designation of the depositories, or by 
savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to passbook accounts. 

 
C. Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies.  Interim monies are those monies 

which are not needed for immediate use but which will be needed before the end of 
the end of the current period of designation of depositories.  Interim deposits must 
be evidenced by time certificate of deposit maturing not more than one year from 
the date of deposit or by savings or deposit accounts including passbook accounts. 

 
Protection of the Authority deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation (FDIC), by eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security 
for repayment, by collateral held by Authority or by a single collateral pool established 
by the financial institution to secure the repayment of all public monies deposited with 
the institution.

At fiscal year end December 31, 2008, the carrying amount of the Authority’s deposits 
totaled $1,539,880 and its bank balance was $1,581,832. Based on the criteria described 
in GASB Statement No. 40, “Deposit and Investment Risk Disclosure,” as of December 
31, 2008, $962,819 was exposed to custodial risk as discussed below, while $660,245 
was covered by the Federal Depository Insurance Corporation. 
 
Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of bank failure, the Authority will not be 
able to recover the deposits. All deposits are collateralized with eligible securities in 
amounts equal to at least 105% of the carrying value of the deposits. 
 
Such collateral, as permitted by the Ohio Revised Code, is held in single financial 
institution collateral pools at the Federal Reserve Banks or at member banks of the 
federal reserve system, in the name of the respective depository bank and pledged as a 
pool of collateral against all of the public deposits it holds or as specific collateral held at 
the Federal Reserve Bank in the name of the Authority. 
 
In addition to the above deposits, the Authority has a financial interest invested in 
Westview Company of $41,233.  This money has been reported as an investment on the 
financial statements.  The money used for this investment was not HUD funds.   Westview 
Company is a for-profit corporation which is involved in a limited partnership which 
operates an apartment complex. 
 
NOTE 3: INSURANCE AND RISK MANAGEMENT 
 
The Authority is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to and 
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters.  
The Authority participates in the State Housing Authorities Risk Pool (SHARP), a public 
entity risk plan that operates as a common risk management and insurance program for 
housing authorities. The Authority pays insurance premiums directly to SHARP.  The 
Authority also participates in Wayne County’s health insurance program through a 
commercial insurance carrier. Premiums are paid monthly. The Authority also pays 
unemployment claims to the State of Ohio as incurred. 
 
The Authority continues to carry commercial insurance for other risks of loss. There has 
been no significant reduction in insurance coverage from coverage in the prior year.  In 
addition, settled claims resulting from these risks have not exceeded commercial 
insurance coverage in any of the past three fiscal years.

NOTE 6: LOAN RECEIVABLE 
 
Loan receivables represent low interest loans made by the Authority to the Westview 
Apartments Limited Partnership, with interest rates ranging from 2.50% to 5.00%.  The 
purpose of these loans was for improvements made to the low-income apartment 
complex.

NOTE 9: DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLANS -PUBLIC EMPLOYEES 
RETIREMENT SYSTEM 
 
All full-time employees of the Authority participate in the Ohio Public Employees Retirement 
System (OPERS), a cost-sharing multiple-employer public employee retirement system 
administered by the Public Employees Retirement Board. OPERS provide basic retirement, 
disability and survivor benefits, based on eligible service credit to members and beneficiaries.  
Benefits are established by Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code.  OPERS issue a publicly 
available financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary 
information for OPERS.  Interested parties may obtain a copy by making a written request to 277 
East Town Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-4642 or by calling (614) 466-2085 or (800) 222-PERS. 

 
Ohio Public Employees Retirement System administers three separate pension plans as 
described below: 

 
1. The Traditional Pension Plan – A cost sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit 

pension plan. 
 
2. The Member-Direct Plan – A defined contribution plan in which the member invests 

both member and employer contributions (employer contributions vest over five years 
at 20% per year).  Under the Member-Direct Plan, members accumulate retirement 
assets equal to the value of member and (vested) employer contributions, plus any 
investment earnings. 

 
3. The Combined Plan – A cost sharing, multiple-employer defined pension plan.  Under 

the Combined Plan, OPERS invests employer contributions to provide a formula 
retirement benefits similar in nature to the Traditional Pension Plan benefit.  Member 
contributions, the investment of which is self-directed by the members, accumulate 
retirement assets in a manner similar to the Member-Directed Plan. 

 
Plan members are required to contribute 10 percent of their annual covered salary to fund 
pension obligations.  The 2008 employer pension contribution rate for Authority was 14 
percent.  Contributions are authorized by state statue.  The contribution rates are 
determined actuarially.  The Authority’s contribution for the years ended December 31, 
2008, 2007, and 2006 amounted to $60,729, $50,674, and $48,441 respectively.  Ninety-
three percent has been contributed for 2008. All required contributions for the two previous 
years have been paid.

NOTE 9: POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS PUBLIC EMPLOYEES 
RETIREMENT SYSTEM 
 

The Public Employees Retirement System of Ohio (OPERS) provides post-employment health 
care benefits to age and service retirants with ten or more years of qualifying Ohio service credit 
and to primary survivor recipients of such retirants. Health care coverage for disability 
recipients is also available. The health care coverage provided by the OPERS is considered an 
Other Post-employment Benefit (OPEB) as described in GASB Statement No. 12. A portion of 
each employer’s contribution to the OPERS is set aside for the funding of post retirement health 
care. The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory Authority requiring public employers to fund  
post-employment health care through their contributions to the OPERS. The portion of the 
2008 employer contribution rate (identified above) that was used to fund health care for the 
year ended December 31, 2008 was 5.0 percent of covered payroll, which amounted to 
$21,689. The significant actuarial assumptions and calculations relating to post-employment 
health care benefits were based on the OPERS’ latest actuarial review performed as of 
December 31, 2007.  
 
An entry age normal actuarial cost method of valuation is used in determining the present 
value of OPEB. The difference between assumed and actual experience (actuarial gains and 
losses) becomes part of unfunded actuarial accrued liability. All investments are carried at 
market value. For actuarial valuation purposes, a smoothed market approach is used. Under 
this approach assets are adjusted annually to reflect 25 percent of unrealized market 
appreciation or depreciation on investment assets. The investment assumption rate for 2007 
was 6.5 percent. An annual increase of 4.0 percent compounded annually is the base portion 
of the individual pay increase assumption. This assumes no change in the number of active 
employees. Additionally, annual pay increases, over and above the 4.0 percent base 
increase, were assumed to range from 0.50 percent to 6.3 percent. Health care costs were 
assumed to increase at a project wage inflation rate plus an additional factor ranging from 
.5% to 4% for the next 7 years.  In subsequent years (8 and beyond), health care costs were 
assumed to increase at 4% (the projected wage inflation rate). 
 
Benefits are advanced-funded on an actuarially determined basis. The number of active 
contributing participants was 363,503. The actuarial value of the OPERS’ net assets available 
for OPEB at December 31, 2007 was $12.8 billion. The actuarially accrued liability and the 
unfunded actuarial accrued liability, based on the actuarial cost method used, were $29.8 billion 
and $17.0 billion, respectively.

An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence about
the Authority's compliance with those requirements and performing such other procedures as we considered necessary
in the circumstances.  We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.  Our audit does not provide
a legal determination on the Authority's compliance with those requirements.
