We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Flatrock Township, Henry County, Ohio (the
Township), as of and for the years ended December 31, 2010 and 2009. These financial statements are
the responsibility of the Township’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these
financial statements based on our audit.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in the Comptroller General of the
United States’ Government Auditing Standards. Those standards require that we plan and perform the
audit to reasonably assure whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement. An audit
includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates
made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. The Township
processes its financial transactions with the Auditor of State’s Uniform Accounting Network (UAN).
Government Auditing Standards considers this service to impair the independence of the Auditor of State
to audit the Township because the Auditor of State designed, developed, implemented, and as requested,
operates UAN. However, Government Auditing Standards permits the Auditor of State to audit and opine
on this entity, because Ohio Revised Code § 117.101 requires the Auditor of State to provide UAN
services, and Ohio Revised Code § 117.11(A) mandates the Auditor of State to audit Ohio governments.
We believe our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

As described more fully in Note 1, the Township has prepared these financial statements using
accounting practices the Auditor of State prescribes or permits. These practices differ from accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). Although we cannot reasonably
determine the effects on the financial statements of the variances between these regulatory accounting
practices and GAAP, we presume they are material.

Instead of the combined funds the accompanying financial statements present, GAAP require presenting
entity wide statements and also presenting the Township’s larger (i.e. major) funds separately. While the
Township does not follow GAAP, generally accepted auditing standards requires us to include the
following paragraph if the statements do not substantially conform to GAAP presentation requirements.
The Auditor of State permits, but does not require townships to reformat their statements. The Township
has elected not to follow GAAP statement formatting requirements. The following paragraph does not
imply the amounts reported are materially misstated under the accounting basis the Auditor of State
permits. Our opinion on the fair presentation of the amounts reported pursuant to its non-GAAP basis is
in the second following paragraph.

Description of the Entity

The constitution and laws of the State of Ohio establish the rights and privileges of Flatrock
Township, Henry County, Ohio (the Township), as a body corporate and politic. A publicly-
elected three-member Board of Trustees directs the Township. The Township provides road
and bridge maintenance, cemetery maintenance, fire protection and emergency medical
services.

The Township participates in the Ohio Township Risk Management Authority (OTARMA) public
entity risk pool. Note 6 to the financial statements provides additional information for this
entity.

The Township’s management believes these financial statements present all activities for
which the Township is financially accountable.

Accounting Basis

These financial statements follow the accounting basis the Auditor of State prescribes or
permits. This basis is similar to the cash receipts and disbursements accounting basis. The
Township recognizes receipts when received in cash rather than when earned, and recognizes
disbursements when paid rather than when a liability is incurred. Budgetary presentations
report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made (i.e., when an encumbrance is
approved).

These statements include adequate disclosure of material matters, as the Auditor of State
prescribes or permits.

Deposits and Investments

The Township’s accounting basis includes investments as assets. This basis does not record
disbursements for investment purchases or receipts for investment sales. This basis records
gains or losses at the time of sale as receipts or disbursements, respectively.

Fund Accounting

The Township uses fund accounting to segregate cash and investments that are restricted as
to use. The Township classifies its funds into the following types:

1. General Fund

The General Fund reports all financial resources except those required to be accounted
for in another fund.

2.  Special Revenue Funds
These funds account for proceeds from specific sources (other than from private-purpose

trusts or for capital projects) that are restricted to expenditure for specific purposes. The
Township had the following significant Special Revenue Funds:

Road and Bridge Fund - This fund receives property tax money for constructing,
maintaining, and repairing Township roads and bridges.

Gasoline Tax Fund - This fund receives gasoline tax money to pay for constructing,
maintaining, and repairing Township roads.

3. Capital Project Funds

These funds account for receipts restricted to acquiring or constructing major capital
projects. The Township had the following significant Capital Project Funds:

Fire Department State Grants Fund — This fund receives grants from the State of
Ohio to purchase equipment for the Fire Department.

Fire Department Federal Grants Fund - This fund receives grants from the Federal
government to purchase equipment for the Fire Department.

E. Budgetary Process

F.

The Ohio Revised Code requires that each fund be budgeted annually.
1. Appropriations

Budgetary expenditures (that is, disbursements and encumbrances) may not exceed
appropriations at the fund, function or object level of control, and appropriations may not
exceed estimated resources. The Board of Trustees must annually approve
appropriation measures and subsequent amendments. The County Budget Commission
must also approve the annual appropriation measure. Appropriations lapse at year end.

2. Estimated Resources
Estimated resources include estimates of cash to be received (budgeted receipts) plus
cash as of January 1. The County Budget Commission must also approve estimated
resources.

3. Encumbrances
The Ohio Revised Code requires the Township to reserve (encumber) appropriations
when individual commitments are made. Encumbrances outstanding at year end are
canceled, and reappropriated in the subsequent year. The Township did not encumber
all commitments required by Ohio law.

A summary of 2010 and 2009 budgetary activity appears in Note 3.

Property, Plant, and Equipment

The Township records disbursements for acquisitions of property, plant, and equipment when
paid. The accompanying financial statements do not report these items as assets.

Contrary to Ohio law, budgetary expenditures exceeded appropriation authority in the Fire
Department State Grants fund by $720 for the year ended December 31, 2010.

Property Tax

Real property taxes become a lien on January 1 preceding the October 1 date for which the
Trustees adopted tax rates. The State Board of Tax Equalization adjusts these rates for inflation.
Property taxes are also reduced for applicable homestead and rollback deductions. The financial
statements include homestead and rollback amounts the State pays as Intergovernmental
Receipts. Payments are due to the County by December 31. If the property owner elects to pay
semiannually, the first half is due December 31. The second half payment is due the following
June 20.

Public utilities are also taxed on personal and real property located within the Township.

Tangible personal property tax is assessed by the property owners, who must file a list of such
property to the County by each April 30.

The County is responsible for assessing property, and for billing, collecting, and distributing all
property taxes on behalf of the Township.

Retirement System

The Township’s employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS).
OPERS is a cost-sharing, multiple-employer plan. The Ohio Revised Code prescribes this plan’s
benefits, which include postretirement healthcare and survivor and disability benefits.

The Ohio Revised Code also prescribes contribution rates. For 2010 and 2009, OPERS members
contributed 10% of their gross salaries and the Township contributed an amount equaling 14% of
participants’ gross salaries. The Township has paid all contributions required through
December 31, 2010.

Risk Management

The Township is exposed to various risks of property and casualty losses, and injuries to
employees.

The Township insures against injuries to employees through the Ohio Bureau of Worker's
Compensation.

Risk Management (Continued)

The Township belongs to the Ohio Township Association Risk Management Authority (OTARMA), a
risk-sharing pool available to Ohio townships. OTARMA provides property and casualty coverage
for its members. American Risk Pooling Consultants, Inc. (ARPCO), a division of York Insurance
Services Group, Inc. (York), functions as the administrator of OTARMA and provides underwriting,
claims, loss control, risk management, and reinsurance services for OTARMA. OTARMA is a
member of the American Public Entity Excess Pool (APEEP), which is also administered by
ARPCO. Member governments pay annual contributions to fund OTARMA. OTARMA pays
judgments, settlements and other expenses resulting from covered claims that exceed the
members’ deductibles.

Casualty and Property Coverage

APEEP provides OTARMA with an excess risk-sharing program. Under this arrangement,
OTARMA retains insured risks up to an amount specified in the contracts. At December 31, 2010,
OTARMA retained $350,000 for casualty claims and $150,000 for property claims.

The aforementioned casualty and property reinsurance agreement does not discharge OTARMA’s
primary liability for claims payments on covered losses. Claims exceeding coverage limits are the
obligation of the respective government.

Financial Position

OTARMA'’s financial statements (audited by other accountants) conform with generally accepted
accounting principles, and reported the following assets, liabilities and retained earnings at
December 31, 2010 and 2009:

At December 31, 2010 and 2009, respectively, the liabilities above include approximately $9.9 and
$12.0 million of estimated incurred claims payable. The assets above also include approximately
$9.5 and $11.5 million of unpaid claims to be billed to approximately 940 member governments in
the future, as of December 31, 2010 and 2009, respectively. These amounts will be included in
future contributions from members when the related claims are due for payment. As of December
31, 2010, the Township’s share of these unpaid claims collectible in future years is approximately
$7,000.

Based on discussions with OTARMA, the expected rates OTARMA charges to compute member
contributions, which are used to pay claims as they become due, are not expected to change
significantly from those used to determine the historical contributions detailed below. By contract,
the annual liability of each member is limited to the amount of financial contributions required to be
made to OTARMA for each year of membership.

After one year of membership, a member may withdraw on the anniversary of the date of joining
OTARMA, if the member notifies OTARMA in writing 60 days prior to the anniversary date. Upon
withdrawal, members are eligible for a full or partial refund of their capital contributions, minus the
subsequent year’'s contribution. Withdrawing members have no other future obligation to the pool.
Also upon withdrawal, payments for all casualty claims and claim expenses become the sole
responsibility of the withdrawing member, regardless of whether a claim occurred or was reported

prior to the withdrawal.

Government Auditing Standards considers this service to impair the independence of the
Auditor of State to audit the Township because the Auditor of State designed, developed, implemented,
and as requested, operates UAN. However, Government Auditing Standards permits the Auditor of State
to audit and opine on this entity, because Ohio Revised Code § 117.101 requires the Auditor of State to
provide UAN services, and Ohio Revised Code § 117.11(A) mandates the Auditor of State to audit Ohio
governments. We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the
United States of America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in the Comptroller
General of the United States’ Government Auditing Standards.

Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit, we considered the Township’s internal control over financial
reporting as a basis for designing our audit procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinion on the
financial statements, but not for the purpose of opining on the effectiveness of the Township’s internal
control over financial reporting. Accordingly, we have not opined on the effectiveness of the Township’s
internal control over financial reporting.

Our consideration of internal control over financial reporting was for the limited purpose described in the
preceding paragraph and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control over financial
reporting that might be significant deficiencies or material weaknesses. Therefore, we cannot assure that
we have identified all deficiencies, significant deficiencies or material weaknesses. However, as
described in the accompanying schedule of findings we identified a certain deficiency in internal control
over financial reporting, that we consider a material weakness.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow
management or employees, when performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and timely
correct misstatements. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal
control such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity’s financial
statements will not be prevented, or detected and timely corrected. We consider finding 2010-001
described in the accompanying schedule of findings to be a material weakness.

We also noted a certain matter not requiring inclusion in this report that we reported to the Township’s
management in a separate letter dated October 26, 2011.

We intend this report solely for the information and use of management, the audit committee, Board of
Trustees, and others within the Township. We intend it for no one other than these specified parties.

FINDING NUMBER 2010-001
Material Weakness
Financial Reporting

Inaccurate posting of transactions impedes the ability of the Trustees to accurately assess the financial
status of the Township. We noted examples such as the following during our audit:

. Charges for Services for road mowing in the amount of $13,294 in 2009 and 2010, respectively,
was incorrectly recorded as miscellaneous revenue in the Special Revenue Funds.

. $2,750 and $1,380 of rollback/homestead monies in 2009 and 2010, respectively, were recorded as
tax revenue, rather than intergovernmental revenue in the General Fund.

. $13,505 and $6,829 of rollback/homestead monies in 2009 and 2010, respectively, were recorded
as tax revenue, rather than intergovernmental revenue in the Special Revenue Funds.

As a result, the Township’s financial statements did not correctly reflect the financial activity of the
Township. The accompanying financial statements have been adjusted so these transactions reflect their
intended use.

We recommend the Fiscal Officer post all transactions in accordance with the guidance established by
the Ohio Township Handbook issued by the Auditor of State. Further, the Township should adopt policies
and procedures including a final review of the financial statements by the Fiscal Officer and Trustees to
ensure errors and omissions are detected and corrected.

FINDING NUMBER 2010-002
Noncompliance Citation

Ohio Revised Code, § 5705.41(B), prohibits a subdivision or taxing unit from making any expenditure of
money unless it has been properly appropriated in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code.

In 2010, expenditures ($11,400) exceeded appropriations ($10,680) by $720 in the Fire Department State
Grants Fund.

The Board’'s management was advised the failure to have adequate appropriations in place at the time
expenditures are made could cause expenditures to exceed available resources, further resulting in
deficit spending practices.

The Fiscal Officer should not certify the availability of funds and deny payment requests that exceed

appropriations. The Fiscal Officer may request the Board approve increased expenditure levels by
increasing appropriations and amending estimated resources, if necessary.

FINDING NUMBER 2010-003
Noncompliance Citation

Ohio Revised Code, § 5705.41(D)(1), states that no subdivision shall make any contract or give any
order involving the expenditure of money unless there is attached thereto a certificate of the fiscal officer
of the subdivision. The fiscal officer must certify that the amount required to meet such a commitment
has been lawfully appropriated and is in the treasury or in the process of collection to the credit of an
appropriate fund free from any previous encumbrance. Every such contract made without such a
certificate shall be void and no warrant shall be issued in payment of any amount due thereon.

There are several exceptions to the standard requirement stated above that a fiscal officer’s certificate
must be obtained prior to a subdivision or taxing authority entering into a contract or order involving the
expenditure of money. The main exceptions are: “then and now” certificates, blanket certificates, and
super blanket certificates, which are provided for in sections 5705.41(D)(1) and 5705.41(D)(3),
respectively, of the Ohio Revised Code.

Then and Now Certificate: If the fiscal officer can certify that both at the time that the contract or order
was made (“then”), and at the time that the fiscal officer is completing the certification (“now”), that
sufficient funds were available or in the process of collection, to the credit of a proper fund, properly
appropriated and free from any previous encumbrance, the Township can authorize the drawing of a
warrant for payment of the amount due. The Township has thirty days from the receipt of the “then and
now” certificate to approve payment by resolution or ordinance.

Amounts of less than $3,000 may be paid by the fiscal officer without such affirmation of the taxing
authority upon completion of the “then and now” certificate, provided that the expenditure is otherwise
lawful. This does not eliminate any otherwise applicable requirement for approval of expenditures by the
taxing authority.

Blanket Certificate: Fiscal Officers may prepare “blanket” certificates not exceeding amounts
(appropriations) as approved by the Board via Ordinance or Resolution, or running beyond the current
year. The blanket certificates may, but need not, be limited to a specific vendor. Only one blanket
certificate may be outstanding at one particular time for any one particular line item appropriation.

Super Blanket Certificate: The Township may also make expenditures and contracts for any amount
from a specific line-item appropriation account in a specified fund upon certification of the fiscal officer for
most professional services, fuel, oil, food items, and any other specific recurring and reasonably
predictable operating expense. This certification is not to extend beyond the current year. More than one
super blanket certificate may be outstanding at a particular time for any line item appropriation.

Twenty-four percent of the transactions tested were not certified by the Fiscal Officer at the time the
commitment was incurred, and there was no evidence the Township followed the aforementioned
exceptions. Failure to properly certify the availability of funds can result in overspending funds and
negative cash fund balances.

Certification is not only required by Ohio law but is a key control in the disbursements process to help

assure purchase commitments receive prior approval, and to help reduce the possibility of Township
funds being over expended or exceeding budgetary spending limitations as set by the Board.

To improve controls over disbursements, we recommend all Township disbursements receive prior
certification of the Fiscal Officer and the Board periodically review the expenditures made to ensure they
are within the appropriations adopted by the Board, certified by the fiscal officer and recorded against
appropriations.

FINDING NUMBER 2010-004
Noncompliance Citation

Ohio Revised Code, § 5705.10, provides all money paid into any fund shall be used only for the purpose
for which such fund is established. Furthermore, this code section requires all revenue derived from a
source other than general property tax and which the law prescribes shall be used for a particular
purpose is to be paid into a special fund for such purpose.

Rollback/homestead and personal property tax reimbursement revenue of $2,571 was not posted to the
Road and Bridge Levy Fund in 2009; instead it was posted to the Special Fire Levy Fund. Improper
reporting of revenue could cause management to draw incorrect conclusions regarding its fiscal position.
The Township’s accounting records have been adjusted to include these revenues in the correct fund.

Financial activity should be properly reported in the accounting ledgers so the Trustees can better assess
whether financial goals are being met on an ongoing basis. As part of the monitoring process, the Board
of Trustees should review financial records to make sure amounts are properly reflected in the
appropriate funds and there are sufficient funds to pay fund obligations.

We did not receive a response from Officials to the findings reported above.
