Basis for Adverse Opinion on U.S. Generally Accepted Accounting Principles

As described in Note 2 of the financial statements, the Council prepared these financial statements using
the accounting basis permitted by the financial reporting provisions of Ohio Revised Code § 117.38 and
Ohio Administrative Code § 117-2-03(D), which is an accounting basis other than accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP), to satisfy these requirements.

Although the effects on the financial statements of the variances between the regulatory accounting basis
and GAAP are not reasonably determinable, we presume they are material.

Though the Council does not intend these statements to conform to GAAP, auditing standards generally
accepted in the United States of America require us to include an adverse opinion on GAAP. However,
the adverse opinion does not imply the amounts reported are materially misstated under the accounting
basis Ohio Revised Code § 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code § 117-2-03(D) permit. Our opinion on
this accounting basis is in the Opinion on Regulatory Basis of Accounting paragraph below.

2. Development and implementation of a process that annually evaluates and prioritizes services,
fills service gaps where possible, and invents new approaches to achieve better results for
families and children;

3. Participation in the development of a countywide, comprehensive, coordinated, multi-
disciplinary interagency system for infants and toddlers with developmental disabilities or delays
and their families, as established pursuant to federal grants received and administered by the
Department of Health for early intervention services under the “Individuals with Disabilities

The general fund balance is available to the Council for any purpose provided it
is expended or transferred according to the general laws of Ohio.

Special Revenue Funds These funds account for and report the proceeds of specific revenue sources that
are restricted or committed to expenditure for specified purposes. The Council had the following Special
Revenue Fund:

Help Me Grow Grant Fund This fund receives federal and state monies to provide families with
services and support such as prenatal visits, newborn visits, ongoing home visits and support from
other parents.

Administrative/Fiscal Agent

The Perry County Board of Developmental Disabilities is the designated administrative and fiscal agent
for the Council. The Council’s funds are maintained by the County in separate funds.

Basis of Accounting

These financial statements follow the accounting basis permitted by the financial reporting provisions of
Ohio Revised Code Section 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code Section 117-2-03 (D). This basis is
similar to the cash receipts and disbursements accounting basis. The Board recognizes receipts when
received in cash rather than when earned, and recognizes disbursements when paid rather than when a
liability is incurred. Budgetary presentations report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made
(i.e., when an encumbrance is approved).

These statements include adequate disclosure of material matters, as the financial reporting provisions of
Ohio Revised Code Section 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code Section 117-2-03(D) permit.

Budgetary Process

The Council is required by Ohio Revised Code to file an annual budget with its administrative agent. The
Council estimates revenues and expenditures for the year and submits these estimates to the Perry County
Board of Developmental Disabilities and it is included in the annual budget submitted to the County
Auditor. The Council and the Board approve changes made through their approval of vouchers and
financial statements throughout the year.

Deposits of monies are made with the Perry County Treasurer
and fund expenditures and balances are reported through the Perry County Auditor. Deposits and
investments are made in accordance with the Ohio Revised Code and are valued at the fiscal agent’s
carrying amount.

Capital Assets

The Council records disbursements for acquisitions of property, plant and equipment when paid. The
accompanying financial statements do not report these items as assets.

Accumulated Leave

In certain circumstances, such as upon leaving employment, employees are entitled to cash payments for
unused leave. The financial statements do not include a liability for unpaid leave.

Fund Balance

Fund balance is divided into three classifications based primarily on the extent to which the Council must
observe constraints imposed upon the use of its governmental-fund resources. The classifications are as
follows:

Restricted Fund balance is restricted when constraints placed on the use of resources are either
externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors, or laws
or regulations of other governments; or is imposed by law through constitutional provisions.

Assigned Assigned fund balances are intended for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria
to be classified as restricted or committed. Governmental funds other than the general fund report
all fund balances as assigned unless they are restricted or committed. In the general fund,
assigned amounts represent intended uses established by the Council, which includes giving the
administrative/fiscal agent the authority to constrain monies for intended purposes.

Unassigned Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the general fund and
includes amounts not included in the other classifications. In other governmental funds, the
unassigned classification is only used to report a deficit fund balance.

The Council applies restricted resources first when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which
either restricted or unrestricted (committed, assigned, and unassigned) amounts are available. Similarly,
within unrestricted fund balance, committed amounts are reduced first followed by assigned, and then
unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of the
unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.

Note 6 — Defined Benefit Pension Plans

The Perry County Board of Developmental Disabilities employees perform certain services for the
Council and are paid with Help Me Grow Funds. These employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees
Retirement System (OPERS). OPERS is a cost-sharing, multiple-employer plan. The Ohio Revised
Code prescribes this plan’s benefits, which include postretirement healthcare and survivor and disability
benefits.

The Ohio Revised Code also prescribes contribution rates. For 2016, OPERS members contributed 10
percent of their gross salaries and the Council contributed an amount equaling 14 percent, respectively, of
participants’ gross salaries. The Council has paid all contributions required through December 31, 2016.

Note 7 — Postemployment Benefits

OPERS offers cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit postemployment plans, which include
multiple health care plans including medical coverage, prescription drug coverage, deposits to a Health
Reimbursement Arrangement and Medicare Part B premium reimbursements, to qualifying benefit
recipients. OPERS contributes 2 percent of the employer contribution to fund these benefits.

Note 8 — Contingent Liabilities

Amounts grantor agencies pay to the Council are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor,
principally the federal government. The grantor may require refunding any disallowed costs.
Management cannot presently determine amounts grantors may disallow. However, based on prior
experience, management believes any refunds would be immaterial.

Restricted Fund balance is restricted when constraints placed on the use of resources are either
externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors, or laws
or regulations of other governments; or is imposed by law through constitutional provisions.

Assigned Assigned fund balances are intended for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria
to be classified as restricted or committed. Governmental funds other than the general fund report
all fund balances as assigned unless they are restricted or committed. In the general fund,
assigned amounts represent intended uses established by the Council, which includes giving the
administrative/fiscal agent the authority to constrain monies for intended purposes.

Unassigned — Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the general fund and
includes amounts not included in the other classifications. In other governmental funds, the
unassigned classification is only used to report a deficit fund balance.

The Council applies restricted resources first when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which
either restricted or unrestricted (committed, assigned, and unassigned) amounts are available. Similarly,
within unrestricted fund balance, committed amounts are reduced first followed by assigned, and then
unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of the
unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.

Note 6 — Defined Benefit Pension Plans

The Perry County Board of Developmental Disabilities employees perform certain services for the
Council and are paid with Help Me Grow Funds. These employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees
Retirement System (OPERS). OPERS is a cost-sharing, multiple-employer plan. The Ohio Revised
Code prescribes this plan’s benefits, which include postretirement healthcare and survivor and disability
benefits.

The Ohio Revised Code also prescribes contribution rates. For 2015, OPERS members contributed 10
percent of their gross salaries and the Council contributed an amount equaling 14 percent, respectively, of
participants’ gross salaries. The Council has paid all contributions required through December 31, 2015.

Note 7 — Postemployment Benefits

OPERS offers cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit postemployment plans, which include
multiple health care plans including medical coverage, prescription drug coverage, deposits to a Health
Reimbursement Arrangement and Medicare Part B premium reimbursements, to qualifying benefit
recipients. OPERS contributes 2 percent of the employer contribution to fund these benefits.

Note 8 — Contingent Liabilities

Amounts grantor agencies pay to the Council are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor,
principally the federal government. The grantor may require refunding any disallowed costs.
Management cannot presently determine amounts grantors may disallow. However, based on prior
experience, management believes any refunds would be immaterial.

Note 9 — Related Party Transactions

In 2015, the Council paid $750 from the Children’s Trust Fund account to the administrative agent, the
Perry County Board of Developmental Disabilities, for administrative fees.

A material weakness is a deficiency, or combination of internal control
deficiencies resulting in a reasonable possibility that internal control will not prevent or detect and timely
correct a material misstatement of the Council’s financial statements. A significant deficiency is a
deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a material
weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this
section and was not designed to identify all internal control deficiencies that might be material
weaknesses or significant deficiencies.
