Management’ s Discussion and Analysis
For the Fiscal Year Ended June 30, 2019

The discussion and analysis of the Tri-Valley Local School District’s (the “School District”) financia
performance provides an overal review of the School Digtrict's financia activities for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 2019. The intent of this discussion and analysis is to look at the School District's
performance as a whole; readers should also review the notes to the basic financial statements and
financial statementsto enhance their understanding of the School District's financial performance.

Financial Highlights
Key financia highlightsfor 2019 are as follows:

In total, net position increased $4,986,107. For governmental activities, net position increased
$5,031,296, which represents a 25 percent increase from 2018 net position. For business-type
activities, net position decreased $45,189.

Capital assets of governmental activities decreased $2,044,292 during fiscal year 2019.
Outstanding debt of governmental activities decreased from $13,237,620 to $12,569,706.
Using this Annual Report

This annual report consists of a series of financial statements and notes to those statements. The
statements are organized so the reader can understand the School Digtrict as a whole entire operating
entity. The statements then proceed to provide an increasingly detailed look at specific financia
activities.

The Statement of Net Position and Statement of Activities provide information about the activities of the
whole School District, presenting both an aggregate view of the School District's finances and a longer-
term view of those finances. Fund financial statements provide the next level of detail. For governmental
funds, these statements tell how services were financed in the short-term as well as what remains for
future spending. The fund financial statements also look at the School District's most significant funds
with al other nonmgjor funds presented in total in one column. In the case of the School District, the
general fund and debt service fund are by far the most significant funds.

Reporting the School District as a Whole
Satement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities

While the basic financial statements contain the large number of funds used by the School District to
provide programs and activities, the view of the School District as a whole looks at all financia
transactions and asks the question, “How did we do financially during fiscal year 20197" The Statement
of Net Position and the Statement of Activities answer this question. These statements include all assets,
deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources using the accrua basis of
accounting similar to the accounting used by most private-sector companies. This basis of accounting
takes into account all of the current year's revenues and expenses regardless of when cash is received or
paid.

These two statements report the School District's net position and changes in net position. This changein
net position is important because it tells the reader that, for the School District as a whole, the financial
position of the School District has improved or diminished. The causes of this change may be the result of
many factors, some financial, some not. Non-financial factors include the School District's property tax
base, current property tax laws in Ohio which restrict revenue growth, facility conditions, required
educational programs, and other factors.

In the Satement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities, the School District is divided into two
distinct kinds of activities:

Governmental Activities - Most of the School District's programs and services are reported here,
including instruction, support services, extracurricular activities and operation of non-instructional
Services.

Business-Type Activities - These services are provided on a charge for goods or services basis to
recover al or the majority of the expenses of the goods or services provided. The School District’s
Scottie Kid's Club fund is reported as a business-type activity.

Reporting the School District's Most Significant Funds
Fund Financial Satements

Fund financial reports provide detailed information about the School District’s mgjor funds. The School
District uses many funds to account for a multitude of financia transactions; however, these fund
financial statements focus on the School District's most significant funds. The School District's major
governmental funds are the general fund and the debt service fund.

Governmental Funds Most of the School District's activities are reported in governmental funds, which
focus on how money flows into and out of those funds and the balances left at year-end available for
spending in future periods. These funds are reported using an accounting method called modified accrual
accounting, which measures cash and al other financial assets that can readily be converted to cash. The
governmental fund statements provide a detailed short-term view of the School District's general
government operations and the basic services it provides. Governmental fund information helps you
determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in the near future to
finance educational programs. The relationship (or differences) between governmental activities (reported
in the Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities) and governmental fundsis reconciled in
the financial statements.

Proprietary Funds The School District maintains two types of proprietary funds. Internal service funds
are an accounting device used to accumulate and alocate costs internaly among the School Digtrict’s
various functions. The School District uses an internal service fund to account for its health insurance
benefits. Because this service predominately benefits governmental functions, it has been included within
the governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. Enterprise funds use the same
basis of accounting as business-type activities; therefore, these statements will essentially match. The
School District’s major enterprise fund is the Scottie Kid's Club fund.

Management’ s Discussion and Analysis
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Reporting the School District’s Fiduciary Responsibilities

The School District is the trustee, or fiduciary, for some of its scholarship programs. This activity is
presented as a private purpose trust fund. The School District also acts in a trustee capacity as an agent
for individuas, private organizations, other governmenta units and/or other funds. These activities are
reported in an agency fund. The School District’s fiduciary activities are reported in separate Statements
of Fiduciary Net Position and Changes in Fiduciary Net Position. These activities are excluded from the
School District’s other financial statements because the assets cannot be utilized by the School District to
finance its operations.

The School District asa Whole

Recall that the Statement of Net Position provides the perspective of the School District as a whole.

The net pension liability (NPL) is the largest single liability reported by the School District at June 30,
2019 and is reported pursuant to GASB Statement 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for
Pensions—an Amendment of GASB Statement 27. In a prior period, the School District adopted GASB
Statement 75, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions,
which significantly revises accounting for costs and assetg/liabilities related to other postemployment
benefits (OPEB). For reasons discussed below, many end users of this financial statement will gain a
clearer understanding of the School District’s actua financia condition by adding deferred inflows
related to pension and OPEB, the net pension liability and the net OPEB asset/liability (NOA/NOL) to the
reported net position and subtracting deferred outflows related to pension and OPEB.

Governmental Accounting Standards Board standards are national and apply to all government financia
reports prepared in accordance with generaly accepted accounting principles. Prior accounting for
pensions (GASB 27) and postemployment benefits (GASB 45) focused on a funding approach. This
approach limited pension and OPEB costs to contributions annually required by law, which may or may
not be sufficient to fully fund each plan’s net pension liability or net OPEB liability. GASB 68 and
GASB 75 take an earnings approach to pension and OPEB accounting; however, the nature of Ohio’s
statewide pension/OPEB plans and state law governing those systems requires additional explanation in
order to properly understand the information presented in these statements.

GASB 68 and GASB 75 require the net pension liability and the net OPEB asset/liability to equal the
School Digtrict’s proportionate share of each plan’s collective:

1. Present value of estimated future pension/OPEB benefits attributable to active and inactive
employees' past service
2 Minus plan assets avail able to pay these benefits

GASB notes that penson and OPEB obligations, whether funded or unfunded, are part of the
“employment exchange” — that is, the employee is trading his or her labor in exchange for wages,
benefits, and the promise of a future pension and other postemployment benefits. GASB noted that the
unfunded portion of this promiseis a present obligation of the government, part of a bargained-for benefit
to the employee, and should accordingly be reported by the government as a liability since they received
the benefit of the exchange. However, the School District is not responsible for certain key factors
affecting the balance of these assetg/liabilities. In Ohio, the employee shares the obligation of funding
pension benefits with the employer. Both employer and employee contribution rates are capped by State
statute. A change in these caps requires action of both Houses of the General Assembly and approval of
the Governor. Benefit provisions are also determined by State statute. The Ohio revised Code permits,
but does not require the retirement systems to provide healthcare to eligible benefit recipients. The
retirement systems may alocate a portion of the employer contributions to provide for these OPEB
benefits.

The employee enters the employment exchange with the knowledge that the employer’s promise is
limited not by contract but by law. The employer enters the exchange also knowing that there is a
specific, legal limit to its contribution to the retirement system. In Ohio, there is no legal means to
enforce the unfunded asset/liability of the pension/OPEB plan as against the public employer. State law
operates to mitigate/lessen the moral obligation of the public employer to the employee, because all
parties enter the employment exchange with notice asto the law. The retirement system is responsible for
the administration of the pension and OPEB plans.
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Most long-term liabilities have set repayment schedules or, in the case of compensated absences (i.e. sick
and vacation leave), are satisfied through paid time-off or termination payments. There is no repayment
schedule for the net pension liability or the net OPEB liability. As explained above, changes in benefits,
contribution rates, and return on investments affect the balance of these liabilities, but are outside the
control of theloca government. In the event that contributions, investment returns, and other changes are
insufficient to keep up with required payments, State statute does not assign/identify the responsible party
for the unfunded portion. Due to the unique nature of how the net pension liability and the net OPEB
liability are satisfied, these liabilities are separately identified within the long-term liability section of the
statement of net position.

In accordance with GASB 68 and GASB 75, the School District’s statements prepared on an accrual basis
of accounting include an annua pension expense and an annual OPEB expense for their proportionate
share of each plan’s change in net pension liability and net OPEB asset/liability, respectively, not
accounted for as deferred inflows/outflows.

Governmental Activities

At fiscal year-end, capital assets represented 57 percent of total assets. Capital assets include land,
construction in progress, land improvements, buildings and improvements, furniture, fixtures and
equipment, vehicles and infrastructure. Net investment in capital assets was $33,814,170 at June 30,
2019. These capital assets are used to provide services to students and are not available for future
spending. Although the School District’s investment in capital assets is reported net of related debt, it
should be noted that the resources to repay the debt must be provided from other sources, since capital
assets may not be used to liquidate these liabilities.

A portion of the School District’s net position, $6,601,799, or 26 percent, represents resources that are
subject to external restrictions on how they may be used. The balance of government-wide unrestricted
net position is a deficit balance of $15,056,801, which is primarily caused by the accounting treatment
related to GASB 68 and GASB 75. The decrease in net investment in capital assetsis the result of the net
decrease in capital assets exceeding debt payments.

Current and other assets increased with the most significant increase being cash and investments as a
result of revenues outpacing expenditures. Property tax receivables aso increased partially due to an
increase in the assessed property tax values for tax year 2018. The decrease in capital assets is due to
depreciation exceeding capital purchasesin the current fiscal year.

There was a significant change in net pension/OPEB asset/liability for the School District. These
fluctuations are due to changes in the retirement systems unfunded liabilities/assets that are passed
through to the School Didtrict’s financia statements All components of pension and OPEB accruals
contribute to the fluctuations in deferred outflows/inflows and NPL/NOL/NOA and are described in more
detail in their respective notes.

Deferred inflows from property taxes increased due to an increase in tax receipts as aresult of the 2018
tax year valuation increase.

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While cash basis property tax collections increased approximately $500,000 or 5 percent, this was entirely
offset by the change in the amount available for advance at June 30. The due date for 2nd haf 2016
property taxes (paid in 2017) was mid-July, which made the amount collected and available for advance
considerably less than 2018 and 2019. On the accrua basis of accounting, this resulted in an unusually
significant increase (approximately $2.5 million) in tax revenue being reported in fiscal year 2018.

There was an increase in other revenue during 2019 which was primarily caused by an increase in the
interest received on the School District’s investments. Fluctuations in instructional and support services
expenses were caused by changes in the School District’'s pension and OPEB accruals as previously
discussed.

The Statement of Activities shows the cost of program services and the charges for services and grants
offsetting those services. Table 3 shows, for governmental activities, the total cost of services and the net
cost of services. That is, it identifies the cost of these services supported by tax revenue and unrestricted
State entitlements.

The total and net cost of services changes were primarily caused by the changes related to
NPL/NOA/NOL, as previousdly discussed.

The dependence upon general revenues for governmental activities is apparent. Approximately 77
percent of governmental activities are supported through taxes and other general revenues; such revenues
are approximately 81 percent of total governmental revenues. The community, as a whole, is by far the
primary support for the School District students.

Business-Type Activities

The School District has one fund reported as a business-type activity. Operations for Scottie Kid's Club,
a before and after school child care program, began in fiscal year 2013. The program’s net change was a
decrease of $45,189 which was caused primarily by a decrease in the allocation of deferred outflows
related to GASB 68 and 75 accruals.

Governmental Funds
The School District’s mgjor funds accounted for using the modified accrual basis of accounting.

The genera fund’s net change in fund balance for fiscal year 2019 was an increase of $2,815,091. The
most significant cause of the increase was due to revenues exceeding expenditures.

The fund balance of the debt service fund decreased by $136,275, primarily due to the timing of tax
revenues and debt payments in accordance with amortization schedul es.

General Fund Budgeting Highlights

The School District's budget is prepared according to Ohio law and is based on accounting for certain
transactions on a basis of cash receipts, disbursements, and encumbrances. The most significant budgeted
fund isthe general fund.

During the course of fiscal year 2019, the School District amended its general fund budget. The School
District uses site-based budgeting and budgeting systems are designed to tightly control total site budgets
but provide flexibility for site management.

Original Budget Compared to Final Budget During the year, there was no need for any significant
amendments to increase either the original estimated revenues or origina budgeted appropriations. The
exception was an increase in appropriations for special instruction in the amount of $1,146,000. This
increase is due to changes made by the School District in the alocation of certain special education
expenditures.

Final Budget Compared to Actual Results A review of actual expenditures compared to the
appropriations in the final budget reveded no significant variances with one exception. Actual
expenditures for special education were $962,194 less than the related appropriation of $5,960,537, which
isthe result of the School District not spending as much as expected.

There were no significant variances to discuss within other financing sources and uses.

The School District has developed a fiscal practice of spending within the limits of available revenues.
Beginning in fiscal year 2011, the School District reduced its expenditures in all areas, including staffing,
SO as to maintain a positive cash position. Those changes, along with continued fiscal monitoring, have
helped put the School District in a better financial position for the future. Additional reductions in
expenses will be considered in the coming years on an as needed basis. Raising revenues by means of an
operating levy will be considered only when all viable reductions have been exhausted.

Note 1 - Description of the School District and Reporting Entity

Tri-Valley Loca School Digtrict (the “School Digtrict”) is organized under Article VI, Section 2 and 3 of the
Constitution of the State of Ohio. The School District operates under alocally-elected Board form of government
consisting of five-members el ected at-large for staggered four year terms. The School District provides educational
services as authorized by State statute and/or federal guidelines.

The School District was established in 1966. The School District serves an areaof approximately 230 square miles.
It is located in Muskingum and Coshocton Counties and includes al of Adams, Jefferson, Salem, Jackson,
Muskingum and Madison Townships and aportion of Licking, Virginia, and Washington Townships. The School
District currently operates 11 instructional/support buildings.

Reporting Entity

A reporting entity iscomprised of the primary government, component units and other organi zationsthat areincluded
to ensurethat thefinancia statementsare not misleading. The primary government of the School District consists of
al funds, departments, boards and agencies that are not legally separate from the School District. For Tri-Valey
Local School District, this includes general operations, food service and student related activities of the School
District.

Component units are legally separate organizations for which the School District is financially accountable. The
Schoal District isfinancially accountable for an organization if the School District appoints avoting majority of the
organization's governing board and (1) the School District is ableto significantly influence the programs or services
performed or provided by the organization; or (2) the School District islegally entitled to or can otherwise accessthe
organization's resources;(3) the School Didtrict is legally obligated or has otherwise assumed the responsibility to
finance deficits of, or providefinancial support to, the organization; (4) or the School Didtrict isobligated for the debt
of the organization. Component units may also include organizations that are fiscally dependent on the School
District in that the School District approves the budget, the issuance of debt, or the levying of taxes. The School
District does not have any component units.

The School District participatesin the Licking Area Computer Association (LACA), the Mid-East Ohio Career and
Technology Center, the Ohio Mid-Eastern Regional Educationa Service Agency (OME-RESA), and the Codiition of
Rura and Appalachian Schools, which are defined as jointly governed organizations and the Ohio School Boards
Association Workers' Compensation Group Rating Plan and the Ohio School Benefits Cooperative, which are defined
as public entity risk pools. Additional information concerning these organizationsis presented in Notes 14 and 15.

Note 2 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Thefinancial statements of the School District have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles (GAAP) asapplied to local governmental units. The Governmental Accounting StandardsBoard (GASB)

is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financia reporting principles.
Following are the more significant of the School District’s accounting policies.
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A. Basisof Presentation

The School District'sbasic financial statements consist of government-wide statements, including a Statement of Net
Position and a Statement of Activities, and fund financial statementswhich provide amore detailed levd of financial
information.

Government-wide Financial Statements The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities display
information about the School District as a whole. These statements include the financia activities of the primary
government, except for fiduciary funds. The activity of theinternal servicefund isalso eliminated to avoid "doubling
up" revenues and expenses. The statements distinguish between those activities of the School District that are
governmental and those that are considered business-type activities.

The Statement of Net Position presentsthe financial condition of the governmental and business-type activitiesof the
School District at fiscal year-end. The Statement of Activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and
program revenues for each program or function of the School District's governmental activitiesand for the business-
type activities of the School District. Direct expenses arethosethat are specifically associated with aservice, program,
or department and therefore clearly identifiable to a particular function. Program revenuesinclude charges paid by
the recipient of the goods or services offered by the program, grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting
the operational or capital requirements of a particular program, and interest earned on grants that is required to be
used to support aparticular program. Revenueswhich are not classified as program revenues are presented as general
revenues of the School District with certain limitations. The comparison of direct expenseswith program revenues
identifies the extent to which each business segment or governmental function is self-financing or draws from the
general revenues of the School District.

Fund Financial Statements During the year, the School District segregates transactions related to certain School
Didtrict functions or activities in separate funds in order to aid financial management and to demonstrate legal
compliance. Fund financial statements are designed to present financia information of the School District at this
more detailed level. The focus of governmental and enterprise fund financial statementsis on major funds. Each
major fund is presented in aseparate column. Nonmagjor funds are aggregated and presented in asinglecolumn. The
internal servicefund is presented in a separate column on the face of the proprietary fund statements. Fiduciary funds
are reported by type.

B. Fund Accounting

The School District uses funds to maintain its financial records during the year. A fund is defined as a fiscal and
accounting entity with a self balancing set of accounts. There are three categories of funds: governmental,
proprietary, and fiduciary.

Governmental Funds Governmenta funds are those through which most governmental functions typically are
financed. Governmental fund reporting focuses on the sources, uses, and balances of current financial resources.
Expendable assets are assigned to the various governmental funds according to the purposes for which they may or
must be used. Current liabilities are assigned to the fund from which they will be paid. The difference between
governmental fund assets and deferred outflows of resources and liabilities and deferred inflows of resources is
reported as fund balance. The following are the School District's mgjor governmental funds:
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General Fund The General Fund accountsfor al financial resources except those required to be accounted
for in ancther fund. The general fund balanceisavailable to the School District for any purpose provided it
is expended or transferred according to the general laws of Ohio.

Debt Service Fund The Debt Service fund is used to account for the accumulation of resourcesfor, and the
payment of, general long-term principal, interest and related costs.

The other governmental funds of the School District account for grants and other resources to which the School
District is bound to observe constraints imposed upon the use of the resources.

Proprietary Fund Type Proprietary funds focus on the determination of operating income, changesin net position,
financial position and cash flows. The following are the School Digtrict’s proprietary fund types:

Enterprise Fund Enterprise funds may be used to account for any activity for which afeeis charged to
external usersfor goods and services. The School District’s mgjor enterprise fund is:

Scottie Kid' s Club This fund accounts for transactions made in connection with before and after
school child care program, formerly known as “Latch-Key.”

Internal Service Fund The internal service fund accounts for the financing of services provided by one
department or agency to other departments or agencies of the School District on acost reimbursement basis.
The School Digtrict’ sonly internal service fund accountsfor a self-insurance program for employee medical,
prescription drug and dental claims.

Fiduciary Funds Fiduciary fund reporting focuses on net position and changesin net position. Thefiduciary fund
category issplitinto four classifications: pension trust funds, investment trust funds, private purposetrust funds, and
agency funds. Trust funds are used to account for assets held by the School District under a trust agreement for
individuals, private organizations, or other governmentsand are therefore not available to support the School District's
own programs. The School Digtrict’s only trust fund is a private purpose trust fund, which accounts for several
scholarship programs for students. Agency fundsare custodial in nature (assets equal liabilities) and do not involve
measurement of results of operations. The School District's agency funds account for student activities and assets
held by the School District as an agent for outside activities.

C. Measurement Focus
Government-wide Financial Statements The government-wide financia statementsare prepared using the economic
resources measurement focus. All assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilitiesand deferred inflows of resources

associated with the operation of the School District areincluded on the Statement of Net Position. The Statement of
Activities presents increases (i.e., revenues) and decreases (i.e., expenses) in total net position.
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Fund Financial Statements All governmental funds are accounted for using aflow of current financial resources
measurement focus. With this measurement focus, only current assets and deferred outflows of resources and current
liabilitiesand deferred inflows of resources generally areincluded on the Balance Sheet. The Statement of Revenues,
Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balances reports on the sources (i.e., revenues and other financing sources) and
uses (i.e., expenditures and other financing uses) of current financial resources. This approach differs from the
manner in which the governmenta activities of the government-wide financia statements are prepared.
Governmental fund financia statementsthereforeincludeareconciliation with brief explanationsto better identify the
relationship between the government-wide statements and the statements for governmental funds.

Like the government-wide statements, the proprietary fund types are accounted for on aflow of economic resources
measurement focus. All assetsand deferred outflows of resourcesand al liabilitiesand deferred inflows of resources
associated with the operation of the fund are included on the Statement of Fund Net Position. The Statement of
Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Position presents increases (i.e., revenues) and decreases (i.e.,
expenses) in net position. The Statement of Cash Flows providesinformation about how the School District finances
and meets the cash flow needs of its proprietary fund activities.

The private purpose trust fund is reported using the economic resources measurement focus. Agency funds do not
report a measurement focus as they do not report operations.

D. Basisof Accounting

Basis of accounting determines when transactions are recorded in the financial records and reported on thefinancial
statements. Government-wide financia statements are prepared using the accrual basisof accounting. Governmental
funds use the modified accrua basis of accounting. Proprietary and fiduciary funds also use the accrual basis of
accounting. Differences in the accrua and the modified accrual basis of accounting arise in the recognition of
revenue, the recording of deferred outflows/inflows of resources, and in the presentation of expenses versus
expenditures.

Revenues - Exchange and Non-Exchange Transactions Revenue resulting from exchange transactions, in which
each party givesand receives essentialy equal value, isrecorded on the accrual basiswhen the exchangetakes place.
On amodified accrua basis, revenueisrecorded in thefiscal year in which the resources are measurable and become
available. Available means that the resources will be collected within the current fiscal year or are expected to be
collected soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current fiscal year. For the School District,
available means expected to be received within sixty days of the fiscal year-end.

Nonexchange transactions, in which the School District receives value without directly giving equal valuein return,
include property taxes, paymentsin lieu of taxes, grants, entitlements, and donations. On an accrua basis, revenue
from property taxesisrecognized in the fiscal year for which thetaxesarelevied (See Note 6). Revenue from grants,
entitlements, and donationsis recognized in the fiscal year in which al digibility requirements have been satisfied.
Eligibility requirementsinclude timing requirements, which specify the year when the resources are required to be
used or thefiscal year when useisfirst permitted, matching requirements, in which the School District must provide
local resourcesto be used for aspecified purpose, and expenditure requirements, in which the resources are provided
to the School District on areimbursement basis. Onamodified accrua basis, revenue from nonexchangetransactions
must also be available before it can be recognized.

Under the modified accrua basis, the following revenue sources are considered to be both measurable and available at
fiscal year-end: property taxes available as an advance, interest, tuition, grants, student fees, and rentals.
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Deferred Outflows/I nflows of Resources In addition to assets, the statements of financial position will sometimes
report aseparate section for deferred outflows of resources. Deferred outflows of resources represent aconsumption
of net position that applies to a future period and will not be recognized as an outflow of resources
(expense/expenditure) until then. For the School District, deferred outflows of resources are reported on the
government-wide statement of net position for pension and OPEB. The deferred outflows of resources related to
pension and OPEB plans are explained in Notes 10 and 11.

Inaddition to liabilities, the statements of financial position report aseparate section for deferred inflows of resources.
Deferred inflows of resources represent an acquisition of net position that applies to afuture period and will not be
recognized until that time. For the School District, deferred inflows of resourcesinclude property taxes, paymentsin
lieu of taxes, pension, OPEB and unavailable revenue. Property taxes represent amounts for which there is an
enforceable legal claim as of June 30, 2019, but which were levied to finance fiscal year 2020 operations. These
amounts have been recorded as a deferred inflow on both the government-wide statement of net position and
governmental fund financial statements. Unavailable revenue is reported only on the governmental funds balance
sheet, and represents receivables which will not be collected within the available period. For the School District,
unavailable revenue may include delinquent property taxes, grants and entitlements. These amountsare deferred and
recognized as an inflow of resources in the period the amounts become available. The details of these unavailable
revenues areidentified on the Reconciliation of Total Governmental Fund Balancesto Net Position of Governmental
Activities. Deferred inflows of resources related to pension and OPEB plans are reported on the government-wide
statement of net position. (See Notes 10 and 11).

Expenses/Expenditures On the accrual basis of accounting, expenses are recognized at thetimethey areincurred.
Thefair value of donated commaodities used during the year isreported in the operating statement as an expensewith
alike amount reported as intergovernmental revenue.

The measurement focus of governmental fund accounting is on decreases in net financia resources (expenditures)
rather than expenses. Expenditures are generally recognized in the accounting period in which the related fund
liability isincurred, if measurable. Allocations of cost, such as depreciation and amortization, are not recognized in
governmental funds.

E. Budgetary Data

All funds, other than agency funds, are legally required to be budgeted and appropriated. The mgjor documents
prepared are the tax budget, the appropriation resol ution and the certificate of estimated resources, which are prepared
on the budgetary basis of accounting. The tax budget demonstrates a need for existing or increased tax rates. The
certificate of estimated resources establishesalimit on the amountsthat the Board of Education may appropriate. The
appropriation resolution isthe Board' s authorization to spend resources and sets annual limits on expenditures plus
encumbrancesat alevel of control selected by the Board. Thelegal level of control has been established by the Board
of Education at thefund level. Budgetary modifications at thislevel require aresolution of the Board of Education.
The Treasurer has been given the authority to allocate fund appropriationswithin all funds. Advancesin/out are not
required to be budgeted since they represent a temporary cash flow resource and are intended to be repaid.
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The certificate of estimated resources may be amended during the year if projected increases or decreasesin revenue
are identified by the School District Treasurer. The amounts reported as the origina budgeted amounts in the
budgetary statements reflect the amounts in the certificate when the original appropriations were adopted. The
amounts reported as the final budgeted amounts in the budgetary statements reflect the amounts in the amended
certificate when the appropriations were passed by the Board.

The appropriation resolution is subject to amendment by the Board throughout the fiscal year with the restriction that
appropriations may not exceed estimated resources. The amounts reported as the original budgeted amounts reflect
the first appropriation for that fund that covered the entirefiscal year, including amounts automatically carried over
from prior fiscal years. Theamountsreported asthefinal budgeted amounts represent thefinal appropriation amounts
passed by the Board during the fiscal year.

F. Cash and | nvestments

To improve cash management, all cash received by the School Didtrict is pooled. Moniesfor all funds, including
proprietary funds, are maintained in thispool. Individual fund integrity is maintained through School District records.
Interest in the pool is presented as "Equity in Pooled Cash and Investments' on the financial statements.

During fiscal year 2019, investmentswere limited to negotiabl e certificates of deposit, Federal Home Loan Mortgage
Corporation notes, Federal Home Loan Bank notes, a money market account, and State Treasury Asset Reserve of
Ohio (STAR Ohio). Investmentsarereported at fair value, except for nonparticipating investment contracts such as
repurchase agreements, which are reported at cost.

During the year 2019, the School District invested in STAR Ohio. STAR Ohio (the State Treasury Asset Reserve of
Ohio), isan investment pool managed by the State Treasurer’ s Office which allows governments within the State to
pool their fundsfor investment purposes. STAR Ohioisnot registered with the SEC as an investment company, but
has adopted Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB), Statement No. 79, Certain External Investment
Pools and Poal Participants. The School District measures their investment in STAR Ohio at the net asset value
(NAV) per share provided by STAR Ohio. The NAV per shareiscal culated on an amortized cost basisthat provides
an NAV per share that approximates fair value.

For the fiscal year 2019, there were no limitations or restrictions on any participant withdrawals due to redemption
notice periods, liquidity fees, or redemption gates. However, notice must be given 24 hoursin advance of al deposits
and withdrawals exceeding $25 million. STAR Ohio reserves the right to limit the transaction to $100 million,
requiring the excess amount to be transacted the following business day(s), but only to the $100 million limit. All
accounts of the participant will be combined for these purposes.

Under existing Ohio statues, al investment earnings are assigned to the general fund except for those specifically
related to the building capital projects fund (a nonmajor governmental fund), or certain trust funds individually
authorized by board resolution. Investment earnings (including fair market value adjustments for investments)
credited to the general fund during fiscal year 2019 amounted to $361,857 which includes $130,924 assigned from
other School District funds.

Investments of the cash management pool and investments with an original maturity of three months or less at the
time they are purchased by the School District are presented on the financia statements as cash and investments.
Investments with an initial maturity of more than three months not purchased from the pool are reported as
investments.
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G. Interfund Balances

On fund financial statements, receivables and payables resulting from short-term interfund loans are classified as
“interfund receivables/payables.” Receivablesand payablesresulting from long-term interfund loans are classified as
“advances to/from other funds.” These amounts are eliminated in the governmental and business-type activities
columns of the statement of net position, except for the net residual amounts due between governmental and business-
type activities, which are presented as “interna balances’.

H. Inventory

Inventories are presented at cost on a first-in, first-out basis and are expended/expensed when used. Inventory
consists of expendable supplies held for consumption and purchased and donated food held for resale.

|. Capital Assets

All capital assets of the School District are classified as genera capital assets. These assets generally result from
expenditures in the governmental funds. These assets are reported in the governmental activities column of the
government-wide Statement of Net Position but are not reported in the fund financial statements.

All capital assetsare capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated for additionsand retirements during
theyear. The School Digtrict was ableto estimate the historical cost for theinitial reporting of assets by back-trending
(i.e., estimating current replacement cost of the asset to be capitalized and using an appropriate price-level index to
deflate the cost to the acquisition year or estimated acquisition year). Donated capital assets are recorded at their
acquisition value as of the date received. The School District maintains a capitalization threshold of $5,000.
Improvements are capitalized; the costs of normal maintenance and repairsthat do not add to the val ue of the asset or
materially extend an asset's life are not.

All reported capital assets, except land and construction in progress, are depreciated. Improvements are depreciated
over theremaining useful lives of therelated capital assets. Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method
over the following useful lives.

J. Compensated Absences

Vacation benefits are accrued asaliability asthe benefits are earned if the employees rightsto receive compensation
are attributableto services aready rendered and it is probabl e that the School District will compensate the employees
for the benefits through paid time off or some other means. The School District recordsaliability for vacation time
when earned.
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Sick leave benefits are accrued as aliability using the vesting method. Theliability includesthe employeeswho are
currently eligibleto receive termination benefits and those the School District hasidentified as probable of receiving
payment in the future. The amount isbased on accumulated sick leave and employee’ swagerates at fiscal year end,
taking into consideration any limits specified in the School District’ stermination policy. The School Digtrict records
aliability for accumulated unused sick leave for classified and certified employees after 14 years of current service
with the School Digtrict or 10 years of service and age 50 and older.

The entire compensated absence liability is reported on the government-wide financial statements.

Onthe governmental fund financial statements, compensated absences are recognized asliabilities and expenditures
to the extent payments come due each period upon the occurrence of employee resignations and retirements. These
amounts are recorded in the account “matured compensated absences payable”’ in the funds from which these
payments will be made. In proprietary funds, the entire amount of compensated absences is reported as a fund
liability.

K. Pensions and Other Postemployment Benefits (OPEB)

For purposes of measuring the net pension/OPEB asset/liability, deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows
of resourcesrelated to pension/OPEB, and pension/OPEB expense; information about the fiduciary net position of the
pension/OPEB plans and additions to/deductions from their fiduciary net positon have been determined on the same
basis as they are reported by the pension/OPEB plan. For this purpose, benefit payments (including refunds of
employee contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the benefit terms. The
pension/OPEB plans report investments at fair value.

L. Accrued Liabilitiesand Long-Term Obligations

All payables, accrued liabilities and long-term obligations are reported in the government-wide financia statements;
and al payables, accrued liabilities, and long-term obligations payable from proprietary funds are reported on the
proprietary fund financial statements. In general, governmenta fund payables and accrued liabilities that, once
incurred, are paid in atimely manner and in full from current financial resources, are reported as obligations of the
funds. However, claims and judgments, compensated absencesthat will be paid from governmental funds are reported
asaliability in thefund financia statements only to the extent that they are due for payment during the current fiscal
year. Net pension/OPEB liability should be recognized in the governmental fundsto the extent that benefit payments
are due and payable and the pension/OPEB plan’s fiduciary net position is not sufficient for payment of those
benefits.

M. Bond Discounts and Premiums

In the government-wide financia statements, bond premiums and discounts are deferred and amortized over theterm
of the bonds using the straight-line method, which approximates the effective interest method. Bonds payable are
reported net of the applicable bond premium or discount.

Interest on the capital appreciation bonds is accreted over the term of the bonds.

On the governmental fund financial statements, bond premiums and bond discounts are recognized in the period in

which debt isissued. Thefaceamount of the debt issueisreported as other financing sources. Premiumsreceived on
debt issuances are reported as other financing sources, while discounts are reported as other financing uses.
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N. Net Position

Net position represents the difference between assets and deferred outflows of resources and liabilities and deferred
inflows of resources. Net investment in capital assets, consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation,
reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowing used for the acquisition, construction or improvement of those
assets. Deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of resources that are attributable to the acquisition,
construction or improvement of those assets or related debt also should beincluded in this component of net position
Net position is reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use either through constitutional
provisions or enabling legidlation or through external restrictionsimposed by creditors, grantorsor laws or regulations
of other governments. At June 30, 2019, there was no net position restricted by enabling legidlation.

The School District applies restricted resources when an expenseisincurred for purposes for which both restricted
and unrestricted net position is available.

O. Fund Balance

In accordance with Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 54, Fund Balance Reporting and
Governmental Fund Type Definitions, the School District classifiesits fund balance based on the purpose for which
the resources were received and the level of constraint placed on the resources. The classifications are as follows:

Nonspendable— The nonspendabl e fund bal ance category includes amountsthat cannot be spent because they are not
in spendableform, or legally or contractually required to be maintained intact. The*not in spendableform” criterion
includes items that are not expected to be converted to cash. It aso includes the long-term amount of loans
receivable, as well as property acquired for resale, unless the use of the proceeds from the collection of those
receivables or from the sale of those propertiesis restricted, committed or assigned.

Restricted — Fund balance is reported as restricted when constraints placed on the use of resources are either
externally imposed by creditors (such asthrough debt covenants), grantors, contributorsor laws or regulations of other
governments or isimposed by law through constitutional provisions.

Committed — The committed fund balance classification includes amounts that can be used only for the specific
purposes imposed by a formal action (resolution) of the School District Board of Education. Those committed
amounts cannot be used for any other purpose unlessthe School District Board of Education removes or changesthe
specified use by taking the same type of action (resolution) it employed to previously commit those amounts.
Committed fund balance also incorporates contractua obligations to the extent that existing resources in the fund
have been specifically committed for use in satisfying those contractual regquirements.

Assigned — Amounts in the assigned fund balance classification are intended to be used by the School District for
specific purposes but do not meet the criteriato be classified asrestricted or committed. In governmental fundsother
than the general fund, assigned fund balance represents the remaining amount that is not restricted or committed. In
the general fund, assigned amounts represent intended uses established by policies of the School District Board of
Education. The Board of Education has by resol ution authorized the Treasurer to assign fund balance. The Board of
Education may also assign fund bal ance asit does when appropriating fund balanceto cover agap between estimated
revenue and appropriations in the subsequent year’ s appropriated budget.
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Unassigned — Unassigned fund balanceistheresidual classification for the general fund and includes all spendable
amounts not contained in the other classifications. In other governmental funds, the unassigned classification is used
only to report a deficit balance resulting from overspending for specific purposes for which amounts had been
restricted, committed or assigned.

The School District applies restricted resources first when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which either
restricted or unrestricted (committed, assigned and unassigned) amounts are available. Similarly, within unrestricted
fund balance, committed amounts are reduced first followed by assigned and then unassigned amounts when
expendituresareincurred for purposesfor which amountsin any of the unrestricted fund balance classificationscould
be used.

P. Interfund Activity

Transfers between governmental and busi ness-type activities on the government-wide statements are reported in the
same manner as general revenues.

Internal alocations of overhead expenses from one function to another or within the same function are eliminated
on the Statement of Activities. Payments for interfund services provided and used are not eliminated.

Exchange transactions between funds are reported as revenuesin the seller fundsand as expenditures/expensesin the
purchaser funds. Flows of cash or goods from one fund to another without a requirement for repayment are reported
asinterfund transfers. Interfund transfers are reported as other financing sources/usesin governmenta fundsand after
non-operating revenues/expenses in proprietary funds. Repayments from funds responsible for particular
expenditures/expenses to the funds that initially paid for them are not presented on the financial statements.

Q. Operating Revenues and Expenses

Operating revenues are those revenues that are generated directly from the primary activity of the proprietary funds.
For the School District, these revenues are chargesfor servicesfor child care and sdlf-insurance programs. Operating
expenses are necessary costs incurred to provide the goods or service that is the primary activity of the fund. All
revenues and expenses not meeting these definitions are reported as non-operating.

R. Extraordinary and Special Items

Extraordinary items are transactions or eventsthat are both unusual in nature and infrequent in occurrence. Special
items are transactions or events that are within the control of the Board of Education and that are either unusual in
nature or infrequent in occurrence. Neither type of transaction occurred during fiscal year 2019.

S. Edtimates

The preparation of financia statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires

management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial statements and
accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.
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T. Implementation of New Accounting Principles and Restatement of Net Position

For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2019, the School District hasimplemented Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (GASB) Statement No. 83, Certain Asset Retirement Obligations and GASB Statement No. 88, Certain
Disclosures Related to Debt, including Direct Borrowings and Direct Placements.

GASB Statement No. 83 establishes criteriafor determining the timing and pattern of recognition of aliability and a
corresponding deferred outflow of resourcesfor asset retirement obligations. Theimplementation of GASB Statement
No. 83 did not have an effect on the financia statements of the School District.

GASB Statement No. 88 establishes additional financial statement note disclosure requirements related to debt
obligations of governments, including direct borrowings and direct placements. The implementation of GASB
Statement No. 88 did not have an effect on the financial statements of the School District.

Note 3 — Accountability

The deficit balances resulted from adjustments for accrued liabilities. The genera fund is liable for any deficit in
these funds and will provide transfers when cash is required, not when accruals occur.

Note 4 - Budgetary Basis of Accounting

While the School District is reporting financial position, results of operations, and changes in fund balance on the
basis of generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP), the budgetary basis as provided by law is based upon
accounting for certain transactions on abasis of cash receipts, disbursements, and encumbrances. The Statement of
Revenues, Expenditures and Changesin Fund Balance - Budget (Non-GAAP Basis) and Actual, is presented on the
budgetary basis for the general fund. The magjor differences between the budget basis and GAAP basis are:

1. Revenues are recorded when received in cash (budget) as opposed to when susceptible to accrua
(GAAP).

2. Expenditures/expenses are recorded when paid in cash (budget) as opposed to when the liability is
incurred (GAAP).

3. Encumbrances are treated as expenditures (budget) rather than as restricted, committed or assigned
fund balance (GAAP).

4. Some funds are included in the general fund (GAAP), but have separate legally adopted budgets.

Thisincludes flower, uniform school supplies, summer basketball camp, underground storage tank deductible and
public school support funds.

Note5 - Deposits and I nvestments
State statute classifies monies held by the School District into three categories.

Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet current demands on the treasury. Such monies must be
maintained either as cash in the School District Treasury, in commercial accounts payable or withdrawable on
demand, including negotiable order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in money market deposit accounts.

Inactive monies are public depositsthat the School District’ sBoard of Education hasidentified asnot required for use
within the current five year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits must either be evidenced by
certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the current period of designation of depositories, or by
savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to, passbook accounts.

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim monies are those monieswhich are not needed for immediate
use but which will be needed before the end of the current period of designation of depositories. Interim deposits
must be evidenced by time certificates of deposit maturing not more than one year from the date of deposit, or by
savings or deposit accounts including passbook accounts.

Protection of the School District’s deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), by
eligible securities pledged by the financial ingtitution as security for repayment, or by the financial institutions
participation in the Ohio Pooled Collateral System (OPCS), acollateral pool of eligible securities deposited with a
qualified trustee and pledged to the Treasurer of State to secure the repayment of all public monies deposited in the
financial ingtitution.
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Interim monies may be deposited or invested in the following securities:

1. United States Treasury Notes, Bills, Bonds, or any other obligation or security issued by the United
States Treasury or any other obligation guaranteed as to principal and interest by the United States;

2. Bonds, notes, debentures, or any other obligations or securities issued by any federal government
agency or instrumentality, including but not limited to, the Federal National Mortgage Association,
Federal Home Loan Bank, Federal Farm Credit Bank, Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation,
Government National Mortgage Association, and Student Loan Marketing Association. All federa
agency securities shall be direct issuances of federal government agencies or instrumentalities;

3. Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided that the market value of the
securities subject to the repurchase agreement must exceed the principal value of the agreement by at
least two percent and be marked to market daily, and that the term of the agreement must not exceed
thirty days;

4. Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohio;

5. No-load money market mutual funds consisting exclusively of obligations described in division (1) or
(2) of thissection and repurchase agreements secured by such obligations, provided that investmentsin
securities described in this division are made only through eligible ingtitutions;

6. The State Treasurer'sinvestment pool (STAR Ohio);

7. Certain bankers' acceptancesand commercia paper notesfor aperiod not to exceed one hundred and
eighty days and two hundred and seventy days, respectively, in an amount not to exceed 40 percent of
the interim moneys available for investment at any on time; and,

8. Under limited circumstances, corporate debt interests rated in either of the two highest rating
classifications by at least two nationally recognized rating agencies.

Investmentsin stripped principal or interest obligations, reverse repurchase agreementsand derivativesare prohibited.
The issuance of taxable notes for the purpose of arbitrage, the use of leverage and short selling are also prohibited.
Aninvestment must mature within five yearsfrom the date of purchase unlessmatched to a specific obligation or debt
of the School District, and must be purchased with the expectation that it will be held to maturity.

Investments may only be made through specified dedersand institutions. Payment for investments may be made only
upon delivery of the securitiesrepresenting theinvestmentsto the Treasurer or qualified trustee or, if the securitiesare
not represented by a certificate, upon receipt of confirmation of transfer from the custodian.

Deposits - At year-end, $1,014,687 of the School District’s bank balance of $16,567,020 was exposed to custodial
credit risk. Although the securities were held by the pledging financial institutions' trust department in the School
Didtrict’ s name and all statutory requirements for the investment of money had been followed, noncompliance with
Federal requirements could potentially subject the School District to a successful claim by the FDIC.

Custodial Credit Risk Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the School
District will not be able to recover deposits or collateral securities that are in possession of an outside party.
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The School District has no deposit policy for custodial risk beyond the requirements of State statute. Ohio law
requires that deposits either be insured or protected by:

o Eligible securities pledged to the School District and deposited with a qualified trustee by the financial
institution as security for repayment whose market value at all times shall be at least 105 percent of the
deposits being secured; or

e Participation in the Ohio Pooled Collateral System (OPCS), a collateral pool of eligible securities
deposited with a qualified trustee and pledged to the Treasurer of State to secure the repayment of all
public monies deposited in the financial institution. OPCS requires the total market value of the
securities pledged to be 102 percent of the deposits being secured or a rate set by the Treasurer of State.

The School District categorizes its fair value measurements within the fair value hierarchy established by generally
accepted accounting principles. The hierarchy is based on the valuation inputs used to measure the fair value of the
asset. Level 1 inputs are quoted prices in active markets for identical assets. Level 2 inputs are significant other
observable inputs. Level 3 inputs are significant unobservable inputs. The above table identifies the School District’s
recurring fair value measurements as of June 30, 2019. The School District’s investments measured at fair value are
valued using methodologies that incorporate market inputs such as benchmark yields, reported trades, broker/dealer
quotes, issuer spreads, two-sided markets, benchmark securities, bids, offers, and reference data including market
research publications. Market indicators and industry and economic events are also monitored which could require
the need to acquire further market data (Level 2 inputs).

Interest Rate Risk The School District’s investment policy addresses interest rate risk to the extent that it allows the
Treasurer to invest funds to a maximum maturity of five years, and allows for the withdrawal of funds from
approved public depositories or sale of negotiable instruments prior to maturity. State statute requires that an
investment mature within five years from the date of purchase unless matched to a specific obligation or debt of the
School District, and that an investment must be purchased with the expectation that it will be held to maturity.
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STAR Ohioisaninvestment pool operated by the Ohio State Treasurer. Itisunclassified sinceitisnot evidenced by
securities that exist in physical or book entry form. Ohio law requires STAR Ohio to maintain the highest rating
provided by at least one nationally recognized standard rating service. The weighted average of maturity of the
portfolio held by STAR Ohio as of June 30, 2019, is 53 days.

Credit Risk The School Digtrict’ sinvestments at June 30, 2019 are rated as shown above by S & P Global Rating.
The School District has no investment policy that would further limit its investment choices.

Concentration of Credit Risk The School District places no limit on the amount that may be invested in any one
issuer.

Note 6 - Property Taxes

Property taxes are levied and assessed on a calendar year basis while the School District fiscal year runs from July
through June. First half tax collections are received by the School Didtrict in the second half of the fiscal year.
Second half tax distributions occur in the first half of the following fiscal year.

Property taxesinclude amountslevied against all real and public utility property located in the School District. Real
property tax revenuereceived in calendar year 2019 represents collections of calendar year 2018 taxes. Red property
taxes received in calendar year 2019 were levied after April 1, 2018, on the assessed value listed as of January 1,
2018, thelien date. Assessed valuesfor real property taxes are established by State law at 35 percent of appraised
market value. Real property taxes are payable annually or semi-annually. If paid annually, payment isdue December
31, if paid semiannually, the first payment is due December 31 with the remainder payableby June20. Under certain
circumstances, State statute permits alternate payment dates to be established.

Public utility property tax revenue received in calendar year 2019 represents collections of calendar year 2018 taxes.
Public utility real and tangible personal property taxes received in calendar year 2019 became a lien December 31,
2017, werelevied after April 1, 2018 and are collected in 2019 with real property taxes. Public utility real property is
assessed at 35 percent of true vaue; public utility tangible personal property currently is assessed at varying
percentages of true value.

The School District receives property taxes from Coshocton and Muskingum Counties. The County Auditors
periodically advance to the School Didtrict its portion of the taxes collected. Second-half real property tax payments
collected by the County by June 30, 2019, are availableto finance fiscal year 2019 operations. The amount of second-
half real property taxes available for advance at fiscal year-end can vary based on the date the tax bills are sent.

Accrued property taxes receivable includes real property, public utility property and delinquent tangible personal
property taxes which are measurable as of June 30, 2019, and for which thereis an enforceablelegal claim. Although
total property tax collectionsfor the next fiscal year are measurable, only the amount of real property taxesavailable
asan advance at June 30 waslevied to finance current fiscal year operationsand isreported asrevenue at fiscal year-
end. The portion of the receivable not levied to finance current fiscal year operationsis offset by acredit to deferred
inflows of resources.

On the accrual basis of accounting, collectible delinquent property taxes have been recorded as a receivable and

revenue, while on a modified accrual basis of accounting the revenue has been reported as a deferred inflow of
resources.

Note 7 - Receivables

Receivablesat June 30, 2019, consisted of property taxes, interfund, revenuein lieu of taxes, and intergovernmental.
All receivablesare considered collectiblein full dueto the ability to foreclose for the nonpayment of taxes, the stable
condition of State programs and the current fiscal year guarantee of Federal Funds. All receivablesare expected to be
collected within one year.

In prior years, tax abatement agreements were entered into between Muskingum County, varioustownshipsand local
businesses and were accepted by the School District to encourage economic growth in the County. In return for the
abatements, the businesses agreed to make paymentsin lieu of taxesto the School District. Each agreement statesa
specified percentage that the businesses will pay based on the amount of real property taxesthe School District would
have received. The receivables have been recorded in the funds pursuant to the agreements. The receivable is
recorded in the amount the School District will receive in the subsequent fiscal year.

Note 9 - Risk Management
A. Property and Liability

The School District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and destruction of assets;
errorsand omissions; injuriesto employees and natural disasters. The School District contractswith Liberty Mutua
Insurance Company for property and fleet insurance. Coverage provided by Liberty Mutua Insurance Company
follows:

Settlements have not exceeded coverage in any of the last three fiscal years. There has not been a significant
reduction in coverage from the prior year.
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B. Employee Medical Benefits

Medical, surgical and dental insuranceis offered to all full-time employees through a self-insurance internal service
fund. The School District participates with the Ohio School Benefits Cooperativewith Medical Mutual serving asthe
third-party administrator for the plan. Stop-loss coverageis purchased for individual claims above $100,000 and in
aggregate $4,763,986. With the stop loss coverage, the School District’ stotal maximum liability for the 2019 plan
year is$5,425,854. The School District pays 80 percent of family premiumsand 100 percent of single premiumsfor
the medical/surgical and prescription drug coverage which are $1,748 for family coverage or $690 for individual
coverage per month. The premiumispaid to theinternal service fund by the fund that paysthe salary for the covered
employee.

The School District aso pays 80 percent of family premiums and 100 percent of single premiums for the dental
premiums which are $105 for family coverage or $40 for individual coverage.

The claims liability of $181,954 reported in the interna service fund at June 30, 2019, is based on an estimate
provided by the third party administrator and the requirements of Governmental Accounting Standards Board
Statement No. 30 which requires that a liability for unpaid claim costs, including estimates of costs relating to
incurred but not reported claims, be reported. The estimate was not affected by incremental claim adjustment
expenses and does not include other allocated or unallocated claim adjustment expenses.

C. Workers Compensation

For fiscal year 2019, the School District participated in the Ohio School Boards Association Workers' Compensation
Group Experience Rating Program, an insurance purchasing pool (Note 15). Theintent of the Group Experience
Rating Program is to achieve the benefit of areduced premium for the School District by virtue of its grouping and
representation with other participants in the Group Experience Rating Program. The workers compensation
experience of the participating school districtsis calculated as one experience and acommon premium rateis applied
to al school districtsin the Group Experience Rating Program.

Each participant paysits workers compensation premium to the State based on the rate for the GRP rather than its
individual rate. Participation inthe Group Experience Rating Program islimited to school districtsthat can meet the
Group Experience Rating Program’ s selection criteria. Thefirm of CompManagement, Inc. providesadministrative,
cost control and actuarial services to the Group Experience Rating Program.
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Note 10 — Defined Benefit Pension Plans
Net Pension Liability

The net pension liability reported on the statement of net position represents a liability to employees for pensions.
Pensions are a component of exchange transactions—between an employer and its employees—of salaries and
benefitsfor employee services. Pensions are provided to an employee—on adeferred-payment basis—as part of the
total compensation package offered by an employer for employee services each financia period. The obligation to
sacrifice resources for pensionsis a present obligation because it was created as aresult of employment exchanges
that already have occurred.

The net pension liability represents the School District’s proportionate share of each pension plan’s collective
actuarial present value of projected benefit payments attributabl e to past periods of service, net of each pension plan’s
fiduciary net position. The net pension liability calculation is dependent on critical long-term variables, including
estimated average life expectancies, earnings on investments, cost of living adjustments and others. While these
estimates use the best information available, unknowable future events require adjusting this estimate annually.

Ohio Revised Code limits the School District’s abligation for this liability to annually required payments. The
Schoal District cannot control benefit terms or the manner in which pensions are financed; however, the School
District does receive the benefit of employees’ servicesin exchange for compensation including pension.

GASB 68 assumes the liability is solely the obligation of the employer, because (1) they benefit from employee
services; and (2) State statute requires all funding to come from these employers. All contributionsto date have come
solely from these employers (which also includes costs paid in the form of withholdings from employees). State
statute requiresthe pension plansto amortize unfunded liabilitieswithin 30 years. If the amortization period exceeds
30 years, each pension plan’ s board must propose corrective action to the State legislature. Any resulting legislative
change to benefits or funding could significantly affect the net pension liability. Resulting adjustments to the net
pension liability would be effective when the changes are legally enforceable.

The proportionate share of each plan’s unfunded benefits is presented as a long-term net pension liability on the
accrual basis of accounting. Any liability for the contractually-required pension contribution outstanding at the end of
the year isincluded in intergovernmental payable on both the accrual and modified accrual bases of accounting.

Plan Description - School Employees Retirement System (SERS)

Plan Description — School District non-teaching employees participate in SERS, a statewide, cost-sharing multiple-
employer defined benefit pension plan administered by SERS. SERS provides retirement, disability and survivor
benefitsto plan members and beneficiaries. Authority to establish and amend benefitsis provided by Ohio Revised
Code Chapter 3309. SERSissuesapublicly available, stand-aonefinancia report that includesfinancia statements,
required supplementary information and detailed information about SERS' fiduciary net position. That report can be
obtained by visiting the SERS website at www.ohsers.org under Employers/Audit Resources.
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Age and service requirements for retirement are as follows:

Annual retirement benefits are cal culated based on final average salary multiplied by apercentage that varies based on
year of service; 2.2 percent for the first 30 years of service and 2.5 percent for years of service credit over 30. Final
average salary is the average of the highest three years of salary.

Funding Policy — Plan members are required to contribute 10 percent of their annual covered salary and the School
Didtrict is required to contribute 14 percent of annual covered payroll. The contribution requirements of plan
members and employers are established and may be amended by the SERS Retirement Board up to statutory
maximum amounts of 10 percent for plan membersand 14 percent for employers. The Retirement Board, acting with
the advice of the actuary, allocates the employer contribution rate among four of the System’ s funds (Pension Trust
Fund, Death Benefit Fund, Medicare B Fund, and Health Care Fund). For thefiscal year ended June 30, 2019, the
allocation to pension, death benefits, and Medicare B was 13.5 percent. SERS allocated 0.5 percent of employer
contributions to the Health Care Fund for fiscal year 2019.

The School District’ s contractually required contribution to SERS was $602,690 for fiscal year 2019. Of thisamount,
$58,006 is reported as an intergovernmental payable.

Plan Description - State Teachers Retirement System (STRS)

Plan Description — School District licensed teachers and other faculty members participate in STRS Ohio, a cost-
sharing multiple-employer public employee retirement system administered by STRS. STRS providesretirement and
disability benefitsto members and death and survivor benefitsto beneficiaries. STRSissues astand-alone financia
report that includesfinancial statements, required supplementary information and detailed information about STRS
fiduciary net position. That report can be obtained by writing to STRS, 275 E. Broad St., Columbus, OH 43215-
3771, by calling (888) 227-7877, or by visiting the STRS Web site at www.strsoh.org.

New members have a choice of three retirement plans; a Defined Benefit (DB) Plan, a Defined Contribution (DC)
Plan and a Combined Plan. Benefits are established by Ohio Revised Code Chapter 3307. For the DB Plan, from
August 1, 2015-July 1, 2017, any member could retire with reduced benefitswho had (1) five years of service credit
and age 60; (2) 26 years of service credit and age 55; or (3) 30 years of service credit regardless of age. Effective
August 1, 2017-July 1, 2019, any member may retire with reduced benefits who has (1) five years of service credit
and age 60; (2) 27 years of service credit and age 55; or (3) 30 years of service credit regardless of age. Eligibility
changeswill continueto be phased in through August 1, 2026, when retirement eligibility for unreduced benefitswill
be five years of service credit and age 65, or 35 years of service credit and at least age 60. Retirement eligibility for
reduced benefits will be five years of service credit and age 60, or 30 years of service credit regardless of age.
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The DC Plan alows members to place al their member contributions and 9.5 percent of the 14 percent employer
contributions into an investment account. Investment allocation decisions are determined by the member. The
remaining 4.5 percent of the 14 percent employer rateisallocated to the defined benefit unfunded ligbility. Effective
July 1, 2017, employer contributions of 9.53 percent are placed in the investment accounts and the remaining 4.47
percent of the 14 percent employer rateis allocated to the defined benefit unfunded liability. A member iseligibleto
receive aretirement benefit at age 50 and termination of employment. The member may elect to receive alifetime
monthly annuity or alump sum withdrawal.

The Combined Plan offersfeatures of both the DB Plan and the DC Plan. In the Combined Plan, 12 percent of the 14
percent member rate goes to the DC Plan and the remaining 2 percent is applied to the DB Plan. In the Combined
Plan, member contributions are all ocated among investment choices by the member, and employer contributionsare
used to fund adefined benefit payment. A member’ s defined benefit is determined by multiplying one percent of the
member’ sfinal average salary by the member’ syears of service credit. The defined benefit portion of the Combined
Plan payment is payable to amember on or after age 60 with five years of service. The DC portion of the account may
be taken as alump sum or converted to alifetime monthly annuity at age 50 and termination of employment.

New memberswho choose the DC plan or Combined Plan will have another opportunity to reselect apermanent plan
during their fifth year of membership. Members may remain in the same plan or transfer to another STRS plan. The
optiona annuitization of amember’ s defined contribution account or the defined contribution portion of amember’s
Combined Plan account to a lifetime benefit results in STRS bearing the risk of investment gain or loss on the
account. STRS has therefore included all three plan options as one defined benefit plan for GASB 68 reporting
purposes.

A DB or Combined Plan member with five or more years of credited service who is determined to be disabled may
qualify for a disability benefit. Eligible survivors of members who die before service retirement may qualify for
monthly benefits. New members on or after July 1, 2013, must have at least ten years of qualifying service credit to
apply for disability benefits. Membersinthe DC Plan who become disabled are entitled only to their account balance.

If amember of the DC Plan dies before retirement benefits begin, the member’ sdesignated beneficiary isentitled to
receive the member’ s account balance.

Funding Policy — Employer and member contribution rates are established by the State Teachers Retirement Board
and limited by Chapter 3307 of the Ohio Revised Code. For thefiscal year ended June 30, 2019, plan memberswere
required to contribute 14 percent of their annual covered salary. The School District was required to contribute 14
percent; the entire 14 percent was the portion used to fund pension obligations. The fiscal year 2019 contribution
rates were equal to the statutory maximum rates.

The School District’s contractually required contribution to STRS was $1,596,352 for fiscal year 2019. Of this
amount, $281,452 is reported as an intergovernmental payable.

Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows/I nflows of Resources Related to Pensions

The net pension liability was measured as of June 30, 2018, and the total pension liahility used to calculate the net
pension liability was determined by an independent actuarial va uation as of that date. The School Digtrict'semployer
allocation percentage of the net pension liability was based on the employer’ s share of employer contributionsin the
pension plan relative to the total employer contributions of al participating employers. Following is information
related to the proportionate share and pension expense:

Deferred outflows/inflows of resources represent the effect of changesin the net pension liability dueto the difference
between projected and actual investment earnings, differences between expected and actual actuarial experience,
changes in assumptions and changes in the School District’s proportion of the collective net pension liability. The
deferred outflows and deferred inflows are to be included in pension expense over current and future periods. The
difference between projected and actual investment earningsis recognized in pension expense using astraight line
method over afive year period beginning in the current year. Deferred outflows and deferred inflows resulting from
changes in sources other than differences between projected and actua investment earnings are amortized over the
average expected remaining service lives of all members (both active and inactive) using the straight line method.
Employer contributionsto the pension plan subsequent to the measurement date are also required to bereported asa
deferred outflow of resources.

Actuarial Assumptions - SERS

SERS' total pension liability was determined by their actuariesin accordance with GASB Statement No. 67, aspart of
their annual actuarial valuation for each defined benefit retirement plan. Actuarial valuations of an ongoing plan
involve estimates of the value of reported amounts (e.g., salaries, credited service) and assumptions about the
probability of occurrence of events far into the future (e.g., mortaity, disabilities, retirements, employment
terminations). Actuarially determined amounts are subject to continual review and potential modifications, asactual
results are compared with past expectations and new estimates are made about the future.

Projections of benefitsfor financial reporting purposes are based on the substantive plan (the plan as understood by
the employers and plan members) and include the types of benefits provided at the time of each valuation and the
historical pattern of sharing benefit costs between the employers and plan membersto that point. The projection of
benefits for financial reporting purposes does not explicitly incorporate the potential effects of legal or contractual
funding limitations.

Actuarial calculationsreflect along-term perspective. For anewly hired employee, actuarial calculationswill takeinto
account the employee's entire career with the employer and al so take into consideration the benefits, if any, paidtothe
employee after termination of employment until the death of the empl oyee and any applicable contingent annuitant. In
many cases, actuarial calculations reflect several decades of service with the employer and the payment of benefits
after termination.

The long-term return expectation for the Pension Plan Investments has been determined by using a building-block
approach and assumes a time horizon, as defined in SERS' Statement of Investment Policy. A forecasted rate of
inflation serves as the baseline for the return expectation. Variousreal return premiums over the baseline inflation
rate have been established for each asset class. Thelong-term expected nominal rate of return has been determined by
calculating an arithmetic weighted average of the expected real return premiums for each asset class, adding the
projected inflation rate, and adding the expected return from rebalancing uncorrelated asset classes. The asset
allocation, as used in the June 30, 2015 five-year experience study, is summarized as follows:

Discount Rate Total pension liability was calculated using the discount rate of 7.50 percent. The projection of cash
flows used to determine the discount rate assumed that employers would contribute the actuarialy determined
contribution rate of projected compensation over the remaining 26-year amortization period of the unfunded actuarial
accrued liability. Projected inflowsfrom investment earningswere cal culated using the long-term assumed investment
rate of return (7.50 percent). Based on those assumptions, the plan’s fiduciary net position was projected to be
available to make all future benefit payments of current plan members. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of
return on pension plan investments was applied to al periods of projected benefits to determine the total pension
liability.

Sensitivity of the School District's Proportionate Share of the Net Pension Liability to Changesin the Discount

The
projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumesthat employer and member contributionswill be
made at statutory contribution rates of 14 percent each. For this purpose, only employer contributions that are
intended to fund benefits of current plan membersand their beneficiaries areincluded. Based on those assumptions,
STRS' fiduciary net position was projected to be available to make al projected future benefit paymentsto current
plan members as of June 30, 2018. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments of
7.45 percent was applied to all periods of projected benefit paymentsto determinethetotal pension liability asof June
30, 2018.

Note 11 — Defined Benefit OPEB Plans
Net OPEB Asset/Liability

The net OPEB asset/liability reported on the statement of net position represents an asset or liability to employeesfor
OPEB. OPEB is acomponent of exchange transactions—between an employer and its employees—of salaries and
benefits for employee services. OPEB are provided to an employee—on a deferred-payment basis—as part of the
total compensation package offered by an employer for employee services each financia period. The obligation to
sacrifice resources for OPEB isapresent obligation because it was created as aresult of employment exchangesthat
already have occurred.

The net OPEB asset/liability represents the School District’s proportionate share of each OPEB plan’s collective
actuarial present value of projected benefit payments attributable to past periods of service, net of each OPEB plan’s
fiduciary net position. The net OPEB asset/liability calculation isdependent on critical long-term variables, including
estimated average life expectancies, earnings on investments, cost of living adjustments and others. While these
estimates use the best information available, unknowable future events require adjusting these estimates annually.

Ohio Revised Code limits the School District’s abligation for this liability to annually required payments. The

School District cannot control benefit terms or the manner in which OPEB arefinanced; however, the School District
does receive the benefit of employees servicesin exchange for compensation including OPEB.
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GASB 75 assumes the asset/liability is solely that of the employer, because they benefit from employee services.
OPEB contributions come from these employers and health care plan enrollees, which pay aportion of the hedlth care
costsin theform of amonthly premium. The Ohio Revised Code permits, but does not require the retirement systems
to provide healthcareto eligible benefit recipients. Any changeto benefits or funding could significantly affect the net
OPEB asset/liahility. Resulting adjustments to the net OPEB asset/liability would be effective when the changes are
legally enforceable. Theretirement systems may allocate a portion of the employer contributionsto provide for these
OPEB benéfits.

The proportionate share of each plan’ sunfunded benefitsis presented as along-term net OPEB asset/ liability onthe
accrual basisof accounting. Any liability for the contractually-required OPEB contribution outstanding at the end of
the year isincluded in intergovernmental payable on both the accrual and modified accrua bases of accounting.

Plan Description - School Employees Retirement System (SERS)

Health Care Plan Description - The School District contributesto the SERS Hedlth Care Fund, administered by SERS
for non-certificated retirees and their beneficiaries. For GASB 75 purposes, this plan is considered a cost-sharing
other postemployment benefit (OPEB) plan. SERS Hedth Care Plan provides hedthcare benefits to digible
individuals receiving retirement, disability, and survivor benefits, and to their eligible dependents. Members who
retire after June 1, 1986, need 10 years of service credit, exclusive of most types of purchased credit, to qualify to
participate in SERS' health care coverage. In addition to age and service retirees, disability benefit recipients and
beneficiarieswho are receiving monthly benefits due to the death of amember or retiree, aredigiblefor SERS' hedlth
care coverage. Most retirees and dependents choosing SERS' health care coverage are over the age of 65 and
therefore enrolled in afully insured Medicare Advantage plan; however, SERS maintainsatraditional, self-insured
preferred provider organization for its non-M edicare retiree popul ation. For both groups, SERS offers a self-insured
prescription drug program. Health careis abenefit that is permitted, not mandated, by statute. Thefinancial report of
the Plan isincluded in the SERS Comprehensive Annual Financia Report which can be obtained on SERS' website
at www.ohsers.org under Employers/Audit Resources.

Accessto health carefor retireesand beneficiariesis permitted in accordance with Section 3309 of the Ohio Revised
Code. The Health Care Fund was established and is administered in accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section
105(e). SERS' Retirement Board reserves the right to change or discontinue any health plan or program. Active
employee members do not contribute to the Health Care Plan. The SERS Retirement Board established therulesfor
the premiums paid by the retireesfor health care coverage for themselves and their dependentsor for their surviving
beneficiaries. Premiums vary depending on the plan selected, qualified years of service, Medicare eligibility, and
retirement status.

Funding Policy - State statute permits SERS to fund the health care benefits through employer contributions. Each
year, dfter the allocation for statutorily required pensions and benefits, the Retirement Board may allocate the
remainder of the employer contribution of 14 percent of covered payroll to the Health Care Fund in accordance with
thefunding policy. For fiscal year 2019, 0.5 percent of covered payroll was madeto health care. An additional health
care surcharge on employers is collected for employees earning less than an actuarially determined minimum
compensation amount, pro-rated if lessthan afull year of service credit was earned. For fiscal year 2019, thisamount
was $21,600. Statutes provide that no employer shall pay a health care surcharge greater than 2.0 percent of that
employer’s SERS-covered payroll; nor may SERS collect in aggregate more than 1.5 percent of the total statewide
SERS-covered payroll for the health care surcharge. For fiscal year 2019, the School District’ s surcharge obligation
was $82,271.
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Thesurcharge, added to the allocated portion of the 14 percent employer contribution rateisthetotal amount assigned
to the Health Care Fund. The School District’ s contractually required contribution to SERS was $104,593 for fiscal
year 2019. Of this amount $84,419 is reported as an intergovernmental payable.

Plan Description - State Teachers Retirement System (STRS)

Plan Description — The State Teachers Retirement System of Ohio (STRS) administers a cost-sharing Health Plan
administered for eligible retireeswho participated in the defined benefit or combined pension plansoffered by STRS.
Ohio law authorizes STRS to offer this plan. Benefitsinclude hospitalization, physicians' fees, prescription drugs
and partial reimbursement of monthly Medicare Part B premiums. Medicare Part B premium reimbursementswill be
discontinued effective January 1, 2020. ThePlanisincluded in thereport of STRSwhich can be obtained by visiting
www.strsoh.org or by calling (888) 227-7877.

Funding Policy — Ohio Revised Code Chapter 3307 authorizes STRSto offer the Plan and givesthe Retirement Board
discretionary authority over how much, if any, of the health care costs will be absorbed by STRS. Active employee
membersdo not contributeto the Health Care Plan. Nearly all health care plan enrollees, for the most recent yesar, pay
aportion of the health care costs in the form of a monthly premium. Under Ohio law, funding for post-employment
health care may be deducted from employer contributions, currently 14 percent of covered payroll. For thefiscal year
ended June 30, 2019, STRS did not allocate any employer contributions to post-employment health care.

OPEB Assetg/Liabilities, OPEB Expense, and Deferred Outflows/I nflows of Resources Related to OPEB

The net OPEB asset/liability was measured as of June 30, 2018, and the total OPEB asset/liability used to calculate
the net OPEB asset/liability was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date. The School District's proportion
of the net OPEB asset/liability was based on the School District's share of contributionsto the respective retirement
systemsrelative to the contributions of al participating entities.

The long-term expected rate of return on plan factors are considered in evaluating the long-term rate of return
assumption including long-term historical data, estimates inherent in current market data, and a long-normal
distribution analysis in which best-estimate ranges of expected future real rates of return were developed by the
investment consultant for each major asset class. These ranges were combined to produce the long-term expected rate
of return, 7.50 percent, by weighting the expected futurereal rates of return by thetarget asset allocation percentage
and then adding expected inflation. The capital market assumptions developed by the investment consultant are
intended for use over a 10-year horizon and may not be useful in setting the long-term rate of return for funding
pension planswhich covers alonger timeframe. The assumption isintended to be along-term assumption and is not
expected to change absent a significant change in the asset alocation, a change in the inflation assumption, or a
fundamental change in the market that alters expected returnsin future years.

Discount Rate The discount rate used to measure the total OPEB asset/liability was 7.45 percent asof June 30, 2018.
The projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumed STRS continues to allocate no employer
contributions to the health care fund. Based on those assumptions, the OPEB plan’s fiduciary net position was
projected to be available to make all projected future benefit paymentsto current plan members as of June 30, 2018.
Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on health care plan investments of 7.45 percent was applied to all
periods of projected benefit payments to determine the total OPEB liability as of June 30, 2018.

Note 12 - Other Employee Benefits
A. Compensated Absences

The criteriafor determining vacation, personal and sick leave benefits are derived from negotiated agreements and
State laws. Classified employees that work 260 days earn ten to twenty days of vacation per year, depending upon
length of service. Accumulated unused vacation time is paid to classified employees and administrators upon
termination of employment. Teachers, classified employees and administrators who work less than 260 days do not
earn vacation time. Teachers, administrators and classified employees earn sick leave at the rate of one and one-
fourth days per month. Sick leave may be accumulated up to amaximum of 15 days per year, with atotal maximum
accumulation of 260 days. Upon retirement, certified employeesare eligiblefor payment of 25 percent of unused sick
leave. Classified employees, upon retirement, are eligible for payment of 25 percent of unused sick leave.

B. Other Insurance Benefits

The School District provides life insurance and accidental death and dismemberment insurance to its employees.
Term lifeinsurance coverageis $50,000 with an additional $50,000 of accidental death and dismemberment coverage
for certified and non-certified staff. For administrators, coverageis calculated at $1,000 for every $1,000 earned with
amaximum of $50,000. Coverageis provided by Sun Life. Therateis $6 per month per employee.

An additiona employee benefit which is offered through the School District is vision insurance through Vision
Service Plan, Inc. The monthly rateis $7 for single and $16 for family for all employees.

C. Retirement | ncentive

An employee that gives the School District notice of retirement prior to March 1 within the fiscal year of their
retirement, is entitled to five (5) days of additional severance pay.

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2002 General Obligation Bonds

On March 28, 2002, the School District issued $18,500,000 in voted general obligation bondsto pay thelocal share
of the school construction under the state of Ohio Classroom Facilities Assistance Program, as part of the Expedited
Local Partnership Program. The bond issue included serial and term bonds in the amount of $3,880,000 and
$14,620,000 respectively. During fiscal year 2006, the School District advance refunded $760,000 of the serial
bonds, and $8,495,000 of the term bonds. During fiscal year 2007, the School District advance refunded an
additiona $3,085,000 of theterm bonds. Thebonds carry avariableinterest rate of 3.40t0 5.75 percent. The advance
refunded portion of the bonds, as well as the unamortized premium and discount of these advance refunded bonds
were removed from the financial statements of the School District.

The serial and a portion of the term bonds were originaly sold at a premium of $228,153, of which $118,803
remained outstanding after the refunding issues. The remaining premiumwill be amortized over theremaining life of
the bonds. The original bonds were issued for a28-year period with afinal maturity at December 1, 2029. After the
advance refunding issues, the bonds that remained outstanding have a final maturity at December 1, 2019.

In connection with the passage of the bond issue, the School District also passed ahalf-mill levy for the maintenance
of the new building. The School District must maintain a maintenance plan and submit it to the Ohio School
Facilities Commission every 5 years for the term of the bonds.

2007 Advance Refunding General Obligation Bonds— On April 19, 2007, the School District issued $3,084,995 of
genera obligation bondsthat wereissued to partially refund the 2002 school improvement general obligation bonds.
Thebondswereissued for a17 year period with final maturity at December 1, 2023. The serial and term refunding
bondswereissued with adiscount of $17,818 which isreported as adecreaseto bonds payable. The serial and capital
appreciation refunding bonds were issued with a premium of $368,912 which was reported as an increase to bonds
payable. Therefunding resulted in adifference between the net carrying amount of the debt and the acquisition price
of $257,237. The deferred outflow of resources is related to this difference was removed from the financia
statements of the School District.

On March 14, 2017 the School District refunded $2,580,000 of 2007 advance refunding generd obligation serial and
term bonds.

The capital appreciation bonds for the 2007 issue are not subject to early redemption and mature December 1, 2020.
At maturity all compounded interest is paid and the bond holder receivesthe face value of thebond. Asthevalue of
the bond increases, the accretion isreflected asaliability. The maturity amount of the bondsis $735,000. For fiscal
year 2019, $81,640 was accreted, for atotal bond liability of $555,450.

2016 Current Refunding General Obligation Bonds— On March 3, 2016, the School District issued $7,965,000 of
genera obligation bondsthat wereissued to refund the 2006 advance refunding general obligation bonds. Thebonds
were issued for a 13 year period with final maturity at December 1, 2029 with a varying interest rate of 2.00-4.00
percent. At the date of refunding, $9,009,031 (including premium and after underwriting fees, and other issuance
costs) was received to pay off old debt. The refunded bonds were called on June 1, 2016.

The seria refunding bonds were issued with a premium of $1,157,460 which is reported as an increase to bonds
payable. Theamount isbeing amortized to interest expense over thelife of the bonds using the straight-line method.

The refunding resulted in a difference between the net carrying amount of the debt and the acquisition price of
$1,044,031. Theissuance resulted in a difference (savings) between the cash flows required to service the old debt
and the cash flows required to service the new debt of $1,862,773. The issuance resulted in an economic gain of

Advance Refunding General Obligation Bonds—The School District had previoudy issued 2002 school improvement
genera obligation bondsfor school improvementsthat were partially refunded through the 2006 school improvement
refunding general obligation bonds and 2007 general obligation advance refunding bonds. At the date of the 2007
refunding, $3,346,035 (including premium, and after discount, underwriting fees, and other issuance costs) was
deposited in an irrevocable trust to provide for al future debt service payments on the refunded 2002 School
Improvement Bonds. Asall of thelegal steps had been taken to refund the debt, the balance of the outstanding bonds
refunded was removed from the School District’ s financial statements. All defeased debt related to the refundings
was fully called and repaid in fiscal year 2012.
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2017 Current Refunding General Obligation Bonds— On March 14, 2017, the School District issued $2,515,000 of
general obligation bondsthat wereissued to refund the 2007 advance refunding general obligation bonds. Thebonds
were issued for a 7 year period with final maturity at December 1, 2023 with a varying interest rate of 2.00-4.00
percent. At the date of refunding, $2,628,812 (including premium and after underwriting fees, and other issuance
costs) was received to pay off old debt. The refunded bonds were called on June 1, 2017.

The serial refunding bonds were issued with a premium of $196,016, which is reported as an increase to bonds
payable. Theamount isbeing amortized to interest expense over thelife of the bonds using the straight-line method.

The refunding resulted in a difference between the net carrying amount of the debt and the acquisition price of
$113,812. Theissuanceresulted in adifference (savings) between the cash flowsrequired to service the old debt and
the cash flowsrequired to service the new debt of $187,325. Theissuance resulted in an economic gain of $171,747.

Compensated absences for governmental activities will be paid from the general fund and the food service specia
revenue fund and compensated absences for business-type activities will be paid from the Scottie Kid’ s Club Fund.
Thereis no repayment schedule for the net pension liability and net OPEB liability; however, employer pension and
OPEB contributions are made from the General Fund, Food Service fund, and Scottie's Kids Club fund. For
additional information related to the net pension liability and net OPEB liability see Notes 10 and 11.

Note 14 - Jointly Governed Organizations

Licking Area Computer Association — Licking Area Computer Association (LACA) isanon-profit K-12 consortium
of school districts representing six counties. LACA isan association which serves 20 entitieswithin the boundaries of
Licking, Muskingum, Knox, Fairfield, Perry and Medina Counties. These entities consist of public school districts,
private schools and education service centers. The organization was formed for the purpose of applying modern
technology with the aid of computers and other el ectronic equipment to administrative and instructional functions
among member districts. The continued existence of LACA is not dependent on the School District’s continued
participation and no equity interest exists. The LACA constitution states that any school district withdrawing from
the Association prior to dissolution forfeitstheir claim to the Association’ s capital assets. The School District’ stotal
paymentsto LACA for fiscal year 2018 were $242,348. Financial statementsfor LACA can be obtained from their
fiscal agent the Career and Technology Education Center of Licking County, 150 Price Road, Newark, OH 43055.
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Mid-East Ohio Career and Technology Center — The Mid-East Ohio Career and Technology Center is a distinct
political subdivision of the State of Ohio operated under the direction of aBoard consisting of one representativefrom
each of the 13 participating school district’s elected boards. The Board possesses its own budgeting and taxing
authority. The Board controlsthe financial activity of the Career and Technology Center. The School Didtrict did not
make any payments to the Mid-East Ohio Career and Technology Center for fiscal year 2019. To obtain financial
information, writeto the Mid-East Ohio Career and Technology Center, Rick White, Treasurer, at 400 Richards Road,
Zanesville, Ohio 43701.

Ohio Mid-Eastern Regional Educational Service Agency - The Ohio Mid-Eastern Regiona Education Service
Agency (OME-RESA) was created as a separate regional council of governments pursuant to State statutes. OME-
RESA operates under the direction of aBoard comprised of arepresentative from each participating school district.
The Board possessesits own budgeting and taxing authority. OM E-RESA provides cooperative purchasing programs
to member districts. To obtain financial information write to Ohio Mid-Eastern Regiona Educational Service Agency,
Treasurer, at 2023 Sunset Blvd., Steubenville, Ohio 43952.

Coalition of Rural and Appalachian Schools— The Coalition of Rural and A ppalachian Schoolsisajointly governed
organi zation composed of over 130 schooal districts and other educational institutionsin the 35-county region of Ohio
designated as Appaachia. The Coalition is operated by a Board which is composed of nineteen members. One
elected and one appointed from each of the eight regions into which the 35 Appalachian counties are divided; and
three from Ohio University College of Education. The Council provides various in-service training programs for
school district administrative personnel; gathers data regarding the level of education provided to children in the
region; cooperates with other professional groupsto assess the development programs designed to meet the needs of
member districts; and provides staff development programs for school district personnel. The Council is not
dependent on the continued participation of the School District and the School District does not maintain an equity
interest in or financial responsibility for the Council. During fiscal year 2019, the School District made payments of
$385 to the Codlition of Rural and Appalachian Schools. To obtain financial information write to the Coalition of
Rural and Appalachian Schools, Executive Director, at McCraken Hall, Ohio University, Athens, Ohio 45701.

Note 15 — Public Entity Pools
A. Insurance Purchasing Pool

Ohio School Boards Association Workers Compensation Group Rating Plan— The School District participatesin the
Ohio School Boards Association Workers' Compensation Group Rating Plan (GRP), agroup insurance purchasing
pool. The GRP's business and affairs are conducted by a three-member Board of Directors consisting of the
President, the President-Elect, and the Immediate Past President of the OSBA. The Executive Director of the OSBA,
or hisdesignee, serves as coordinator of the program. Each year the participating school districts pay an enroliment
fee to the GRP to cover the costs of administering the program.

B. Claims Servicing Pool

Ohio School Benefits Cooperative — The School District participates in the Ohio School Benefits Cooperative, a
claims servicing and agroup purchasing pool comprised of fifteen members. The Ohio School Benefits Cooperative
(OSBC) is created and organized pursuant to and as authorized by Section 9.833 of the Ohio Revised Code. The
OSBC is an unincorporated, non-profit association of it members and an instrumentality for each member for the
purpose of enabling members of the Plan to maximize benefits and/or reduce costs of medical, prescription drug,
vision, dental, like and/or other types of group insurance coverage for their employees, and the digible dependents
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and designated beneficiaries of such employees, and propose to have certain other digible school districts or groups
join them for the same purposes. The OSBC's business and affairs are conducted by a nine member Board of
Directors consisting of school district superintendents e ected by the members of the OSBC. Medical Mutual/Antares
isthe Administrator of the OSBC.

Note 16 - Set-Asides

The School District is required by State statute to annually set aside in the General Fund an amount based on a
statutory formula for the acquisition and construction of capital improvements. Amounts not spent by year-end or
offset by similarly restricted resources received during the year must be held in cash at year-end and carried forward
to be used for the same purposes in future years.

Thefollowing cash basisinformation describesthe changein the set aside amountsfor capita acquisition. Disclosure
of thisinformation is required by State statute.

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The primary purpose of the interfund receivable/payable balancesisto cover costsin specific fundswhere revenues
were not received by June 30.

Note 18 — Contingencies and Commitments
A. Grants

The School Disgtrict received financial assistance from federal and State agencies in the form of grants. The
expenditure of funds received under these programs generally requires compliance with terms and conditions
specified in the grant agreements and is subject to audit by the grantor agencies. Any disallowed claimsresulting from
such audits could become aliability of the General Fund or other applicable funds. However, the effect of any such
disallowed claims on the overall financia position of the School District at June 30, 2019, if applicable, cannot be
determined at thistime.

B. Litigation

The School Didtrict isnot party to any claimsor lawsuitsthat would, in the School District’ sopinion, haveamaterial
effect of the basic financia statements.

C. Schoal District Funding

Schoal District Foundation funding is based on the annualized full-time equiva ent (FTE) enrollment of each student.
The Ohio Department of Education (ODE) is legidatively required to adjust/reconcile funding as enrollment
information is updated by schools throughout the State, which can extend past thefiscal year end. As of the date of
this report, additional ODE adjustmentsfor fiscal year 2019 are not finalized. Asaresult, theimpact of future FTE
adjustments on the fiscal year 2019 financia statementsis not determinable, at thistime. Management believesthis
may result in either an additional receivable to, or aliability of, the School District.

D. Commitments

Outstanding encumbrances for governmental fundsinclude $805,815 for the general fund and $59,159 in non-major
governmental funds.

For fiscal year 2017, the SERS Board adopted the following assumption changes:
Assumed rate of inflation was reduced from 3.25 percent to 3.00 percent
Payroll Growth Assumption was reduced from 4.00 percent to 3.50 percent
Assumed real wage growth was reduced from 0.75 percent to 0.50 percent
Rates of withdrawal, retirement and disability were updated to reflect recent experience.
Mortality among active members was updated to RP-2014 Blue Collar Mortality Table with fully
generationa projection and afive year age set-back for both males and females.
Mortality among service retired members, and beneficiaries was updated to RP-2014 Blue Collar
Mortality Table with fully generational projection with Scale BB, 120 percent of male rates, and
110 percent of female rates.
Mortality among disabled members was updated to RP-2000 Disabled Mortality Table, 90
percent for male rates and 100 percent for female rates, set back five yearsis used for the period
after disability retirement.

Changesin Benefit Terms - SERS

For fiscal year 2018, the cost-of -living adjustment was changed from afixed 3.00 percent to acost-of-living
adjustment that is indexed to CPI-W not greater than 2.50 percent with a floor of zero percent beginning
January 1, 2018. In addition, with the authority granted the Board under HB 49, the Board has enacted a
three-year COLA suspension for benefit recipients in calendar years 2018, 2019 and 2020.

Changesin Assumptions— STRS

For fiscal year 2018, the Retirement Board approved several changes to the actuarial assumptionsin 2017.
The long term expected rate of return was reduced from 7.75 percent to 7.45 percent, the inflation
assumption was lowered from 2.75 percent to 2.50 percent, the payroll growth assumption was lowered to
3.00 percent, and total salary increases rate was lowered by decreasing the merit component of the
individual salary increases, in addition to a decrease of 0.25 percent due to lower inflation. The healthy and
disabled mortality assumptions were updated to the RP-2014 mortality tables with generational

improvement scale MP-2016. Rates of retirement, termination and disability were modified to better reflect
anticipated future experience.

Changesin Benefit Terms- STRS
For fiscal year 2018, the cost-of -living adjustment (COLA) was reduced to zero.

Note 2 - Net OPEB Asset/Liability
Changesin Assumptions— SERS

Amounts reported for fiscal year 2019 incorporate changes in key methods and assumptions used in
calculating the total OPEB liability. The Municipal Bond Index Rate increased from 3.56 percent to 3.62
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percent. Single Equivalent Interest Rate, net of plan investment expense, including price inflation,
increased from 3.63 percent to 3.70 percent. The health care cost trend assumptions changed as follows:

Single Equivalent Interest Rate, net of plan investment expense, including price inflation,
increased from 2.98 percent to 3.63 percent.

Changesin Benefit Terms - SERS

There have been no changes to the benefit provisions.
Changesin Assumptions— STRS

For fiscal year 2019, the discount rate was increased from the blended rate of 4.13 percent to the long-term
expected rate of return of 7.45 percent. Vauation year per capita heath care costs were updated. Health
care cost trend rates ranged from 6.00 percent to 11 percent initially and a 4.50 percent ultimate rate for
fiscal year 2018 and changed for fiscal year 2019 to arange of -5.20 percent to 9.60 percent, initially and a
4.00 ultimate rate.

For fiscal year 2018, the blended discount rate was increased from 3.26 percent to 4.13 percent. Vauation
year per capita health care costs were updated, and the salary scale was modified. The percentage of future
retirees el ecting each option was updated based on current dataand the percentage of future disabled retirees
and terminated vested participants electing health coverage were decreased. The assumed mortality,
disability, retirement, withdrawal and future health care cost trend rates were modified along with the
portion of rebated prescription drug costs.

Changesin Benefit Terms— STRS

For fiscal year 2019, the subsidy multiplier for non-Medicare benefit recipients was increased from 1.9
percent to 1.944 percent per year of service effective January 1, 2019. The non-Medicare frozen subsidy
base premium was increased effective January 1, 2019 and all remaining Medicare Part B premium
reimbursements will be discontinued beginning January 1, 2020.

For fiscal year 2018, the subsidy multiplier for non-Medicare benefit recipients was reduced from 2.1
percent to 1.9 percent per year of service. Medicare Part B premium reimbursements were discontinued for
certain survivors and beneficiaries and all remaining Medicare Part B premium reimbursements will be
discontinued beginning January 2019. This was subsequently extended, see above paragraph.
