Current assets decreased in 2019 dueto decreasesin cash and prepaid items. Paymentsfor claimsand related
third-party administrator fees continued to exceed member premium revenuefor the year, resulting in decrease
in cash. Prepaid items decreased due to timing of the Consortium’s payment for January third-party
administrator monthly fees. Typically this payment is paid in December, however, the invoice was not
received until January 2020. Current liabilities decreased due to the decrease in claims payable.

NOTE 1. DESCRIPTION OF THE ENTITY

The Tuscarawas County Healthcare Consortium (the “ Consortium”) isalegally separate entity organized under
Ohio Revised Code Chapter 167. The Consortium was established on January 1, 2017, formed by certain political
subdivisionslocated within Tuscarawas County, for the purpose of obtaining medical and hospitalization benefits
for the employees of the members in the Consortium. Prior to becoming a separate entity, the activity of the
Consortium was reported as an internal service fund of Tuscarawas County.

Some of the more significant provisions of the Consortium are as follows:
A. Board of Directors

The Consortium shall have aBoard of Directorswhich shall, among other duties, determinethe general policy of
the Consortium. The Board of Directors shall consist of five members. Four members shall be appointed by the
Tuscarawas County Commissioners and one member shall be appointed by the remaining members by mgjority
vote. TheBoard of Directors shall include aChairperson and Vice Chairperson. The election of the Chairperson
and Vice Chairperson shall be made annually by the members of the Board of Directors at the first Directors
meeting of the new fiscal year.

Theterm of the office shall befor two years beginning January 1 and ending December 31. A person appointed to
serve asaDirector on the Board shall remain officeuntil (1) the Consortium receives evidence of the appointment
of asuccessor, or (2) the effectivetime of the withdrawal from or termination of the member from the Consortium.

B. Termination of the Consortium

The Consortium shall be terminated upon majority vote of its members. In the event of termination, all assets
must be first used to pay al debts and lega obligations of the Consortium. All assets remaining after the
satisfaction of all legal obligations shall be distributed to members on a prorate basis as determined by their
membership dues. No member of the Consortium shall be liable for any debt or obligation of the Consortium.

C. Withdrawal from Membership

A member may withdraw from membership in the Consortium by formal action of its governing board and upon
six months written notice to the Consortium after such action. The withdrawing member shall become a non-
voting member of the Consortium and if serving asaDirector shall be deemed to haveresigned asaDirector upon
such notice. Specifics governing the withdrawal of a Consortium member and the run out of all claimsfor such
Consortium member are addressed in Section 10 of the Consortium Agreement.

D. Fiscal Agent

The Fiscal Agent is responsible for administering the financia transactions of the Consortium. For 2019,
Tuscarawas County served as Fiscal Agent for the Consortium. The Fiscal Agent carries out the responsibilities of
the Operating Fund, entersinto contracts on behalf of the Consortium as authorized by the Board of Directorsand
carries out such other responsibilities as approved by the Board of Directors and agreed to by the Fiscal Agent.
The Tuscarawas County Auditor serves asthe Treasurer of the Consortium. The Fiscal Agent isreimbursed for
such costsincurred by it in carrying out its responsibilities as may be approved by the Board of Directors.

E. Benefits

Member contributions are used to provide medical, hospitalization, prescription drug and vision insurance benefits
as provided for in the Member’ s Plan Document and as established by law. The Board of Directors determines, at
their discretion, the insurance benefits to be provided by or through the Consortium. Insurance limits, types of
claims covered, eligibility for benefits and any deductibles shall be approved the by the governing board of each
member and shall be described in the Member’'s Plan Document. The Board of Directors determines, at their
discretion, which insurance carriers and policies to utilize to provide benefits pursuant to the Consortium
Agreement.

F. Operating Fund

The Operating Fund consists of al monthly contributions made to the Fiscal Agent in accordance with the
Consortium Agreement. Interest earned on moniesin the Operating Fund shall be credited to the Operating Fund.

The Fiscal Agent may use the Operating Fund for purposes such as, but not limited to:
1. Transfer fundsto athird-party administrator for payment of claims;

2. Pay premiums of the Consortium’s stop-loss insurance coverage; and

3. Pay fees of any third-party administrator, Fiscal Agent, consultants and lawyers.
NOTE 2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Thefinancia statements of the Consortium have been prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America (GAAP) as applied to local governmental units. The Governmental
Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental
accounting and financial reporting principles. The Consortium's significant accounting policies are described
below.

A. Reporting Entity

The reporting entity has been defined in accordance with GASB Statement No. 14, The Financial Reporting
Entity as amended by GASB Statement No. 39, Determining Whether Certain Organizations Are Component
Units and GASB Statement No. 61, The Financial Reporting Entity: Omnibus an Amendment of GASB
SatementsNo. 14 and No. 34. Thereporting entity iscomposed of the primary government, component unitsand
other organizations that are included to ensure that the basic financial statements of the Consortium are not
misleading. On this basis, no governmenta organizations other than the Consortium itself are included in the
financial reporting entity. The Consortium is considered a component unit of Tuscarawas County for reporting
purposes.

B. Fund Accounting

The Consortium maintains its accounting records in accordance with the principles of “fund” accounting. Fund
accounting is a concept developed to meet the needs of government entities in which legal or other restraints
require the recording of specific receipts and disbursements. The Consortium uses an enterprise fund to account
for operations (@) that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private business enterprises, where the
intent of the governing body isthat the costs of providing goods or servicesto the general public on acontinuing
basis be financed or recovered primarily through user charges; or (b) where the governing body has decided that
periodic determination of revenues earned, expensesincurred, and/or net incomeis appropriate for public policy,
management control, accountability or other purposes.

C. Basisof Accounting

Basis of accounting determines when transactions are recorded in the financial records and reported on the
financial statements. For financial statement presentation purposes, the Consortium utilizes the accrual basis of
accounting. Under this method of accounting, revenues are recognized when they are earned and expenses are
recognized at the time they are incurred.

D. Measurement Focus

The Consortium’ s activities are accounted for on a flow of economic resources measurement focus. With this
measurement focus, all assets and deferred outflows of resources and al liabilities and deferred inflows of
resources associated with the Consortium’s operations are included on the statement of net position. The
statement of revenues, expenses, and changesin net position presentsincreases (i.e., revenues) and decreases(i.e.,
expenses) in net position. The statement of cash flows providesinformation about how the Consortium meetscash
flow needs of its enterprise activity.

E. Unearned Revenue

Unearned revenues represent contributions paid in advance of the coverage date by members at December 31,
2019. The premiumswill be recognized as revenue in the month to which they pertain.

F. Receivables and Contributions

All receivables are shown net of an allowance for uncollectible amounts, if any. Receivables are recorded as an
asset in the period that they are earned. Receivables are written off when deemed uncollectible. The Consortium
had no uncollectible amounts at December 31, 2019.

All members are required to remit monthly contributions to the Consortium, which are used to pay claims and
administrative expenses. The monthly contribution isdetermined for each member in accordance with the number
and age of covered employees and dependents and the prior |0ss experience of the respective member. Member
contributions are recorded in revenue in the period that they are earned.

G. Net Position

Net position isreported asrestricted when there are limitationsimposed on their use through external restrictions
imposed by creditors, grantors, or laws or regulations of other governments. The Consortium had no restricted net
position at year end.

H. Operating Revenues and Expenses

The Consortium distinguishes operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items. Operating revenues
generally result from participants contributions for insurance coverage. Operating expenses for the Consortium
include the payment of claims, carrier stop loss premiums and administrative and other fees. All revenues and
expenses not meeting this definition are reported as nonoperating revenues and expenses.

|. Budgetary Process

Each member subdivision of the Consortiumisrequired by Ohio law to adopt an annual budget. The Consortium
itself isnot required to follow the budgetary process and, therefore, no budgetary information is provided in these
basic financial statements.

J. Edtimates

The preparation of the basic financial statementsin conformity with generally accepted accounting principles
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the financial
statements and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

K. Implementation of New Accounting Principles

For the year ended December 31, 2019, the Consortium has implemented Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (GASB) Statement No. 95, Postponement of the Effective Dates of Certain Authoritative Guidance. GASB
Statement No. 95 postponesthe effective dates of certain provisionsin the statementsthat first became effective or
are scheduled to become effective for periods beginning after June 15, 2018, and later.

For the year ended December 31, 2019, the Consortium has early implemented GASB No. 83, Certain Asset

NOTE 3: CASH AND INVESTMENTSWITH FISCAL AGENT

The Consortium’ s Fiscal Agent maintains the Consortium financial activity under a specific fund designated for
Consortium activity. The Fiscal Agent is responsible for administering the financial transactions of the
Consortium. For 2019, Tuscarawas County served as Fiscal Agent for the Consortium. The Ohio Revised Code
prescribes alowabl e deposits and investments.

The County Treasurer is the custodian for the Consortium’s cash and investments. The County’s cash and
investment pool holds the Consortium’s cash and investments, which are reported at the County Treasurer’s
carrying amount. Deposits and investments disclosures for the County as a whole may be obtained from the
County. The Tuscarawas County Treasurer’'s office is located in the County Annex Building at 125 E. High
Avenue, New Philadel phia, Ohio 44663. The phone number is (330) 365-3254.

NOTE 4: RISK MANAGEMENT
The Consortium is ajointly governed organization which acts as a governmental risk pool for health insurance
(including prescription and vision) coverage for its 23 member subdivisions. Therisk of lossfor loss transfers

from the member subdivisions to the Consortium upon payment of the monthly premium.

The Consortium employs the services of an outside consultant to assist them in administering the Consortium.
The Consortium also uses Aultcare as their third party administrator.

No employer, employee, or person claiming benefit by or through an employee shall have any claim against the
Consortium or any property of the Consortium. The rights and interest of employees and persons claiming by or
through employees shall be limited receipt benefits offered by or through the Consortium in accordance with the
Consortium Agreement. The Consortium purchases or otherwise provides for the benefit of itself, the Board of
Directorsand/or the Fiscal Agent such liability insurance with such limits of coverage as approved by the Board of
Directors. Any member subdivision which withdraws from the Consortium pursuant to the Consortium
Agreement has no claim to the Consortium’ s assets.

It isnot necessary for each member subdivision to hold areserve for Incurred But Not Reported (IBNR) claims.
The IBNR information is presented by the Consortium as required by GASB Statement No. 10, Accounting and
Financial Reporting for Risk Financing and Related Insurance I ssues, asamended by GASB Statement No. 30,
Risk Financing Omnibus, and is not available on an individual subdivision basis.

The Consortium is self-insured for member subdivision employee health insurance claims but maintains stop gap
lossinsurance with Aultcare for $200,000 on anindividual basis. The Consortium pays covered claimsto service
providers and recoversthese costs from premium charges to member subdivisions based on cal cul ations provided
with the Consortium’ s consultant in conjunction with Aultcare, which is the third party administrator.

The claimsliability of $1,295,214 reported at December 31, 2019, is based on an estimate provided by the third
party administrator and the requirements of Governmenta Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 30 which
requires that a liability for unpaid claim costs, including estimates of costs relating to incurred but not reported
claims, bereported. The estimate was not affected by incremental claim adjustment expensesand doesnot include
other allocated or unallocated claim adjustment expenses. Changesin the Consortium’ sclaimsliability for 2018
and 2019 are as follows:
