We have audited, in accordance with Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller General
of the United States, the basic financial statements of Carroll County, Ohio (the “County”) for the year
ended December 31, 2020, and have separately issued our unmodified report thereon dated June 3,
2021. These statements present the landfill as a major enterprise fund and also within the County’s
business-type activities.
