Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements
Opinions

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the
aggregate remaining fund information of the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District, Clermont County,
Ohio, a component unit of Clermont County, as of and for the year ended December 31, 2021, and the related notes
to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District’s
basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents.

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective financial
position of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the
Clermont County Transportation Improvement District, as of December 31, 2021, and the respective changes in
financial position, thereof for the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America.

Basis for Opinions

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and
the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller
General of the United States. Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in the “Auditor’s
Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements” section of our report. We are required to be independent
of the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in
accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating to our audit. We believe that the audit evidence we have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinions.

Emphasis of Matter
As described in Note 10 to the financial statements, the financial impact of COVID-19 and the continuing emergency

measures may impact subsequent periods of the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District. Our opinions
are not modified with respect to this matter.

Serving Ohio Local Governments
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Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for the design, implementation, and
maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are conditions or events,
considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the Clermont County Transportation Improvement
District’s ability to continue as a going concern for twelve months beyond the financial statement date, including any
currently known information that may raise substantial doubt shortly thereafter.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinions.
Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that
an audit conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and Government Auditing Standards will
always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from
fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions,
misrepresentations, or the override of internal control. Misstatements are considered material if there is a substantial
likelihood that, individually or in the aggregate, they would influence the judgment made by a reasonable user based
on the financial statements.

In performing an audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and Government Auditing Standards,
we:

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Required Supplementary Information

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the management’s discussion
and analysis, listed in the table of contents be presented to supplement the basic financial statements. Such information
is the responsibility of management and, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the
Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting for placing
the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied certain
limited procedures to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing
the information and comparing the information for consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries, the
basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial statements. We do
not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the limited procedures do not provide us
with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.

Supplementary Information

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively comprise
the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District’s basic financial statements. The accompanying schedule
of expenditures of federal awards, as required by Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations Part 200, Uniform
Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, is presented for purposes
of additional analysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. The combining statements present
additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such information is the responsibility
of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to
prepare the basic financial statements. The information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the
audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such
information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or
to the basic financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in the United States of America. In our opinion, the combining statements and schedule of
expenditures of federal awards are fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the basic financial statements as
a whole.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated May 25, 2022 on our
consideration of the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District’s internal control over financial reporting
and on our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements and
other matters.

The discussion and analysis of Clermont County Jpartation Improvement District's (the District)
financial performance provides an overall reviewthe# District’s financial activities for the yeanded
December 31, 2021. The intent of this discussiod analysis is to look at the District’s financial
performance as a whole; readers should also rethewfinancial statements and notes to the basic
financial statements to enhance their understarafitige District’s financial performance.

[FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS |

Key financial highlights for 2021 are as follows:

» The District’s net position increased by $197,nb7a year end total of negative $24,268,630, as
the majority of project related expenses duringyéar were funded from sources outside of the
District and did not require the use of pledgecermes.

* During the year, the District generated $11,342,@02revenues and incurred expenses of
$11,144,285.

» During 2021 the District managed activities relatedl4 projects. Significant design, right of
way and construction activities occurred on the ORI 74 Improvement Project and the Round
Bottom Road Bridge Replacement Project. The Rist@so continued with the design and
started work on the ITS Phase 3 project.

[USING THIS ANNUAL REPORT |

The financial statements also include notes thatlagx some of the information in the financial
statements and provide more detailed data.

Government-wide Statements

The government-wide statements report informatiboué the District as a whole using accounting
methods similar to those used by private-sectorpaomies. The statement of net position includesfall
the District’'s assets and liabilities. All of ticarrent year’s revenues and expenses are accofamted
the statement of activities regardless of when tasceived or paid.

The two government-wide statements report the iDistmet position and how they have changed. Net
position (the difference between the District’'sessand liabilities) is one way to measure therigiss
financial health or position.



Over time, increases or decreases in the Distrimtsposition is an indicator of whether its finahc
health is improving or deteriorating, respectively.

The government-wide financial statements of thdrleisreflect the following category for its actiMs:

Governmental Activities — The District's programsdaservices are reported as governmental
activities and include general government, progimapiementation and public works.

Fund Financial Statements

The fund financial statements provide more detailddrmation about the District’'s funds, not the
District as a whole. Funds are accounting devikasthe District uses to keep track of specifiarses
of funding and spending for particular purposes.

Governmental Funds All of the District’s activities are reported governmental funds, which focus on
how money flows into and out of those funds andithkances left at year-end available for spending i
future periods. These funds are reported usingcaounting method called modified accrual accogntin
which measures cash and all other financial asdets can readily be converted to cash. The
governmental fund statements provide a detailedt-¢bon view of the District’'s general government
operations and the basic services it provides. e@ouental fund information helps you determine
whether there are more or fewer financial resoutb@$ can be spent in the near future to finance
programs. The relationship (or differences) betwgavernmental activities (reported in the Statenoén
Net Position and the Statement of Activities) ammyegnmental funds is reconciled in the financial
statements.

Governmental Activities

Net position of the District's governmental actieg increased by $197,717 during 2021 compared to a
decrease of $2,162,022 for 2020. Intergovernmeete¢nues under the funding agreements with the
District's funding partners remained constant duéf21. Operating grants and contributions deeikas
in connection with a lower level of project costEny incurred and funded by outside sources. Géner
government and program implementation expenses imegharelatively constant. Public Works
expenditures decreased primarily due to decreadedtias and the level of project costs being imed
during the year. Interest and fiscal charges @dsem due to reductions in outstanding bonds issued
prior years.

The District’s Funds

The District’s governmental funds reported a corabifund balance of $1,652,186, which is a decrease
of $1,680,661 from last year’s total of $3,332,84he General Fund decreased by $1,312,234 asila res
of providing funding to the various project funddated to the District's funding of the local shafe
project costs and for debt service. The remaicimange in fund balances is reported within theouei
debt and project funds. These funds reflect d titerease of $368,427 primarily as a result oftitnéng

for recognizing revenues that fund project expemds.

NOTESTO THE BASIC FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
FOR THE YEAR ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2021

1. REPORTING ENTITY

The Clermont County Transportation Improvement District (the District) is a body politic and
corporate, created for the purpose of financing, constructing, maintaining, repairing, and operating
select transportation projects. The District was specifically created pursuant to Chapter 5540 of the
Ohio Revised Code, as amended. The District was created by action of the Board of Clermont
County Commissioners on June 21, 2006

The District is governed by a Board of Trustees that acts as the authoritative and legislative body of
the entity. The Board is comprised of seven members of whom five are voting and two are ex-officio
(non-voting). Each Board member serves a term of two years and there are no term limits for
reappointment. The five voting Board members are appointed by the Board of Clermont County
Commissioners. The Speaker of the Ohio House of Representatives and the President of the Ohio
Senate each appoint one ex-officio member. None of the Board members receive compensation for
serving on the Board

District Officers consist of a Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Secretary-Treasurer, who are elected
annually from among the voting members of the Board. The Chairman, Vice-Chairman and
Secretary-Treasurer serve at the pleasure of the Board and are subject to removal by an affirmative
vote of the majority of the Board at any time. The Chairman’s responsibilities are to preside at all
meetings of the Board and be the chief officer of the District. The Secretary-Treasurer serves as the
fiscal officer of the District.

The District is reported as a component unit to Clermont County, Ohio, as defined by the provisions
of GASB statement numbers 14, 39 and 61. As such, its activities are reported within the County’s
Annual Comprehensive Financial Report

The District's management believes these financial statements represent all activities for which the
District is financially accountable

2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements of the District have been prepared in conformity with the accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP) as applied to governmental
units. The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting body
for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The more significant of
the District’s accounting policies are described below

A. Basisof Presentation

The District’s basic financial statements consist of government-wide statements, including a
Statement of Net Position and a Statement of Activities, and fund financial statements, which
provide a more detailed level of financial information.

Government-wide Financial Statements - The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of

Activities display information about the District as a whole. These statements include the
financial activities of the primary government
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The Statement of Net Position presents the financial condition of the governmental activities of

the District at year-end. The Statement of Activities presents a comparison between direct

expenses and program revenues for each program or function of the District's governmental

activities. Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a service, program, or
department and therefore clearly identifiable to a particular function.

Program revenues include charges paid by the recipient of the goods or services offered by the
program, grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital
requirements of a particular program, and interest earned on grants that is required to be used to
support a particular program. Revenues which are not classified as program revenues are
presented as general revenues of the District, with certain limitations. The comparison of direct
expenses with program revenues identifies the extent to which each business segment or
governmental function is self-financing or draws from the general revenues of the District.

Fund Financial Statements -During the year the District segregates transactions related to
certain District functions or activities in separate funds in order to aid financial management and
to demonstrate legal compliance. Fund financial statements are designed to present financial
information of the District at this more detailed level. The focus of governmental fund financial
statements is on major funds. Each major fund is presented in a separate column. Non-major
funds are aggregated and presented in a single column.

Fund Accounting

The District uses funds to maintain its financial records during the year. A fund is defined as a
fiscal and accounting entity with a self balancing set of accounts. There is one category of funds:
Governmental.

Governmental Funds - Governmental funds are those through which most governmental
functions typically are financed. Governmental fund reporting focuses on the sources, uses, and
balances of current financial resources. Expendable assets are assigned to the various
governmental funds according to the purposes for which they may or must be used. Current
liabilities are assigned to the fund from which they will be paid. The difference between
governmental fund assets and liabilities/deferred inflows of resources is reported as fund balance.
The District has the following major governmental funds:

General Fund Accounts for all financial resources except those required to be accounted for
in another fund. The General Fund balance is available to the District for any purpose provided
it is expended or transferred according to the general laws of Ohio.

Debt Service Fund Accounts for the accumulation of resources for, and the payment of,
general long-term debt principal and interest.

Old State Route 74 ImprovementBrovides a part of the comprehensive program of projects
to improve safety and connectivity along the SR-32 Corridor. Specifically, these
improvements will provide better traffic flow north of SR-32, and along with the
improvements being made on the Clepper Lane Extension Project, will help alleviate
significant traffic pressure along SR-32 by providing drivers with an alternate east-west travel
route.
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Round Bottom Road Bridge Replacement Project FuRtbvides for the replacement af
steel truss bridge originally built in 1896. Theplacement of the bridge was critical to
maintaining the east-west connection between USeRa@iand Hamilton County.

ITS Phase 3 Project Fund This project provides for the design of variousnsiged
intersections and signal upgrades at various lmeatiin Clermont County, fiber optic
interconnects in the Eastgate Area, and fiber drap®ach new signal installation and
connection to the central signal system. Emerggmegmption items will be installed for
Union Township and City of Milford for the use d8 €mergency vehicles.

C. Measurement Focus

Governmental-wide Financial Statements -The government-wide financial statements are
prepared using a flow of economic resources meamnefocus. All assets and all liabilities
associated with the operation of the District arguded on the Statement of Net Position. The
Statement of Activities presents increases (exgmaes) and decreases (e.g. expenses) in total
net position.

Fund Financial Statements- Fund financial statements report detailed inforomtbout the
District. The focus of governmental fund financghtements is on major funds rather than
reporting funds by type. Each major fund is presémh a separate column. Nonmajor funds are
aggregated and presented in a single column.

All governmental funds are accounted for usingfleaw of current financial resources
measurement focus. With this measurement focug; omirent assets, current liabilities and
deferred inflows of resources are generally inaid® the balance sheet. The Statement of
Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balaeperts on the sources (i.e., revenues and
other financing sources) and uses (i.e., expergditand other financing uses) of current financial
resources. This approach differs from the mannewrhich the governmental activities of the
government-wide financial statements are prepatakernmental fund financial statements
therefore include a reconciliation with brief exmpidions to better identify the relationship
between the government-wide statements and trenstats for governmental funds.

D. Basis of Accounting

Basis of accounting determines when transactioesracorded in the financial records and

reported on the financial statements. Governmedeviinancial statements are prepared using
the accrual basis of accounting. Governmental funde the modified accrual basis of

accounting. Differences in the accrual and the fiedliaccrual basis of accounting arise in the
recognition of revenue, the recording of defermgtbivs of resources, and in the presentation of
expenses versus expenditures.

Revenues - Exchange and Non-Exchange TransactiondRevenue resulting from exchange
transactions, in which each party gives and reseessentially equal value, is recorded on the
accrual basis when the exchange takes place. mddied accrual basis, revenue is recorded in
the fiscal year in which the resources are meatugainl become available. Available means that
the resources will be collected within the curriéstal year or are expected to be collected soon
enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilitiethefcurrent fiscal year. For the District, avai&bl
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means expected to be received within sixty dayeaf-end.

Non-exchange transactions, in which the Districteiees value without directly giving equal
value in return, include grants, entittlements aodadions. Revenue from grants, entitlements and
donations is recognized in the fiscal year in wratiteligibility requirements have been satisfied.
Eligibility requirements include timing requirementvhich specify the year when the resources
are required to be used or the fiscal year wheniaufiest permitted; matching requirements, in
which the District must provide local resources lie used for a specified purpose; and
expenditure requirements, in which the resourcegesvided to the District on a reimbursement
basis. On the modified accrual basis, revenue frmm-exchange transactions must also be
available before it can be recognized.

Deferred Outflows/Inflows of Resources In addition to assets, the statement of net jposit
will sometimes report a separate section for deteautflows of resources. Deferred outflows of
resources represent a consumption of net postianapplies to a future period and will not be
recognized as an outflow of resources (expensefeiore) until then. For the District, there are
no items reported in the government-wide statensémet position for deferred outflows of
resources.

In addition to liabilities, the statement of netsgimn will sometimes report a separate section for
deferred inflows of resources. Deferred inflowsresources represent an acquisition of net
position that applies to a future period and wibt tbe recognized as an inflow of resources
(revenue) until that time. For the District, thene no items reported in the government-wide
statement of net position for deferred inflows eSagurces. The governmental funds balance
sheet reports deferred inflows which arise froneneables which will not be collected within the
available period under a modified accrual basiaafounting. These amounts are deferred and
recognized as an inflow of resources in the pettiad the amounts become available.

Expenses/Expenditures On the accrual basis of accounting, expenseeaognized at the time
they are incurred.

The measurement focus of governmental fund acaoging on decreases in net financial

resources (expenditures) rather than expenses.nBitpees are generally recognized in the
accounting period in which the related fund liaiils incurred, if measurable.
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Cash, Cash Equivalents and Investments

To improve cash management, cash received by tbiiddiis pooled and invested. Individual
fund integrity is maintained through District redsr Interest in the pool is presented as “Equity
in Pooled Cash”.

Cash balances that are held separately in accauat$éinancial institution for bond reserves and
debt service are reported as “Restricted Cashraresiments”.

The District uses a fiscal agent to hold retainageounts on construction contracts. The
balances in these accounts are presented on theciah statements as “Contractor Retainage
Accounts”.

Restricted Assets

Assets are reported as restricted when limitationstheir use change the nature or normal
understanding of the availability of the asset.ctfSoonstraints are either externally imposed by
creditors, contributors, grantors, or laws of otgewernments, or are imposed by law through
constitutional provisions or enabling legislatioRestricted Assets represent amounts set aside to
satisfy bond indenture requirements for currentfature debt payments.

. Capital Assets

The District reports no capital assets. Title 4eeds maintained by the District as part of project
related expenditures will transfer to the Countystate upon project completion.

. Accrued Liabilities and Long-term Obligations

All payables, accrued liabilities, and long-termiigdtions are reported in the government-wide
financial statements.

In general, government fund payables and accradilities that are incurred and are paid in a
timely manner with current financial resources @gorted as obligations of the funds. Long-
term loans are recognized as a liability on theegoment fund financial statements when due.

Interfund Transactions

Exchange transactions between funds are reportece\asiues in the seller funds and as
expenditures/expenses in the purchaser funds. sFéédwash or goods from one fund to another
without a requirement for repayment are reportedthtesfund transfers. Interfund transfers are
reported as other financing sources/uses in govamtahfunds and eliminated in the Statement of
Activities. Repayments from funds responsible particular expenditures to the funds that
initially paid for them are not presented on thmaficial statements.

On fund financial statements, internal activity ls@&s long-term interfund loans or disbursements

are classified as "due to/from other funds" onkihlince sheet. These amounts are eliminated on
the statement of net position.

Net Position

Net position represents the difference betweentass®l liabilities. Net position is reported as
restricted when there are limitations imposed airthse either through constitutional provision,
enabling legislation, or through external restaos imposed by creditors, grantors, or laws or
regulations of other governments. The Districtligsprestricted resources first when an expense
is incurred for purposes for which both restricked unrestricted net position is available.

As of December 31, 2021, net position of the Distiotals a negative $24,268,630. The negative
net position balance is a result of applying theoaating principles generally accepted in the
United States of America (GAAP). GAAP requires tteporting of total long term debt
obligations while amounts reported for receivahlader the intergovernmental agreements that
are used as collateral for the debt are limitedrtmunts formally appropriated by the District's
funding partners. In lieu of appropriating theemgjovernmental agreement in its entirety, the
funding partners formally appropriate the curre@ans portion of the agreement, on an annual
basis, effective at the inception of each caleydar.

Fund Balance

Fund balance is divided into five classificationsséd primarily on the extent to which the
District is bound to observe constraints imposednughe use of the resources in the
governmental funds. The classifications are as¥il

Nonspendable - The nonspendable fund balance category includesuats that cannot be
spent because they are not in spendable form, gailyeor contractually required to be
maintained intact. The “not in spendable form'tanion includes items that are not expected
to be converted to cash. It also includes the-tengn amount of loans receivable, as well as
property acquired for resale, unless the use ofpitoeeeds from the collection of those
receivables or from the sale of those propertieesgicted, committed, or assigned.

Restricted - The fund balance is reported as restricted whestcaints placed on the use of
resources are either externally imposed by creslif@uch as through debt covenants),
grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations tfieo governments or is imposed by law
through constitutional provisions.

Committed - The committed fund balance classification includesounts that can be used
only for the specific purposes imposed by a forrelion (resolution) of the Board of
Trustees. Those committed amounts cannot be vsethy other purpose unless the Board of
Trustees removes or changes the specified usekingtthe same type of action (resolution) it
employed to previously commit those amounts. Cdiechifund balance also incorporates
contractual obligations to the extent that existiagources in the fund have been specifically
committed for use in satisfying those contracteguirements.
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Assigned - Amounts in the assigned fund balance classificati@nintended to be used by the
District for specific purposes but do not meet triteria to be classified as restricted or
committed. In governmental funds other than thenéB&l Fund, assigned fund balance
represents the remaining amount that is not réstiior committed. In the General Fund,
assigned amounts represent intended uses estaldighiee Board of Trustees.

Unassigned - Unassigned fund balance is the residual classiicdor the General Fund and
includes all spendable amounts not contained in dbiger classifications. In other
governmental funds, the unassigned classificatiomisied only to report a deficit balance
resulting from overspending for specific purposes Wwhich amounts had been restricted,
committed, or assigned.

The District applies restricted resources first whexpenditures are incurred for purposes for
which either restricted or unrestricted (committedsigned, and unassigned) amounts are
available. Similarly, within unrestricted fund bate, committed amounts are reduced first
followed by assigned, and then unassigned amoumes wxpenditures are incurred for purposes
for which amounts in any of the unrestricted fulatbhce classifications could be used.

L. Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in camfty with GAAP requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the amowmsrted in the financial statements and
accompanying notes. Actual results may differ ftbiose estimates.

3. DEFICIT FUND BALANCES

The fund balance deficits at December 31, 2021380%14 in the Old SR 74 Improvements-Phase 1
Project Fund, $364,318 in the Roundbottom Roadderideplacement Project Fund, $230,172 in the
ITS Phase 3 Project Fund and $70,389 in Other Gawvental Funds (all of which are capital project

funds) arise from the recognition of revenues om odified accrual basis. The General Fund
provides funding for the payment of expendituresadvance of the funds being recognized as
revenues from outside sources.

4. DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS
Monies held by the District are classified by Stttute into three categories.

Active deposits are public deposits necessary tetrarrent demands upon the District. Active
deposits must be maintained either as cash by ik&idD in commercial accounts payable or
withdrawable on demand, including negotiable omafewithdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in money
market deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits that therBishas identified as not required for use wittiie
current five-year period of designation of depasit® Inactive deposits must either be evidenged b
certificates of deposit maturing not later than #wd of the current period of designation of
depositories, or by savings or deposit accountsidireg, but not limited to, passbook accounts.
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Interim deposits are deposits of interim moniegerim monies are those monies that are not needed
for immediate use but which will be needed beftve ¢nd of the current period of designation of
depositories. Interim deposits must be evidengetinbe certificates of deposit maturing not more
than one year from the date of deposit or by saviog deposit accounts, including passbook
accounts.

The District has an Investment Policy that authewithe Secretary-Treasurer to make investments of
available monies from the funds of the Districsecturities as authorized by State law. These ieclud

1. United States Treasury Notes, Bills, Bonds, or attyer obligation or security issued by the
United States Treasury, or any other obligationrgui@ed as to principal and interest by the
United States;

2. Bonds, notes, debentures, or any other obligatorsecurities issued by any federal government
agency or instrumentality, including, but not liedtto, Federal National Mortgage Association,
Federal Home Loan Bank, Federal Farm Credit BangdeFal Home Loan Mortgage
Corporation, Government National Mortgage Assoecrati and Student Loan Marketing
Association. All federal agency securities shadl dhrect issuances of federal government
agencies or instrumentalities;

3. Written repurchase agreements in the securitiésdliabove provided that the fair value of the
securities subject to the repurchase agreement emased the principal value of the agreement
by at least two percent and be marked to markdy,dmid that the term of the agreement must
not exceed thirty days;

4. Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohiod avith certain limitations including a
requirement for maturity within ten years from ttege of settlement, bonds and other obligations
of political subdivisions of the State of Ohiotriining requirements have been met;

5. Time certificates of deposit or savings or depasiounts including, but not limited to, passbook
accounts;

6. No-load money market mutual funds consisting exealg of obligations described in (1) or (2)
above and repurchase agreements secured by sudatiols, provided that investments in
securities described in this division are made dmigugh eligible institutions;

7. The State Treasurer's investment pool, the Staastiry Reserve of Ohio (STAR Ohio);

8. Certain banker's acceptances (for a period not Xoeexl one-hundred eighty days) and
commercial paper notes (for a period not to exd¢eedhundred-seventy days) in an amount not
to exceed forty percent of the interim monies aldé for investment at any one time if training
requirements have been met;

Investments in stripped principal or interest odifigns, reverse repurchase agreements, and
derivatives are prohibited. The issuance of taxatiites for the purpose of arbitrage, the use of
leverage, and short selling are also prohibitectcefgt as noted above, an investment must mature
within five years from the date of purchase, unlesgched to a specific obligation or debt of the
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District, and must be purchased with the expeatahat it will be held to maturity. Investmentsyna
only be made through specified dealers and inititat

Deposits

Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the evehtank failure, District will not be able to reey
deposits or collateral securities that are in th&spssion of an outside party.

At year-end, the carrying amount of the Distriafesposits was $785,815 and the bank balance was
$3,306,403, of which $2,840,529 was insured by Fkderal Deposit Insurance Corporation and
$465,874 was exposed to custodial credit risk bszathose deposits were uninsured and
uncollateralized. Although all statutory requirertsefor the deposit of money had been followed,
noncompliance with Federal requirements could piathy subject the District to a successful claim
by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation.

The District has no deposit policy for custodiakrbeyond the requirements of State statute. Ohio
law requires that deposits either be insured ompitmected by eligible securities pledged to the
District and deposited with a qualified trusteetbg financial institution as security for repayment
whose market value at all times shall be at le@& fiercent of the deposits being secured; or
participation in the Ohio Pooled Collateral Syst6@PCS), a collateral pool of eligible securities
deposited with a qualified trustee and pledgedhéoTireasurer of State to secure the repayment of al
public monies deposited in the financial institatio

OPCS requires the total market value of the seesngledged to be 102 percent of the deposits being
secured or a reduced rate set by the Treasurdat. S

Interest Rate RiskThe Ohio Revised Code generally limits securilycpases to those that mature
within five years of the settlement date. Intemasé risk arises because potential purchaseshaf de
securities will not agree to pay face value forsehaecurities if interest rates subsequently iserea

The District’s investment policy addresses interast risk by requiring that the District’'s investnt
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portfolio be structured so that securities matoreneet cash requirements for ongoing operations or
long-term debt payments, thereby avoiding the rnteeskll securities on the open market prior to
maturity, and by investing operating funds primaiti short-term investments.

Credit Risk The District’'s investment policy does not addresdit risk beyond the adherence to
Chapter 135 of the Ohio Revised Code. The FedtrEteasury Obligations Money Market Mutual
Fund have been assigned a rating of AAAm by Stahd&arPoor's and a rating of Aaa-mf by
Moody'’s.

Custodial Credit Risk For an investment, custodial credit risk is thek ithat, in the event of the
failure of the counterparty, the District will nbe able to recover the value of its investments or
collateral securities that are in the possessioanobutside party. The District’'s investment pyplic
does not specifically address custodial credit bieiond the adherence to all relevant sectionkeof t
Ohio Revised Code.

Concentration of Credit Riskederated Treasury Obligations Money Market MuEuaid represents
100% of the District's investments at December282]1.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENTS

The District has entered into amended intergoventaieagreements with the Clermont County
Commissioners, Clermont County Engineers Officeamli Township, and Union Township to
provide funding for the development and implemeaotadf the District’'s projects.

The initial intergovernmental agreements execut@tt the Clermont County Commissioners and
Clermont County Engineers Office each provided $460,000,000 of funding commitments from

available revenue sources in the amount of $1,000p@r year for a period of 10 years beginning in
2007. The initial intergovernmental agreementdviitiami Township and Union Township each

provided for $1,000,000 of funding commitments franailable revenue sources in the amount of
$100,000 per year for a period of 10 years begmmr2007.

Amendments to those agreements have increasedetigep revenue commitments over an extended
period ending in 2036. The remaining balances rogepledged revenues under the amended
agreements as of December 31, 2021 are as follows:
