The effects on the financial 
statements of the variances between the regulatory basis of accounting described in Note 2 and accounting 
principles generally accepted in the United States of America, although not reasonably determinable, are 
presumed to be material and pervasive.

As discussed in Note 8 to the 2022 financial statement and Note 9 to the 2021 financial statement, the 
financial impact of COVID-19 and the continuing emergency measures will impact subsequent periods of 
the Society. We did not modify our opinion regarding this matter.

The Board is made up of 11 
directors serving staggered three-year terms. Society members elect Board members from its membership. 
Members of the Society must be residents of Darke County and pay an annual membership fee to the 
Society.

The reporting entity includes all activity occurring on the fairgrounds and simulcast activity occurring at 
other locations relating to the harness races. This includes the annual fair, harness racing during fair week 
and simulcast relating to harness racing. Other year-round activities at the fairgrounds including facility 
rental, track and stall rental, and community events including tractor show, animal shows, food truck rallys 
and car shows. The reporting entity does not include any other activities or entities of Darke County, Ohio. 
The Junior Fair Board’s and Junior Livestock Sale Committee’s financial activity. The Junior Fair Board’s 
and Junior Livestock Sale Committee’s financial activity are reported in the Society’s financial 
statement.

Note 7 summarizes the Junior Fair Board's financial activity.

The Society's management believes this financial statement presents all activities for which the Society is 
financially accountable.

The Society pays 
all Sustaining and Entry fees and the required portion of the cash received from the Ohio Fairs Fund as 
Race Purse to winning horses.

Sustaining and Entry Fees  Horse owners and Darke County Harness Horsemen Association pay 
fees to the Society to qualify horses for entry into stake races.  They must make payment before a 
horse can participate in a stake race.  The accompanying financial statement reports these fees as 
Sustaining and Entry Fees.

Ohio Fairs Fund  The State of Ohio contributes money to the Society from the Ohio Fairs Fund to 
supplement the race purse.  See Note 4 for additional information.

Pari-mutuel Wagering 

A wagering system totals the amounts wagered and adjusts the payoff to reflect the relative amount bet on 
different horses and various odds.  The total amount bet (also known as the “handle”), less commission, is 
paid to bettors in accordance with the payoffs, as the pari-mutuel wagering system determines.  The Society 
contracts with a totalizer service to collect bets and provide the pari-mutuel wagering system. 

Pari-mutuel wagering commission (the commission) is the Society’s share of total pari-mutuel wagers after 
payment of amounts to winning bettors.  The commission is determined by applying a statutory percentage 
to the total amount bet and is reflected in the accompanying financial statement as Pari-mutuel Wagering 
Commission.  See Note 4 for additional information.

Workers’ Compensation coverage is provided by the State of Ohio.  The Society pays the State Workers’ 
Compensation System a premium based on a rate per $100 of salaries.  This rate is calculated based on 
accident history and administrative costs.

The Darke County Commissioners provide general insurance coverage for all the buildings on the Darke 
County Fairgrounds pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 1711.24. A private company provides general 
liability and vehicle insurance with aggregate limits of $250,000 and $250,000. This policy includes crime 
coverage for employee dishonesty with limits of liability of $50,000. The Society’s general manager is 
bonded with coverage of $50,000.

NOTE 6 - SOCIAL SECURITY

Society employees contributed to Social Security. This plan provides retirement benefits, including survivor 
and disability benefits to participants.

Employees contributed 6.2 percent of their gross salaries. The Society contributed an amount equal to 6.2 
percent of participants' gross salaries. The Society has paid all contributions required through November 
30, 2022.

NOTE 7 - JUNIOR FAIR BOARD

The Junior Fair Board, which is comprised of 4-H, FFA, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, and Farm Bureau Youth 
organization representatives, is responsible for the Junior Fair Division activities of the Darke County 
Fair. The Society disbursed $0 directly to the Junior Fair Board and $39,241 directly to vendors to support 
Junior Fair activities. These expenses are reflected as a disbursement in the accompanying financial 
statement as Junior Fair Disbursement.

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NOTE 8 - JUNIOR FAIR BOARD

The Junior Fair Board, which is comprised of 4-H, FFA, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, and Farm Bureau Youth 
organization representatives, is responsible for the Junior Fair Division activities of the Darke County 
Fair. The Society disbursed $0 directly to the Junior Fair Board and $18,559 directly to vendors to support 
Junior Fair activities. These expenses are reflected as a disbursement in the accompanying financial 
statement as Junior Fair Disbursement. Darke County paid the Society $6,371 to support Junior Club 
work. The Junior Fair Board accounts for its activities separately. The accompanying financial statement 
does not include this activity. The Junior Fair Board’s financial activity for the fiscal year ended November 
30, 2021, follow:

We have audited, in accordance the with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards 
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States (Government Auditing Standards), the financial 
statements of the cash balances, receipts, and disbursements as of and for the years ended November 30, 
2022 and 2021 and the related notes to the financial statements of the Darke County Agricultural Society, 
Darke County, (the Society) and have issued our report thereon dated July 31, 2023 wherein we noted the 
Society followed financial reporting provisions Ohio Rev. Code § 117.38 and Ohio Admin. Code 117-2-
03(C) permit. We also noted the financial impact of COVID-19 and the continuing emergency measures will 
impact subsequent periods of the Society.

Report on Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the Society’s internal control 
over financial reporting (internal control) as a basis for designing audit procedures that are appropriate in 
the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, but not for the 
purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Society’s internal control.  Accordingly, we do 
not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Society’s internal control.  

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management 
or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct 
misstatements on a timely basis.  A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in 
internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the Society’s 
financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected, on a timely basis.  A significant 
deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a 
material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.  

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this 
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material 
weaknesses or significant deficiencies and therefore, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may 
exist that were not identified.  We identified a certain deficiency in internal control, described in the 
accompanying schedule of findings as item 2022-001 that we consider to be a material weakness.
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Report on Compliance and Other Matters

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the Society’s financial statements are free from 
material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, 
contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on the 
financial statements.  However, providing an opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an 
objective of our audit and accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed 
no instances of noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported under Government Auditing 
Standards.  

Purpose of This Report

The purpose of this report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and compliance 
and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the Society’s internal 
control or on compliance.  This report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with 
Government Auditing Standards in considering the Society’s internal control and compliance.  Accordingly, 
this communication is not suitable for any other purpose.

Material Weakness – Financial Statement Presentation

Management is responsible for preparing complete and accurate financial statements in accordance with the 
applicable financial reporting framework. Control and monitoring activities typically associated with the period-end 
financial reporting process include reviewing and approving manual journal entries, consolidating entries, and any 
entries that are recorded directly to the financial statement. For the Society, this could also include reviewing the 
fiscal year-end QuickBooks detailed reports to ensure activity is reported in the correct line items. 

Certain adjustments were made to the financial statements and note disclosures to properly state amounts for the 
fiscal years ended November 30, 2022 and 2021. The audited financial statements and note disclosures have been 
adjusted for the misstatements identified during the audit.  

A lack of proper policies and procedures for control and monitoring activities associated with the period-end 
financial reporting process could lead to financial statement and note disclosure adjustments, which if uncorrected, 
could lead to a misrepresentation of the Society’s activity.  

We recommend the Society design and implement additional procedures to facilitate more accurate and detailed 
financial reporting. The Society should consider having an outside third-party, or board member with financial 
experience, perform a second review of the financial report prior to filing in the Hinkle System. Further, the Society 
should reach out to its auditor throughout the year if questions arise on how to properly account for receipts or 
disbursements. Additionally, we recommend the Society incorporate the adjustments from this audit into its future 
unaudited financial statements submitted via the Hinkle System. 

Officials’ Response: We did not receive a response from officials to this finding.
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
