of the procedures described below either for thpgae for which this report has been requestearor f
any other purpose.

For the purposes of performing these proceduresreport only describes exceptions exceeding $10.
The procedures and the associated findings ardlag/$:
Cash

1. We recalculated the December 31, 2023 and Dece8ihe022 bank reconciliations. We found
no exceptions.

2. We agreed the January 1, 2022 beginning fund balaecorded in the Admin, Refund and
Collections Account Summaries to the December 8R12balances in the prior year Agreed-
Upon Procedures working papers. We found no exaept We also agreed the January 1, 2023
beginning fund balance recorded in the Admin, Réfand Collections Account Summaries to
the December 31, 2022 balances in the Admin, RefumbCollections Account Summaries. We
found no exceptions.

3. We agreed the 2023 and 2022 bank reconciliatiornd Becember 31, 2023 and 2022 to the total
fund cash balance reported in the Admin, Refund @alliections Account Summaries and the
financial statements filed by the JEDZ in the H:nBlystem. The amounts agreed.
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4. We confirmed the December 31, 2023 bank balanctsthe JEDZ’s financial institution. The
balances agreed. We also agreed the confirmeddesdato the amounts appearing in the
December 31, 2023 bank reconciliation without exioep

5. We selected the four reconciling debits (outstamainecks) from the December 31, 2023 bank
reconciliation:
a. We traced two of the four debits to the subseqdantary and February bank statements.
We could not trace the other two debits to a sulbseigbank statement as the checks
have not cleared. The JEDZ intends to void thekhand reissue replacements in 2024.
b. We traced the amounts and payee name to the Sunwhddisbursements By Payee
listing, and determined the debits were dated pmoDecember 31. We found no
exceptions.

Income Taxes

1. We confirmed the income tax amounts paid from titg &f Madeira to the JEDZ during 2023
and 2022, with the City. We found no exceptions.
a. We inspected the Admin, Refund and Collections ActcdSummaries to determine the
receipts were recorded in the proper year. Wedaunexceptions.

2. As required by Section 9(e) of the Contract, weétsed the Detailed General Ledger Report for
2023 and 2022 to determine whether each year iadlad least quarterly receipts from the City
of Madeira. We found no exceptions.

Debt

1. The prior agreed-upon procedures documentationodisd no debt outstanding as of December
31, 2021.

2. We inquired of management, and inspected the Admiefund and Collections Account
Summaries and Summary of Disbursements By Paytglifor evidence of debt issued during
2023 or 2022 or debt payment activity during 202320622. We identified no new debt
issuances, nor any debt payment activity during328y2022.

Non-Payroll Cash Disbursements

1. We selected 10 disbursements from the Summary sliudsements By Payee listing for the year
ended December 31, 2023 and 10 from the year e2@kzland determined whether:

a. The disbursements were for a proper public purpd¥e.found no exceptions.

b. The check number, date, payee name and amountdest@n the returned, canceled
check agreed to the check number, date, payee mramieamount recorded in the
Summary of Disbursements By Payee listing and ® ritbmes and amounts on the
supporting invoices. We found no exceptions.

c. The payment was posted to a fund consistent withréistricted purpose for which the
fund’s cash can be used. We found no exceptions.

Compliance — Contract

We inspected written evidence that the Public Re#xdPolicy was provided to the records
custodian/manager as required by Ohio Rev. Cod®&3(E)(2). We found no exceptions.

We inspected the JEDZ’s policy manual and deterchihe public records policy was included
as required by Ohio Rev. Code § 149.43(E)(2). Wmdono exceptions.

We observed that the JEDZ's poster describing tReiblic Records Policy was displayed
conspicuously in all branches of the JEDZ as reguby Ohio Rev. Code § 149.43(E)(2). We
found no exceptions.

We inquired with JEDZ management and determinetttiea]EDZ did not have any applications
for record disposal submitted to the Records Comionisduring the engagement period.

We inspected individual proof of attendance andemheined whether each elected official in
accordance with Ohio Rev. Code § 149.43(E)(1) (efhkr designee) successfully attended a
certified three-hour Public Records Training foclederm of office as required by Ohio Rev.
Code § 109.43(B). We found no exceptions.

We inspected the public notices for the public rimgst held during the engagement period and
determined the JEDZ notified the general public ae@/s media of when and where meetings
during the engagement period were to be held agrezijby Ohio Rev. Code § 121.22(Kye
found no exceptions.

We inspected the minutes of public meetings dutitegengagement period in accordance with
Ohio Rev. Code § 121.22(C) and determined whetiesr were:

a. Prepared — afile is created following the dditithe meeting

b. Filed — placed with similar documents in anamiged manner

c. Maintained - retained, at a minimum, for thgagement period

d. Open to public inspection — available for pabiiewing or request.
We found no exceptions.

We inspected the minutes from the engagememddin accordance with Ohio Rev. Code §

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b. The purpose for the meetings and going into an wikex session (when applicable)
correlated with one of the matters listed in Ohe&vRCode § 121.22(G).

We found no exceptions.

Other Compliance

This statute also permits the Auditor of
State to extend the deadline for filing a financegort and establish terms and conditions for any
such extension. Auditor of State established pedicregarding the filing of complete financial
statements, as defined in AOS Bulletin 2015-00thenHinkle System. We confirmed the JEDZ
filed their complete financial statements, as dsfitoy AOS Bulletin 2015-007 and Auditor of
State established policy within the allotted tiragfie for the years ended December 31, 2023 and
2022 in the Hinkle system. We found no exceptions.

We were engaged by the JEDZ to perform this aguged procedures engagement and conducted our
engagement in accordance with the attestation atdadestablished by the AICPA and the Comptroller
General of the United State&overnment Auditing Sandards.
