We are required to be independent and meet our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with relevant ethical 
requirements relating to the engagement.

Our examination does not provide a legal determination on the Township's compliance with specified requirements.

In our opinion, the Township complied, in all material respects, with the specified requirements referenced above 
during the year ended December 31, 2022.

The results of our tests disclosed no matters that are required to be reported under 
Government Auditing Standards.

The purpose of this examination report is solely to express an opinion on whether Township complied, in all material
respects with the specified requirements referenced above during the year ended December 31, 2022. 
Accordingly, this report is not suitable for any other purpose.
