Note 1 — Reporting Entity

The constitution and laws of the State of Ohio establish the rights and privileges of the Monroe Township,
Allen County, (the Township) as a body corporate and politic. A publicly elected three-member Board of
Trustees directs the Township. The Township provides road and bridge maintenance, cemetery
maintenance, fire protection and emergency medical services. The Township contracts with the Richland
Township and the Village of Columbus Grove to provide fire services and to provide ambulance services.
The township supports our volunteer fire department. The Cairo- Monroe Township volunteer fire
department is supported by a 5-year 1 mill and .5 mill levies. These funds are used for both the operation
and equipment for the Fire department and EMS.

Jointly Owned Governments and Public Entity Risk Pools

The Township participates in jointly governed organizations, and a public entity risk pool. Notes 6 and 10
to the financial statements provide additional information for these entities. The Township’s management
believes these financial statements present all activities for which the Township is financially accountable.

Note 2 — Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of Presentation

The Township’s financial statements consist of a combined statement of receipts, disbursements and
changes in fund balances (regulatory cash basis) for all governmental fund types which are all organized
on a fund type basis.

Fund Accounting

The Township uses funds to maintain its financial records during the year. A fund is defined as a fiscal and
accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts. The funds of the Township are presented below:

General Fund The general fund accounts for and reports all financial resources not accounted for and
reported in another fund. The general fund balance is available to the Township for any purpose provided
it is expended or transferred according to the general laws of Ohio.

Special Revenue Funds These funds account for and report the proceeds of specific revenue sources that
are restricted or committed to expenditure for specified purposes other than debt service or capital projects.
The Township had the following significant Special Revenue Funds:

Gas Tax Fund The gas tax fund accounts for and reports that portion of the State gasoline tax
restricted for maintenance and repair of roads within the Township. This fund is used for township
operating expenses and supplies for the township garage. The road program is also paid for from
this fund.

Motor Vehicle License Tax Fund The motor vehicle license tax fund accounts for and reports that
portion of motor vehicle license registration fees restricted for maintenance and repair of roads
within the Township. This fund also helps with the road program and operating supplies for
township roads.

Cemetery Fund- The cemetery fund is money that is collected from the sale of grave plots and
closing fees & burials. The funds for this fund are only used for maintenance and cost of upkeep
for the townships nine cemeteries.

Road & Bridge Fund- The road & bridge fund is funded by real estate taxes. All funds go to
maintaining township roads and bridges.

Fire Special Levy- This is a 1 mill levy fund. The fund is for the upkeep and maintenance of
townships volunteer fire dept and Ems services.

Emergency Equipment Special Levy- This is a .5 mill levy fund. The fund is for the upkeep and
maintenance of Townships volunteer fire dept and Ems services.

Ambulance and Emergency Medical Services- This fund is funded by service fees from people
who use the EMS service. The funds go to the maintenance, training, operating supplies, and
Machinery used by the EMS.

Coronavirus Relief Fund The Coronavirus Relief Fund accounts for and reports the monies the
Township received as part of the American Rescue Plan legislation due to the coronavirus
pandemic.

Basis of Accounting

These financial statements follow the accounting basis permitted by the financial reporting provisions of
Ohio Revised Code Section 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code Section 117-2-03 (C). This basis is
similar to the cash receipts and disbursements accounting basis. The Township recognizes receipts when
received in cash rather than when earned, and recognizes disbursements when paid rather than when a
liability is incurred. Budgetary presentations report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made
(i.e., when an encumbrance is approved).

These statements include adequate disclosure of material matters, as the financial reporting provisions of
Ohio Revised Code Section 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code Section 117-2-03 (C) permit.

Budgetary Process
The Ohio Revised Code requires that each fund be budgeted annually.

Appropriations Budgetary expenditures (that is, disbursements and encumbrances) may not exceed
appropriations at the fund, function or object level of control, and appropriations may not exceed estimated
resources. The Board of Trustees must annually approve appropriation measures and subsequent
amendments. Unencumbered appropriations lapse at year end.

Estimated Resources Estimated resources include estimates of cash to be received (budgeted receipts)
plus unencumbered cash as of January 1. The County Budget Commission must approve estimated
resources.

Encumbrances The Ohio Revised Code requires the Township to reserve (encumber) appropriations
when individual commitments are made. Encumbrances outstanding at year end are carried over, and need
not be reappropriated.

A summary of 2023 budgetary activity appears in Note 3.

Deposits and Investments

The Township’s accounting basis includes investments as assets. This basis does not record

disbursements for investment purchases or receipts for investment sales. This basis records gains or
losses at the time of sale as receipts or disbursements, respectively.

Capital Assets

The Township records disbursements for acquisitions of property, plant, and equipment when paid. The
accompanying financial statements do not report these items as assets.

Accumulated Leave

In certain circumstances, such as upon leaving employment, employees are entitled to cash payments for
unused leave. The financial statements do not include a liability for unpaid leave.

Fund Balance

Fund balance is divided into five classifications based primarily on the extent to which the Township must
observe constraints imposed upon the use of its governmental-fund resources. The classifications are as
follows:

Nonspendable The Township classifies assets as nonspendable when legally or contractually
required to maintain the amounts intact. For regulatory purposes, nonspendable fund balance
includes unclaimed monies that are required to be held for five years before they may be utilized by
the Township and the nonspendable portion of the corpus in permanent funds.

Restricted Fund balance is restricted when constraints placed on the use of resources are either
externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors, or laws or
regulations of other governments; or is imposed by law through constitutional provisions.

Committed Trustees can commit amounts via formal action (resolution). The Township must adhere
to these commitments unless the Trustees amend the resolution. Committed fund balance also
incorporates contractual obligations to the extent that existing resources in the fund have been
specifically committed to satisfy contractual requirements.

Assigned Assigned fund balances are intended for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria to
be classified as restricted or committed. For regulatory purposes, assigned fund balance in the
general fund is limited to encumbrances outstanding at year end.

Unassigned Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the general fund and includes
amounts not included in the other classifications. In other governmental funds, the unassigned
classification is used only to report a deficit balance.

The Township applies restricted resources first when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which
either restricted or unrestricted (committed, assigned, and unassigned) amounts are available. Similarly,
within unrestricted fund balance, committed amounts are reduced first followed by assigned, and then
unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of the
unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.

For regulatory purposes, limited disclosure related to fund balance is included in Note 11.

Note 4 — Deposits

To improve cash management, cash received by the Township is pooled. Monies for all fund are maintained
in this pool. The Ohio Revised Code prescribes allowable deposits and investments. A summary of the
Township’s deposit and investment accounts are as follows:

Demand deposits $ 720,996

The Township does not use a separate payroll clearing account. The expenditures included in the
accompanying financial statements reflect net payroll plus all remitted payroll withholdings. At December
31, 2023, the Township is holding $1,099 in unremitted employee payroll withholdings.

Deposits

Deposits are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or collateralized through the Ohio
Pooled Collateral System (OPCS), a collateral pool of eligible securities deposited with a qualified trustee
and pledged to the Treasurer of State to secure the repayment of all public monies deposited in the financial
institution.

The Township deposits are held at the Union Bank Company. The Township has an IntraFi or ICS account
administrated through Union Bank. As of December 31, 2023 $633,082 of deposits were insured through
the FDIC through the network of banks in the ICS account that the Union Bank is the custodian of.

Note 5 — Property Taxes

Real property taxes become a lien on January 1 preceding the October 1 date for which the Trustees
adopted tax rates. The State Board of Tax Equalization adjusts these rates for inflation. Property taxes
are also reduced for applicable non-business, owner occupancy, and homestead exemption credits and/or
homestead and rollback deductions. The financial statements include these credits and/or deduction
amounts the State pays as Intergovernmental Receipts. Payments are due to the County by December
31. If the property owner elects to pay semiannually, the first half is due December 31. The second half
payment is due the following June 20.

The County is responsible for assessing property and for billing, collecting, and distributing all property
taxes on behalf of the Township.

Note 6 — Risk Management
Workers’ Compensation

Workers’ Compensation coverage is provided by the State of Ohio. The Township pays the State Workers’
Compensation System a premium based on a rate per $100 of salaries. This rate is calculated based on
accident history and administrative costs.

Risk Pool Membership

The Township is a member of the Ohio Township Association Risk Management Authority (The Pool). The
Pool assumes the risk of loss up to the limits of the Township’s policy. The Pool covers the following risks:

- General liability and casualty
- Public official’s liability

- Cyber

- Law enforcement liability

- Automobile liability

- Vehicles

- Property

- Equipment breakdown

Note 7 — Defined Benefit Pension Plans
Ohio Public Employees Retirement System

Six Township employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS). OPERS is
a cost-sharing, multiple-employer plan. The Ohio Revised Code prescribes this plan’s benefits, which
include postretirement health care and survivor and disability benefits.

The Ohio Revised Code also prescribes contribution rates. OPERS members contributed 10 percent of
their gross salaries, and the Township contributed an amount equaling 14 percent of participants’ gross
salaries. The Township has paid all contributions required through December 31, 2023.

Social Security

The Volunteer Fire chief is the only Township employee to contribute to Social Security. This plan provides
retirement benefits, including survivor and disability benefits to participants.

Employees contributed 6.2 percent of their gross salaries. The Township contributed an amount equal to
6.2 percent of participants’ gross salaries. The Township has paid all contributions required through
December 31, 2023.

Note 8 — Postemployment Benefits

OPERS offers cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit postemployment plans. OPERS offers a
health reimbursement arrangement (HRA) allowance to benefit recipients meeting certain age and service
credit requirements. The HRA is an account funded by OPERS that provides tax-free reimbursement for
qualified medical expenses such as monthly post-tax insurance premiums, deductibles, co-insurance, and
co-pays incurred by eligible benefit recipients and their dependents.

For calendar year 2023, the portion of OPERS employer contributions allocated to health care was 0
percent for members in the traditional pension plan and 2 percent for members in the combined plan. For
2023, the portion of employer contributions OPERS allocated to health care for members in the member-
directed plan was 4.0 percent; however, a portion of the health care rate was funded with reserves.

Note 9 — Contingent Liabilities

Amounts grantor agencies pay to the township are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor. The
grantor may require refunding any disallowed costs. Management cannot presently determine amounts
grantors may disallow. However, based on prior experience, management believes any refunds would be
immaterial.

Note 10 — Jointly Governed Organizations

The Township is a member of The Lima Allen County Regional Planning Commission, Allen County. The
Commission was organized in 1964 under section 713.21 on the ORC. The commission is governed by
thirty-three board members. The board consists of representatives from participating political subdivisions,
the County Commissioners, and appointed citizens. The Commission serves the county by performing
studies, and making maps, preparing recommendations and reports relating to the physical, environmental,
social, economic and governmental characteristics, functions and services of the county. Financial
information can be obtained from Marlene Schumacher, Grant Coordinator, 130 West Main St. Lima, OH
45801 or call 419-228-1836 or email at mschumaker@lacrpe.com.

Note 11 — Fund Balances

Included in fund balance are amounts the Township cannot spend, including the balance of unclaimed
monies, which cannot be spent for five years and the unexpendable corpus of the permanent funds.
Encumbrances are commitments related to unperformed contracts for goods or services. Encumbrance
accounting is utilized to the extent necessary to assure effective budgetary control and accountability and
to facilitate effective cash planning and control. At year end the balances of these amounts were as follows:

The fund balance of special revenue funds is either restricted or committed. These restricted and
committed, amounts in the special revenue funds would include the outstanding encumbrances. In the
general fund, outstanding encumbrances are considered assigned.

Note 12 - COVID-19

The United States and the State of Ohio declared a state of emergency in March of 2020 due to the COVID-
19 pandemic. Ohio’s state of emergency ended in June 2021 while the national state of emergency ended
in April 2023. During 2022 and 2021, the Township received COVID-19 funding. The Township will continue
to spend available COVID-19 funding consistent with the applicable program guidelines

During 2023, the township received no funds from the American Rescue Plan Act- Coronavirus Local Fiscal
Recovery Funds for Ohio Non-Entitlement units of Local Government. The township had spent $125,000.00
of the funds in 2023. The money was spent on a Western Star snow plow truck. The funds were available
for this type of purchase because of the Department of Treasury Final Rule. The funds are in special fund
2273 Coronavirus Relief Fund, as of Dec. 31, 2023 the fund balance was $28,984.17.

The Township’s financial statements consist of a combined statement of receipts, disbursements and
changes in fund balances (regulatory cash basis) for all governmental fund types which are all organized
on a fund type basis.

Fund Accounting

The Township uses funds to maintain its financial records during the year. A fund is defined as a fiscal and
accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts. The funds of the Township are presented below:

General Fund The general fund accounts for and reports all financial resources not accounted for and
reported in another fund. The general fund balance is available to the Township for any purpose provided
it is expended or transferred according to the general laws of Ohio.

Special Revenue Funds These funds account for and report the proceeds of specific revenue sources that
are restricted or committed to expenditure for specified purposes other than debt service or capital projects.
The Township had the following significant Special Revenue Funds:

Gas Tax Fund The gas tax fund accounts for and reports that portion of the State gasoline tax
restricted for maintenance and repair of roads within the Township. This fund is used for township
operating expenses and supplies for the township garage. The road program is also paid for from
this fund.

Motor Vehicle License Tax Fund The motor vehicle license tax fund accounts for and reports that
portion of motor vehicle license registration fees restricted for maintenance and repair of roads
within the Township. This fund also helps with the road program and operating supplies for
township roads.

Cemetery Fund- The cemetery fund is money that is collected from the sale of grave plots and

closing fees & burials. The funds for this fund are only used for maintenance and cost of upkeep
for the townships nine cemeteries.

Road & Bridge Fund- The road & bridge fund is funded by real estate taxes. All funds go to
maintaining township roads and bridges.

Fire Special Levy- This is a 1 mill levy fund. The fund is for the upkeep and maintenance of
townships volunteer fire dept and Ems services.

Emergency Equipment Special Levy- This is a .5 mill levy fund. The fund is for the upkeep and
maintenance of Townships volunteer fire dept and Ems services.

Ambulance and Emergency Medical Services- This fund is funded by service fees from people
who use the EMS service. The funds go to the maintenance, training, operating supplies, and
Machinery used by the EMS.

Basis of Accounting

These financial statements follow the accounting basis permitted by the financial reporting provisions of
Ohio Revised Code Section 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code Section 117-2-03 (C). This basis is
similar to the cash receipts and disbursements accounting basis. The Board recognizes receipts when
received in cash rather than when earned, and recognizes disbursements when paid rather than when a
liability is incurred. Budgetary presentations report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made
(i.e., when an encumbrance is approved).

These statements include adequate disclosure of material matters, as the financial reporting provisions of
Ohio Revised Code Section 117.38 and Ohio Administrative Code Section 117-2-03 (C) permit.

Budgetary Process

The Ohio Revised Code requires that each fund be budgeted annually.

Appropriations Budgetary expenditures (that is, disbursements and encumbrances) may not exceed
appropriations at the fund, function or object level of control and appropriations may not exceed estimated
resources. The Board of Trustees must annually approve appropriation measures and subsequent
amendments. Unencumbered appropriations lapse at year end.

Estimated Resources Estimated resources include estimates of cash to be received (budgeted receipts)
plus unencumbered cash as of January 1. The County Budget Commission must approve estimated
resources.

Encumbrances The Ohio Revised Code requires the Township to reserve (encumber) appropriations
when individual commitments are made. Encumbrances outstanding at year end are carried over, and
need not be reappropriated.

A summary of 2022 budgetary activity appears in Note 3.

Deposits and Investments

The Township’s accounting basis includes investments as assets. This basis does not record

disbursements for investment purchases or receipts for investment sales. This basis records gains or
losses at the time of sale as receipts or disbursements, respectively.

Capital Assets

The Township records disbursements for acquisitions of property, plant, and equipment when paid. The
accompanying financial statements do not report these items as assets.

Accumulated Leave

In certain circumstances, such as upon leaving employment, employees are entitled to cash payments for
unused leave. The financial statements do not include a liability for unpaid leave.

Leases

The Township is the lessee in various leases (as defined by GASB 87) related to equipment under
noncancelable leases. Lease revenue/disbursements are recognized when they are paid.

Fund Balance

Fund balance is divided into five classifications based primarily on the extent to which the Township must
observe constraints imposed upon the use of its governmental-fund resources. The classifications are as
follows:

Nonspendable The Township classifies assets as nonspendable when legally or contractually
required to maintain the amounts intact. For regulatory purposes, nonspendable fund balance
includes unclaimed monies that are required to be held for five years before they may be utilized by
the Township and the nonspendable portion of the corpus in permanent funds.

Restricted Fund balance is restricted when constraints placed on the use of resources are either
externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors, or laws or
regulations of other governments; or is imposed by law through constitutional provisions.

Committed Trustees can commit amounts via formal action (resolution). The Township must adhere
to these commitments unless the Trustees amend the resolution. Committed fund balance also
incorporates contractual obligations to the extent that existing resources in the fund have been
specifically committed to satisfy contractual requirements.

Assigned Assigned fund balances are intended for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria to
be classified as restricted or committed. For regulatory purposes, assigned fund balance in the
general fund is limited to encumbrances outstanding at year end.

Unassigned Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the general fund and includes
amounts not included in the other classifications. In other governmental funds, the unassigned
classification is used only to report a deficit balance.

The Township applies restricted resources first when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which
either restricted or unrestricted (committed, assigned, and unassigned) amounts are available. Similarly,
within unrestricted fund balance, committed amounts are reduced first followed by assigned, and then
unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of the
unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.

For regulatory purposes, limited disclosure related to fund balance is included in Note 12.

Note 4 — Deposits

To improve cash management, cash received by the Township is pooled. Monies for all fund are maintained
in this pool. The Ohio Revised Code prescribes allowable deposits and investments. The Township also
has segregated accounts, which include clearing accounts and amounts with fiscal and escrow agents that
are not part of this pool. A summary of the Township’s deposit and investment accounts are as follows:

The Township does not use a separate payroll clearing account. The expenditures included in the
accompanying financial statements reflect net payroll plus all remitted payroll withholdings. At December
31, 2022, the Township is holding $0 in unremitted employee payroll withholdings.

Deposits
Deposits are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or collateralized through the Ohio
Pooled Collateral System (OPCS), a collateral pool of eligible securities deposited with a qualified trustee

and pledged to the Treasurer of State to secure the repayment of all public monies deposited in the financial
institution.

Note 5 — Property Taxes

Real property taxes become a lien on January 1 preceding the October 1 date for which the Trustees
adopted tax rates. The State Board of Tax Equalization adjusts these rates for inflation. Property taxes
are also reduced for applicable non-business, owner occupancy, and homestead exemption credits and/or
homestead and rollback deductions. The financial statements include these credits and/or deduction
amounts the State pays as Intergovernmental Receipts. Payments are due to the County by December
31. If the property owner elects to pay semiannually, the first half is due December 31. The second half
payment is due the following June 20.

The County is responsible for assessing property and for billing, collecting, and distributing all property
taxes on behalf of the Township.

Note 6 — Risk Management
Workers’ Compensation

Workers’ Compensation coverage is provided by the State of Ohio. The Township pays the State Workers’
Compensation System a premium based on a rate per $100 of salaries. This rate is calculated based on
accident history and administrative costs.

Risk Pool Membership

The Township is a member of the Ohio Township Association Risk Management Authority (The Pool). The
Pool assumes the risk of loss up to the limits of the Township’s policy. The Pool covers the following risks:

- General liability and casualty
- Public official’s liability

- Cyber

- Law enforcement liability

- Automobile liability

- Vehicles

- Property

- Equipment breakdown

The Pool reported the following summary of assets and actuarially-measured liabilities available to pay
those liabilities as of December 31, 2022:

Note 7 — Defined Benefit Pension Plans
Ohio Public Employees Retirement System
Six Township employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS). OPERS is

a cost-sharing, multiple-employer plan. The Ohio Revised Code prescribes this plan’s benefits, which
include postretirement health care and survivor and disability benefits.

The Ohio Revised Code also prescribes contribution rates. OPERS members contributed 10 percent of
their gross salaries, and the Township contributed an amount equaling 14 percent of participants’ gross
salaries. The Township has paid all contributions required through December 31, 2022.

Social Security

The Volunteer Fire chief is the only Township employee to contribute to Social Security. This plan provides
retirement benefits, including survivor and disability benefits to participants.

Employees contributed 6.2 percent of their gross salaries. The Township contributed an amount equal to
6.2 percent of participants’ gross salaries. The Township has paid all contributions required through
December 31, 2022.

Note 8 — Postemployment Benefits

OPERS offers cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit postemployment plans, which include
multiple health care plans including medical coverage, prescription drug coverage, deposits to a Health
Reimbursement Arrangement, and Medicare Part B premium reimbursements, to qualifying benefit
recipients. The portion of employer contributions allocated to health care for OPERS members in the
traditional pension plan and combined plan was 0 percent during calendar year 2022. The portion of
employer contributions allocated to health care for OPERS members in the member-directed plan was 4.0
percent during calendar year 2022.

Effective January 1, 2022, OPERS discontinued the group plans currently offered to non-Medicare retirees
and re-employed retirees. Instead, eligible non-Medicare retirees will select an individual medical plan.
OPERS will provide a subsidy or allowance via an HRA allowance to those retirees who meet health care
eligibility requirements. Retirees will be able to seek reimbursement for plan premiums and other qualified
medical expenses.

Note 9 — Debt

Leases

The Township leased a John Deere Utility tractor. The Lease purchase agreement was with John Deere
Financial and was purchased through the State procurement program. The last payment was due in May
of 2022, after this payment, the Township purchased the tractor for $1.00 according to the contract.

Note 10 — Contingent Liabilities

Amounts grantor agencies pay to the township are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor. The
grantor may require refunding any disallowed costs. Management cannot presently determine amounts

grantors may disallow. However, based on prior experience, management believes any refunds would be
immaterial.

Note 11 — Jointly Governed Organizations

The Township is a member of The Lima Allen County Regional Planning Commission, Allen County. The
Commission was organized in 1964 under section 713.21 on the ORC. The commission is governed by
thirty-three board members. The board consists of representatives from participating political subdivisions,
the County Commissioners, and appointed citizens. The Commission serves the county by performing
studies, and making maps, preparing recommendations and reports relating to the physical, environmental,
social, economic and governmental characteristics, functions and services of the county. Financial
information can be obtained from Marlene Schumacher, Grant Coordinator, 130 West Main St. Lima, OH
45801 or call 419-228-1836 or email at mschumaker@lacrpe.com.

Note 12 — Fund Balances

Included in fund balance are amounts the Township cannot spend, including the balance of unclaimed
monies, which cannot be spent for five years and the unexpendable corpus of the permanent funds.
Encumbrances are commitments related to unperformed contracts for goods or services. Encumbrance
accounting is utilized to the extent necessary to assure effective budgetary control and accountability and
to facilitate effective cash planning and control. At year end the balances of these amounts were as follows:

The fund balance of special revenue funds is either restricted or committed. These restricted and
committed amounts in the special revenue, debt service, capital projects, and permanent funds would
include the outstanding encumbrances. In the general fund, outstanding encumbrances are considered
assigned.

Note 13 — COVID-19

The United States and the State of Ohio declared a state of emergency in March of 2020 due to the COVID-
19 pandemic. Ohio’s state of emergency ended in June, 2021 while the national state of emergency
continues. During 2022, the Township received COVID-19 funding. The financial impact of COVID-19 and
the continuing emergency measures will impact subsequent periods of the Township. The impact on the
Township’s future operating costs, revenues, and additional recovery from emergency funding, either
federal or state, cannot be estimated.

During 2022, the township received funds from the American Rescue Plan Act- Coronavirus Local Fiscal
Recovery Funds for Ohio Non-Entitlement units of Local Government. The township received $83,329.47
from the (SLFRF) Fund, which is run through the Ohio Grants partnership. The township has spent $13,340
of the funds in 2022. The township used $616.00 on legal fees and $12,724.11 on a road project. The
trustees have signed a contract for a 2015 Western Star snowplow truck. The funds are in special fund
2273 Coronavirus Relief fund. As of Dec. 31, 2022 the fund balance was $153,984.00.

Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Township’s internal control.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or
detect and correct misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a
combination of deficiencies, in internal control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material
misstatement of the Township’s financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected, on
a timely basis. A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control
that is less severe than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged
with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material
weaknesses or significant deficiencies. Given these limitations, during our audit we did not identify any
deficiencies in internal control that we consider to be material weaknesses. However, material
weaknesses or significant deficiencies may exist that were not identified.

NONCOMPLIANCE

Ohio Rev. Code § 5705.41(D)(1) provides that no orders or contracts involving the expenditure of money
are to be made unless there is attached thereto a certificate of the fiscal officer certifying that the amount
required meet the obligation or, the case of continuing contract to be performed in whole or in part in an
ensuing fiscal year, the amount required to meet the obligation in the fiscal year in which the contract is
made has been lawfully appropriated and is in the treasury or in the process of collection to the credit of
an appropriate fund free from any previous encumbrances. Every such contract made without such a
certificate shall be void and no warrant shall be issued in payment of any amount due thereon.

There are several exceptions to the standard requirement stated above that treasurer’s certificate must
be obtained prior to a subdivision or taxing authority entering into a contract or order involving the
expenditure of money. The main exceptions are: “then and now” certificates, blanket certificates, and
super blanket certificates, which are provided for in Ohio Rev. Code §§ 5705.41(D)(1) and 5705.41(D)(3),
respectively.

1. “Then and Now” certificate — If the chief fiscal officer can certify both at the time the contract or
order was made (“then”), and at the time the fiscal officer is completing the certification (“now”),
that sufficient funds were available or in the process of collections, to the credit of a proper fund,
properly appropriated and free from any previous encumbrance, the Board can authorize the
drawing of a warrant for the payment of the amount due. The Board has thirty days from the
receipt of the “then and now” certificate to approve payment by ordinance or resolution.

Amounts less than $100 in counties and less than $3,000 in all other subdivisions or taxing units
may be paid by the fiscal officer without a resolution or ordinance upon completion of the “then
and now” certificate, provided that the expenditure is otherwise lawful. This does not eliminate
any otherwise applicable requirement for approval of expenditures by the Township.

2. Blanket Certificate — The auditor or fiscal officer may prepare “blanket” certificates for a certain
sum of money, not in excess of an amount established by resolution or ordinance adopted by a
maijority of the members of the legislative authority, against any specific line item account over a
period not running beyond the end of the current fiscal year. The blanket certificates may, but
need not, be limited to a specific vendor. Only one blanket certificate may be outstanding at one
particular time for any one particular line item appropriation.

3. Super Blanket Certificate — The Board may also make expenditures and contracts for any amount
from a specific line-item appropriation account in a specified fund upon certification of the fiscal
officer for most professional services, fuel oil, gasoline, food items, roadway materials, utilities,
and any other specific recurring and reasonably predictable operating expense. This certification
may, but need not, be limited to a specific vendor. This certification is not to extend beyond the
current fiscal year. More than one super blanket certificate may be outstanding at a particular
time for any line item appropriation.

Due to deficiencies in internal controls which primarily included no one signing purchase orders or blanket
certificates, 25% of the transactions for 2023 and 28% of transactions for 2022 were not certified by the
Fiscal Officer at the time the commitment was incurred, and there was no evidence the Township followed
the aforementioned exceptions. Failure to properly certify the availability of funds can result in
overspending funds and negative cash fund balances.

Unless the exceptions noted above are used, prior certification is not only required by statute but is a key
control in the disbursement process to help ensure purchase commitments receive prior approval.

To improve controls over disbursements and to help reduce the possibility of the Township’s funds
exceeding budgetary spending limitations, the Fiscal Officer should certify the funds are or will be
available prior to obligation by the Township. When prior certification is not possible, “then and now”
certification should be used. We also recommend the Township Trustees establish a maximum amount
that blankets may be created for. This should be set by resolution or ordinance and then the Township
Fiscal Officer should utilize this guidance when creating blanket purchase orders.

Officials’ Response — We did not receive a response from Officials for this finding.
